COEONEE LETTS IXQDEST C0NT1NDED

Where Woe Mr. Ferrte at the Time Unteh
Entered the Beofleld lionet1 1 -- Alra. Heo-fle- ld

Called to Court To.Dny In a Halt to
Mceover Jlonrr Not Paid for Fnrnltnrr
Mr. Hcofleld Mmrply

The 800 people who crowded into and
around the approaches of City Mall cham-
bers at noon to-d- to hear the investigation
as to Broker Nathaniel W. T. Match's death,
looked with especial interest at the stont,
gray.baired man with long flowing beard
and mustache who came in with Mrs. Soo.
field.

Tho man was " Drother-in-La- " David
0. Ferris, the rich mining speculator, of 18

Broadway, from whose office Broker Hatch
and Mrs. Hooflold walked uptown on that
fat 1 Monday a week ago.

Though it is now known that Ferris is per-
haps the ono man olive most likely to know
bow Broker Match came to bo lyine dead and
mangled in the yard of 64 West Twentieth
street, ho has until y affected nn utter
ignorance of what happened at Mmo. Fanny's
and at tho house.

lie told the polloe the day after the trage-
dy that be stayed at Mmo. Fanny's only a
few minutes and then went borne. But De-
fective Edward A, Clark, of the Coleman
House, tells a story which throws a new and
startling light on the case.

Ho says that at about 8.80 on Monday
night Ferris camo to tbe hotel in a state of
great oxcitement and told him he wanted a
mau and woman shadowed. He took tho de-
tective to Alma. Fanny's and showed him
Mrs. Scoflold and Broker Hatch. He told
tho dotective to. watch them and not leave
tbetn till they parted.

"If they goto H West Twentieth street,"
he Baid, " that is the womau's home."

Ferris then left tbe detective, who carried
out bis instructions and afterwards reported
to Ferris.

It 1b suspectod that Ferris, either impelled
by jealousy or acting a part in some plot
against Hatch, loitered about the house after
tuo couple entered, and that he may have
some knowledge about the tatter's death.

Coroner Levy determined to sift the matter
to the bottom and took the preoaution of
serving a subpeeua on Mr. Ferris early this
morning, at bis house.

Charles W. Scoflold, the willingly injured
husband in tbe case, was brought down by
Officer McGowan from the House of Deten-
tion, where ho has rcsignodly passed the last
three days.

There was a delay of twenty minutes, ow-
ing to the non-arriv- of Juror Bischotf.
Meanwhile the crowd grew denser, and men
who stood at the rear of tbe room raisud
themselves on tiptoe to get a glimpse of the
woman in the caso.

Hho could not fail to catch tho meaning of
the buzz of conversation and tbe hundreds of
eyes and opera-glass- directed to tbe spot
where she sat, but no flush of shame gathered
on her face and she did not show one sign of
discomposure.

At tbe journeymen's meeting a telegram

was read from Otncinnatl saving that a num-
ber of journeymen oii'i had
purchase.! a controlliufnuinlier of shores in
the Banner Brewery, and that the pool was
broken in that city. This announcement was
received with cheers.

It was after 11 o'clook when the meetings
broko up und tho men formed in lino in
Thirteenth street. Polico Capt. J. H.

and thirty-fiv- e men of tho Four-
teenth Precinct wore present to see that no
one assaulted the journeymen brewers.

A noticeable foature of the parade was tho
absence of llags and niusio, two small wh.to
banners bearing the legend "The Locked-Ou- t

Brewery Workmen" being tho only
emblems displayed. There were about
six hundred men in the line of march,
which lay through Fourth avenue to
Third to Canal gtroct, to Broadway to the
City Hall, whero tbe parade rested.

They had an agreement with the
bosses for two years, and wll n it was pre-
sented again in March tboy refused to sign
it, u.id issued a circular to that affect. They
refused to recognizo the organization of the
m n.

" We have worked three years without a
striko. April 16 we wero locked out. Some
of the bosses took some of the men back and
rofnsed to take others, We are out
and we are willing to work, but tho bosses
will not recognize us."

The Mayor listened aten Ively and then
answered i " Suppose they won't recognize
you ' There is no powr on earth to force
llietn to do so. They have the right to act
their own plea-ar- e ab' ut it the same as you
have. It is uufortunate, und in gener-
ally the result of ignorancu aud some-
times of possion. I am willing to
aid at all times in preventing such a collision.
I will communicate any time you dosire with
the bosses, but if you insist upon their recug.
nizing your organization I know it will be
useless- - They bavo tho samo rights under
the law ns you have.

" I have studied tbe law for years aud
think I know something about it. 1 am on
employer, but none of my men h ive ever
struck. As an employer I will deal
with my men and not with a
union. I presume the boss brewers
take tho samo view and refuse to recognize
your union. It you say you will go back, I
will tts9 my best endeavors to aid you. "

Hero tho Mayor glanced nt the members of
the comm.ttee, who looked rather embar-
rassed, and be continued : " You may lit t
lii.e my answer. I have been nt.
tacked by tho unions as being un-
friendly to them, aud the liosrea
say I am not on th ir side. Between
the two I have not many lriends on either
side. I want to tell i ou tho boycott is uu.
lawful, and I beliero you are engaged in boy.
cutting tho boss brewers.

" Tney haue a lawful organization, and so
havejou. Then comes the inevitable trug-gl-o

between you, und most always tbe
workmen gut tho worst of it. Where
pritlo is opposed to pride, as in
ibis case, it is tho question of
the longest pocket. It is not n question of
wagon, but of organization, Tho only wuy I
sro for you to do is to retreat in good order
when you uro benttn,"

" Tho bossos aro too much for you," con-
tinued tbn Mayor.

Mr. i'omnier said : ' ' Tboy bavo too much
capital."

The Mayor returned ; "Yes. You have tho
Borne lights as they have, but you bavo lost
the tight and are beaten. You must swallow
your pride."

" We did not strike) tho bosses locked us
out," said Mr, Pommer." You struck three years ago," said the
Mayor; " now tbey have atruok."

Can yon adviso ub how to get bread for
1,600 men ?" asked Mr. Herbrand.

" I could n t supply such a number," re-
