A Sanguinary Prize Fight Under
tho London Rules.

Andrew Cromble Whlppod by
Tom Farrell.

The Contest Oeearred In a Dancing Pavilion
n the Hudson, aad Was Plueklly TFoaght

Shin Glavee Were Worn Cramble'a
Left Rye Waa Closed Hrly In the IlattU

Terrlflo llammrrlnsj Indulged In on
flotb Sides The Fools Were Even.

Sovonty-flv- o men witnessed an exceedingly
sanRulnary prlzo-UR- of slxty.two rounds
early this morning iu a dancing pavilion on
the New Jersey sldo of the Hudson lllver,
about twenty milos above this city,

Tho principals wcro Tom Farroll, of Yon-ker-

ana Andrew Crombio, of Trvington.
Tho ficbt was to a finish, under tho London
prize-rin- g rules, with skin clovos, for $100
a side and a purso of about 8100.

Tho match grow out of a dispute in a
saloon a short time ago relative to tho merits
of Fnrroll as a pugilist. A man was to be
produced from Irvlngton who could whip
Farrell, and Crombio was presented, but he
failed in his efforts to accomplish his mis-
sion. Ho was knocked out by Farrell at tho
eud of the sixty bocond round.

About five months ago Farrell fought his
fl-- tit battlo with Jack Francis, of Dobbs
Ferry, for tho championship of Westchester
County and was defeated. Ho is a very
clever boxer and promises to bo something
of a pugilist.

He is 9 feet 0 Inches tall, weighs 147 pounds
and is twenty-thre- e vcars old.

Crombio had done some boxing, but had
nover boforo entered the prize-rin- g with skin
glovos. He is 6 feet 9 inches tall, twenty-on- e

years old and weighs 154 pounds.
The Irvington crowd of fifty men and the

twenty-flv- o expectant citizens of Yonkers
met, after many difficulties, on a wharf near
Yonkers at a littlo before midnight.

At 12.30 thev were all on board a steamer,
and 1.80 o'clock found them all scrambling
up the west bank of the Hudson, lanterns in
hand, to the navilion.

A ring was soon pitched on the floor and
the two aspirants for pugillstio honors and
tho money up were given a good preliminary
slnppiug.

Meanwhile tho anxious spectators stood
around and shivorcd.

Tho light was very dim, there being only
thiee small lanterns and a poor reflector, but
that made no difference.

Fnrroll was secon ed by Jim Connors, tho
light-weigh- t, and Jack Francis seconded
Crombie. Fete UoManus, of Irvington, wag
TftffiTftft.

Crombio won the toss, and his 'eecpnd
choraihTraoutheost comer of 'the'rlng.

At 2.05 o'clock the two middle-weigh- ts en-
tered the ring and at 2.22 shook hands and
went at each other.

Farrell started the fight by making a light
pass at Crombie, and the next instant he
found himself sprawling on the floor because
of a blow on the ehin. Time of round, 80s.

In tho second round the men danced
around the ring, exchanged several ineffective
blowB, cl.nched and fell, Crombio on top.

In the third Farrell led with his left,
Crombio failed to oounter and Farrell dealt
him a neat blow on the neck. Crombie tried
the same tactics, with interest, on Farrell'g
jaw, Tho men clinched and went down, Far-
rell underneath.

The fourth round was lively and iuterrst.
inc. Crombie lod with n whack on Forrell's
broait, when Farrell rallied and gave him
four beauties, one after tho other, on tho
head. One blow landed squarely on Crom-bte- 's

left oye, and the effect was seen almost
intautly. The fighters waited an instant,
and Farrell, taking advantage of an opening,
gave Crombie two more terrible blows, one
on tho eye and ono on the side of the head,
and followed these with one on the cheek.
This was too much for Crombie,who clinohed,
and down both men went, Farrell on the
floor.

As usunl, nt tho beginning of the next
round Farrell commenced the fighting, and
in about a second anothor telling blow
sounded on Crombie's left eve. This made
Crombie angry, und he aimed a sledge-bam- .
mer drivo at Forrell's nose. It fa'led to
reach its mark, as Farrell executed a quiok
dodgo and wheeling on Crombie knocked
him over onto his baok with a blow on the
neck.

The sixth, seventh ana eighth rounds were
short and devoid of interest. Farrell struck
at Crombie, who elincbed to avoid punish-
ment and the two went down. Crombie on
top.

When Crombie came to the scratch in the
tenth his left eve was completely closed.
Farrell changed his taotics and tried to close
the other eye, bnt could not use bis left to
advantage. He knocked Crombie down with
an upper out, and the round ended amid
shouts of encouragement from the Yonkers
contingent.

In the eleventh round Crombio olaimed a
foul on Forrell's dropping, but it was not

From the eleventh to the twentieth round
the fighting was kept up in about the same
woy.

In the twenty.seventb round Crombie
forced the fighting. He had received the
moat punishment, while Farrell was oompar.
ntivcly fresn. Uoth were covered with blood.
Crombie forced Farrell against the edge of
tho ring and gave him a good hammering.

Crombie seemed inclined to keep up this
sort of thing and Farrell tried to avoid him,
holding his own strength while Crombie was
growing weak in tho arms and out of breath.

Tho thirty-fourt- h round ended with both
men whacking their heads against the floor
simultaneously.

Farrell began to force tho fight in the forti.
eth round, and ended round forty-tw- o by
knocking Crombie down.

Crombio returned the compliment in the
forty-fift- but spoiled his good record in thu
forty-sixt- h by trikiug Farrell on the head
when the latter had fallou fairly.

JTn the sixtieth rouud Crombie rallied, and
inspired by destie ation, pain and anger, hit
Farrell a stunning blow on the mouth, knock-In- c

him clear off his feet.
Than Connors, Farreh's second, told him

to "wade in " ana sua in ngnt. ue rougnt
strongly In the sixty-flrs- t. and in the last
round nad everything his ownway. The
fight ended when Farrsll, having driven
Crombie against the ropes, beat down his
weak guard, and. deliberately taking aim,
struck him a terrible blow on the left eye.
Illood flew, and Crombio tank to tho floor
without a groan.

Tho fouls, which were not allowed, were
even. F.irroll dropped purposely twice to
escape blows, osd Crombie struck Farrell
twice when be was down. Crombie proved
tho better wrestler.

Edward Cooper ha the rough
draft of the platform adopted by the Besolu.

by the Democratio Stato Convention. He
s&ys that the mistake waa made in the impor-
tant tariff plank.

According to Mr. Cooper's statement, the
person who copied the resolutions read at tho
convention modo n blunder in copying from
the rough draft passed upon by tho Ifesolu.
tion Committeo, or, if tho rough draft was
read, tho newspaper .men committed the
error. The evidence is that the error wsi
made by the person who put tho rough draft
in beautiful penmanship.

A member of the Platform Committee sold
y : " When the committee got through

tinkering, interpolating, tnterjeating, alter-
ing, amending and dobating the original
draft of the proposed pbvform. it looked like
a map of tho battlefield of Gettysburg. The
man who had to copy it so that it could be
read bad a hard job of it.

" We indorsed tho platform of 1B84, and we
appear as indorsing tho platform of 1887.
There wero several other blundors, but none
of them was nf vital importance. lint you
know that Cooper is very particular
about small details. Tho changes made iu
the original draft were all relating to forms
of language, and was not caused by the
scratching of any free trade or protection
sentences.

W. liourke Cockran said t " We apDear as
indorsing the Haratoga platform of 1887 in-
stead of the Chicago platform of 1884. We
are mode to say tho doctrines affirmed in
tho last annual message of the President '

of the ' doctrine reaffirmed in the last
annual message of tho President.' Those are
all tho errors, I believe, that wero made in
the transcription,"
