Bhore Line owl which left Boston at 11 p. m.
last night and was duo in New York at 7 this
morning, was derailed on the Norwalk draw-bridg- e.

The engine, baggngo and mail car, passrn--.
per coach and three sleepers wore derailed.

It was an accident that appalled both
passengers and railroad people. It occurred
upon tho spot whero, thirty-flv- e years ago,
the draw was open and n score or more souls
vent off the bridgo into eternity,

The engine is still off ; also four of the cars.
The trains as on timo and running rapidly.

, Since the appliance of a now system of Big.
nals no stop has been niado at the draw-
bridge on this road. Upon approach to tho
iron draw tho rails are not spiked, but fast-ene- d

at the ends and lap together, bo that
when tho draw is swung open tho rails are
lifted up by a lovor to swing clear of each
other. It was one of those rails which was
out of placo.

The engine was thrown upon tho ties and
bounded over thorn, dragging the tram after
it Tho first sleeper was cantered over upon
one sido, tho mail car, baggage car and the
two last sleepers were hurlod along over the
draw, whilo beneath ran the deop river.

, The wildest confusion and consternation
seized tlio passengers. Thoy were thrown

. out of their berths by the sleepers swaying
and bounding over the tios. Men and womou
screamed, glass crashed, and the horror of
toppling over into the river added to tne tor-riD- la

situation.
Just why the engine did not turn over to

tho right or left is not apparent. The ties
are ripped and crushed. Originally they
were about two feet apart. Now they are
bundled together.

A rush was made for tho doors by the holf-dre&i-

passongers. To jump from tho train
i was to leap into tho water. A few mado 'the

dive and were afterward fishod out.
The thundering or tho train or It ripped

and crashed on tho drawbridge was hoard by
people going to their early occupations. A
general rush was made to tho bridco, and as-
sistance freely given to extricato tho fright-
ened passengers from tho tottering oars.

It waro o'clock beforo tho wrecking train
arrived from New Haven. From tho danger-
ous position of tho heavy express eugine and

1'herewcre barely a toore of persons In the
BnDreme Court Chambers at 8 o'clock this after-
noon, when Mrs. Lillian Scofleld cam before Judg
Lawrence on an application made by her counsel,
De Lancer Nlcoll, lor her discharge from custody
for want of evidence that sho was responsible for
llroker Hatch s death.

Hhe was accompanied by Berg. Qolbrow, ot the
House ot Detention.

To Clerk Von OerlchtSD, of the Dlatrlot-Attor-ncy- 's

office, who also acoompanlM her, she said
Juat before she reached the Court-Hous- e:

' I feel confident that 1 shall be discharged with-
out being required lo give bail, because thsre la
not the slightest evidence against me. I shall never
go back to the house la Twentieth street again.
I could not bear the sight of that yard. The hor-

rible tragedy connected with it will always hannt
me. 1'oor young manl fie didn't deserve auch a
fate. I would rather a hundred times have dlod in
bis place."

When Mr. Nlcoll rose to make his plea for the
prisoner the court-roo- was crowded, and necks
were craned in every direction to catch a glimpse
of Mrs. Scofleld as she sat In the corner, with her
custodian. .

Mr. Nlcoll said tha commitment of Corontr Levy
was void because tt not only charged her
with a crime and then committed her to
the House of Detention, but that It was practically
In form a sentence for life. He therefore asked for
her dlichsrge on these grounds alone.

Assistant Duttrlct-Attorna- y Ltndtey said that
while there was no donbt as to tho wisdom of the
Coroner In holding Mrs. Heofleld, it was admitted
that the oommltment procedure had been Irregular
nnd veld, and be contented to Iht discharge of the
prisoner.

Judze Lawrence thereupon ordered her dis-
charge and ah left the court-roo- In company
with ner counsel.

W. K. Mills, Fcrris's bondsman, is to bo
brought before Coroner Levy this afternoon
to show if ho really owns the property which
ho swore was his.

With him resided his three daug-
htersMay, Emma and Annio and his son
George.

Emma is dolicate, and stayed at homo with
lior father, while the others went to their
dailr employment. Sho was with him
Wednesday evening at about 7 o'clock, whon
tho o.d gentleman muttered something about
I'oing homo, and, getting his hat quickly, loft
tho room. Ho woro an old, short coat, had
no overcoat, and didn't ovon tako his ane,
without which ho was hardly able to walk.

The daughter supposed ho would linger
about the door, or at best would move off
but slowly. She followed him as soon as she
could got ready, for he had on one oocaslon
strayed far away and it was not safe to let
him go alone. She got downstairs a few min-
utes after him and found that he Mas already
out of sinht.

Sinco then he has sot been seen by his
anxious children.

A general alarm was sent over the police
wires yosterday, and the son and daughter,
in their anxious search, have visited tho
hospitals. Tnoy even called, shudderiugly,
this morning at the Morgue. The sick daugh-
ter, though scarcely able to do so, has joined
in tho search.

Mr. Otten was formerly in the employ of
the "L" road company as a watchman, trot
had to leave his employment becauso of this
trouble with his head.
