As
thoy havo a great hold upon tho Irish people,
it is to he presumed that that their influence
will be felt in thife regard."

SISTER ANDREWS CRUSHED.

A NICE LITTLE SQUABBLE IN THE

SOCIETY.

She Wanted Io Know Something Aboat Miss
Van Euro' Former Cnreer Uefure Trust,
lag to tier I.endrrhhlp, but RlUa .llnrr
(lay Humphreys, tho Chairman, Would
Not Let tier .Illse Tan Etten Appeals for
(Sympathy.

The association known as the Working-women- 's

Society had rather a turbulent timo
at ita last meeting at No. S3 Lafayetto
placo in the rooms donated and fitted
up by Mrs. Collis P. Huntington.
The attendance included the working mem.
bershiu of the association and a few besides
who had been ovidently gathered in to swell
tho numbers of rival factions, for already the
Workmgwomen's Socioty has become that
discouraging spoctaclo a houso divided
against itself.

The special interest of tho occasion was the
arraignment of Mies Mary C. Andrews, who
had boen citod to appear beforo the Bisters In
council to answor a charge of having at-

tacked tho socioty at a recent meeting
of that body held in Cooper Union.
Miss Andrews was one of the originators of
tho movement which resulted in the women's
uicotings hold last winter in Pythagoras Hall,
nnd otit of which dually grew the socioty
which constituted itself her jtidgo and jury
on Thursday night. It in claimed by one
faction that sinco its concoption this
socioty bus bocomo dally mnro and more
of a Grand Llama alfair. from
its promised purpose, which the title of tho
organization points out. it is alleged to have
lapsed into n prnato ndmiration association,
nhoso inukor, ruler and guide is Miss Ida
Van Etton, a woman who figured rather
prominently beforo tho public in 1881 and
1882 in oonnoctiou with the conduct of an
institution for infants, which was subso.
queutly abolished t law.

On the ground that tho influence of Miss
Yan Ftten was proving detrimental to tho
wolfnro of the society. Miss Androws triod to
incite tho sisters to on investigation of tbo
antecedents of thoir leader, with the abova
result.

A bout twenty women were ranged on oither
sido of the room. The crimson curtains of
the bookshelves lining the walls made a warm
background and throw into relief the loces
which wero severally pale or flushed
with excitement or determination.
At tho long carved-oa- k tablo in
the centre of tho apartment, sat the Chairman
of the evening, Miss Mary Gay Humphreys,
a reporter, a mend of Miss Yan Etten's, and
ot hor sido sat Mis? Faunio Morris, who is
Secretary of tho society.

Tho reading of minutes had taken place
when Miss Andrews arrived. She at once
addressed a complaint to tho Chair that her
chief witnoss, Dr. Anno Daniol, had
boen refused admission on the ground
of and was waiting
ou tho door-Btop- Misa Andrews
asked to huvo her invited to onUr.
After some discussion a motion to this effect
was made and seconded, and the lady was
admitted. Dr. Daniel was also one of the
pioneers of the Pythagoras Hall meet-
ings. Hostilities immediately began.
Miss Andrews stood at the foot of
tho table, and producing a package of
documents announced her readiness to
"show tho Bociety the character of tho
woman they wero putting their trust in."
This raised a storm from tho Yan Etten
party, and Miss Andrews was not allowed
to proceed. She then said she had a
ietter to read. Somebody asked if it
related to Misa Van Etten. Miss Andrews
said it did. Somebody else supposed it was
' ' from Mr. Gerry, who's a crank. " Another
sister displayed curiosity and inquired tho
name of tho writor. Beforo tho question
oould be ruled out Miss Androws answorcd :
' ' Dr. Mary Putnam Juoobi."

Hero an effort was mode to advocate tho
reading of tho letter, but tho lady in the
chair would not permit it, and took tho
ground against what sho characterized as
' idlejpersonal gossip." So Miss Androws

was not permitted to bpeak any further. She
avowed her intention of carrying on tho sift,
ing which Bhe had begun at another timo and
place, and doparted.

Dr. Daniel sat quietly watching tho pro-
ceedings until at tins juncture a sister
moved that "all persons not belonging to
the society be asked to withdraw." This wna
seconded and carried, when Dr. Daniel rose,
bowed and passed out.

After th ir guest had been thus dismissed,
the society addressed itsolf to business. The
Factory bill, which has come to naught, they
allege, through tbo machinations of Mr. In-
spector Connolly and Senator Ives, was dts.
cussed, llesolutions were pussed appoint,
ing a committeo to wait upon und
lay the matter before the Central
Labor Union. And the Sisters further
purpose to remember these things agaiust
Messrs, Ies and Connolly when tho day of
election comos. Some routino business fol-
lowed, and then au adjournment, after which
Miss Perkins asked that tho members re-

main to listen to a letter from Miss Yan Et-

ten, which the then read aloud.
Tne writer spoke vory pathetically of her

faults and failings in the management of tho
Infant Asylum, but said they were pardon,
able on the ground of her extreme youth and
inexperienco at the time when this burden
of responsibility was laid upon her. She ap-
pealed very touchingly from the injustice
of allowing these sins of her youth to
follow her into her career of benevolenca
towards workingwomcu, in which field she
protested that her efforts have been thor.

Oncers nnd Adjourns.

R0CBE8TIB, May 18. The Loan Associations'
Convention has at last completed Its labors and
adjourned this evening to meet In Utlca the third
week In Jnne. Before the opening session this
morning the New York delegates held several con-

ferences about candidates for Prealdcnt and Secre-
tary. Considerable feeling existed among them,
as they claim the local delegates misled them.
They were assured, so the New Yorkers say, that
the Kocneaier delegates merely wanted the tern
porary organization. John OU. Uennesy, o
New York, thereupon agreed to presout the names
of lieorgo W. Thomas, of Itocheatcr, for Chair
man, and John A. llarhlte and It. A. Beardsley,
of New York, for Secretaries of the temporary
organization. Ilia friends say that after tbe
session yesterdsy Mr. Thomaa's friends ap-

proached the New Yorkers, aaylus- that they bad
changed thtlr niluua and desired to have tne Presi-
dency and Hecrel-ryab- ip for this city. This led to
a vtiroroua opposition from Ur. Hennesty'a friends,
but it waa stated that the New York delegation wu
not nulled upon Mr. Uennessy's candidacy and
that the uoltera were led by Louts 11. Cornlah, of
the Mercurr Loan Association ot New York.

Belore the convention was called to order the
New Yorkers leurned ttut their case waa hopeless
and decided to make no opposition to the adoption
ot tho report ot the Committee on Organization,
which recommended that tne temporary organiza-
tion be made permanent. The election of oRlcera
waa not held until this afternoon, when Ueorge W.
Billot, of this city, waa cboeu President, aud E.
