Different View Held by Dion la th Country
And Men in the City lunmnnr Hall
Flaring a Ills Game of Prlllc nnd
Camping on Ibe County Democracy

The New Ballot Law.

QUINN'S ACTION DENOUNCED.

MEMBERS OF 49 PISGU8TED WITH THE

FIIESENT STATE OF AFFAIRS.

They Hny Tbnt Qnlnn Was In a minority of
1 to O at Yesterday's Meeting, and that
lie Applied the 3aIaw to Ills Op.
ponents The Alerting Conld Have Gona
On Wltbont tbe Charter.

The chief toplo of conversation this morn-
ing among workingmen was Distnat Assem-
bly No. 49's meeting yosterday, which was
ono of tho most extraordinary and unprece-
dented as well as ono of tho most exciting
which that noted body has aver held.

The scene that characterized the proceed-
ings subsequent to the withdrawal of Master
Workman J mos E. Qulnn with tho charter
in his possession is said to havo been

turbulent and almost fraught with
tho disruption of tho organization.

This morning's edition of Tun Would gov a
a statement of the case concerning tho action
of tho District Court in suspending Master
Workman Quinn, Timothy Qulnn and P. O.
MoGnlro, sr., from Local Assembly No. 3,334,
or the Amerlcus Labor Club, for alleged

the laws of the order in refusing
admission to tho local to William Martin.wha
presented a " travelling card."

It is said y by Mr. James E. Qnlnn's
oppononta that thoro was an overwhelming
majority against him, and that knowing it. he
applied gag law in tho meeting and shut off
discussion from his. opuosors, while he gave
bis friends an opportunity to dofend him.

A do legato sold: There wero nine to one
against Quinn in tbe meeting. Tho proceed-
ings of the Court were regular and In strict
aopordanco with tho laws of the order. There
is no dodging the judgment of tbe District
Court by lawful means, but Quinn and his
friends have resorted to questionable means
and ore making a desperate struggle to main-
tain their positions and the control which
they have held so long. But, I tell you, they
will bavo to submit to the inevitable."

Anolher dolegate remarked ; " Mombers of
the order ore disgusted with the present state
of affairs, and desire a radical change. These
constant bickerings and dissensions aro driv-
ing out many of tho rank and file"

A roliable authority on the laws of the
Kniphts saidi " The meeting of yesterday
could havo been continued after a
delay of fifteen minutes time enough
to obtain tho seals of five local
assemblies. These seals could havp
been put in place of the charter carried away
by Master Workman Qmnu, and the Wprthy
Foreman could have conducted tho proceed-
ings lawfully under them.

" But it was deemed best to postpone fur-tb- or

action until next Sunday, wlien we will
go on with the work in the way I have de.
scribed, unloss the Master Workman appears
with tbe charter.

"We are not going to bo bulldozed by sus-
pended members; If a ptecedwitllka tiiat
which Master Workman Qulnn seeks to es-
tablish prevails there would be no end of
trouble,. i,

and ultimate disruption would rc--
UUIl.

Still another delegate talked thus : " This
course of the two Qninns, MoQnire and a
few of that ilk is denounced by all

members of tho order, ana certainly
by a largo majority of the distriot dele-
gates. I am confident that the Master
Workm n'e remarkable action will not bo
sustained by the General Executivp Board.
Local No. a, 231 having failed to exeoute the
judgment of the District Court, is liable
to suspension or expulsion. No local
can treat the District Court with such oon.
tempt as that displayed by No. 2,234 without
holding itself liable to discipline. The
Qutnns aro suspended members and bavo
no right to act as delegates in the District
meetings nor in any capacity as officers of tho
District Assembly."

Timothy Quinn was seen by on Evxnino
Would reporter He positively de-
clined to make any statement, saying that it
was not necessary for the press and the
publio to know what had occurred ; and that
the local assemblies wonld bo mado ac-
quainted with tbe facts In due time.

Friends of Master Workman Quinn who
wero approached on tbe subject, also de-
clined to give any statement from their side,
merely saying that the Master Workman knew
the law and bis prerogatives in tho premises,
and that he took tbe right vested in him to
abruptly close the meeting, yesterday because
tbe delegates became noisy and turbulent
and obstructed tbe work of the Assembly.

A delegate of tbe Central Labor Union
chuckled over tho affair of yesterday in No,
49 and said : " This is meat for John Mor-
rison and the opponents of the Quinns, o,

Kearney and others who have clung to
them.

" The spectacle is presented now of the
old-tim- e friends of James E. Quinn discov-
ering the questionable methods of his baok.
era and opposing him more bitterly than they
sustained him."

Next Sunday's meeting of 10 is looked for-
ward to with the liveliest interest. Some
question whether the Master Workman will
attempt to preside, and others doclare that if
he does, a sceno more exciting than yester-wi- ll

LABOR'S WATCHDOG ON GUAR&

Tho Central Body Dlscnes tbe Beer Boy-

cott and Other Matters.
The Central Labor Union ocoupied two

hours of its time in discussing, in executive
session, the questipn of raising tho boycott
on pool beer. This proposition, first an-

nounced in Tub Evenimo Wobld, was urged
strongly, so it is said, by leading delegates,
but, in spite of the fact that semi-offici- as-
surances were given that all the looked-ou- t
brewerymen would be taken back if the boy-
cott were raised, and also bf the fact that the
Brooklyn Central Labor Union bed raised thp
boycott, the matter was finally left as it was.

One delegate put in thus ; " We have re-

solved to continue to recommend everybody
to drink union beer. We don't say ' boycott
pool beer."

Another important matter was tbe renewal
of the discussion of the question of the mu-
tual recognition of cards by the Knights of
Labor and tbe union men laid over from
last Hnnday. The proposition was voted
down by laying it on the table by 40 to 24.

Solidarity was denounced for sustaining the
pool brewers.

Tho Arbitration Committee was instructed
to attend to the matter of the employment of
non-unio- n men and boats by the Cedar Hill,
Bunnyside, Watervliet and Ilazelwood Ice
compsnioa, in accordanoe with tbe request of
the International Icemen's Union,

Che Bakery Wagon-Driver- s' Union was ad-

mitted to representation in tho Food Pro-
ducers' Section. Tbe Cornice and Skylight
Makers' Union and the Hearts of Oak Asso-

ciation of shoe salesmen were rejected. The

On the records In tho Coroners' offlco the
viotlm of Saturday's murder in Mulberry
street still figures as "unknown," and
Morgue-Koep- White's book conveys no
moro dofinito Information regarding her
Identity.

Notwithstanding this opparont mystery tho
mutilated corpse was recognized and idouti-flo- d

on Saturday, when it was remo ml from
the filthy collar. Iho murdered woman
was known In " Tho Bend " as Nellla
Smith, but her real noma was Minn o
Mokowitz. She was a young married woman
of Philadelphia, who had bean ost ranged
from her family by reason of her dissolute
habits and had, from respectability, de-

scended to the doepest depths of degradation.
The young man who identified her remains

is in tho custody at Datoctlves Chrystal and
Smith, of tho Elizaboth stroot police

Vincenzo Di Cautio, the ragpicker, who
was last seen with tho dead woman, at 12.30

on Saturday morning, by Marin Calusio, one
of the dwellers in tho Becthing tenement-hous- e,

in tbo cellar of which tho body was
found, is still at largo, and the ofliccrs are
meotlLg with great difficulty in his pursuit.

If his victim had been an Italian ther
would have had comparatively little difll-cult-

but as it is, every one of his oouutry-mo- n
is attempting to shield tho fugitive and

each pretends to be entirely ignorant of any-
thing that would assist the detectives in thoir
hunt.

Maria Calusio is the only exception, and
the Information was obtained from her that
she heard a woman's scream In the lower hall
and ran down and asked Dl Cantio what
ho had done " with that woman."

While they wero thore Nelli came to tho
house and announced that he had como from
Di Cantio's for a parcel. A woman, who
mot him at the door of Di Cantio's room,
told him to hurry away as the policemen
were around. '

This conversation was overheard by tho
detectives, who shadowed Nelll, hoping to
And the murderer through him. He knew
that ne was watched and wandered aimlessly
about until the officers bqcame satisfied that
ho wonld not lead the way to Di Cantio's
hiding-place- , when thev arrested him. Nelll
claimed not to know where Vincenzo was in
biding.
