CAME FROM THE HUUDERKR.

Policemen Bet a Trap for Ulnnle DIokowtis's
Hlayer.

On tbe records in tho Coroners' offloe the
victim of Saturday's murdor in Mulberry
street still figures as " unknown," and
Horguo-Keepe- r White's book, convoys no
moro definito information regarding her
identity.

Notwithstanding this apparent mystery tbo
mutilated corpso won recognized and identi-
fied on Saturday, when it was removed from
the filthy collar. 'Iho murdered woman
was known in " The Bond " as Nellie
Smith, but her real name was Minn e
Mokowitz. Sho was a young married woman
of Philadelphia, who had been estranged
from her family by reason of hen dissolute
habits and had, from respectability, de-
scended to the deepest depths of degradation.

Tho young man who identified her remains
is in the custody ot Detectives Chrystal and
Smith, of the Elizabeth streot police.

Vincenzo Di Cantio, tho ragpicker, who
was last seen with tho dead woman, at 12. B0

on Saturday morning, by Maria Calusio, one
of tbo dwellers in the seething tenoment-hous- e,

in the cellar of which the body was
found. Is still at largo, and tho officers are
rneetiup with great difficulty in his pursuit.

' If bis victim had been on Italian they
'would have liad comparntvely-llttle--dim- .1

,cnlty. but as it is, oyory one of his country',
men is attempting to sblald tho fugitive and
hacb pretonds to be entirely ignorant of any-
thing that would assist the detectives in their
bunt.

Maria Calusio is tbo only exception, and
tie informntion wa obtained from her that
nhe heard n woman's scream in the lower hall
aud ran down and asked Di Cantio what
ho had dono "with that woman,"
With an oath the ugly ragpicker
told her to mind her business or be
would serve her after a similar fashion. All
Of this information bad bocn nreviously ob-
tained from Vincenzo Di Vito, brother of tho
landlord at No. 81, who was arrested because
qf the suspicious interest he seemed to take
in tbo movemonts of the detectives Satur-
day.

At 2 o'clock this morning Detectives
Chrystal and Smitb made auotj e-- arrest, the
prisoner being an Italian named Giovanni
Nelli. They bad continued their watch on
the Mulberry street tenement with an Idea
that tho murderer might still be hid.
ing thoro. and at 11.30 lost night, as
Detective Smith was passing al'.ng tbe
street a short, stout man, who looked like
an Irishman, stepped up to him, placed a
piece of paper in his hand and walked
rapidly away.

Tho paper was a fly-le- af of a book on which
was written a few lines statiugibat the writer
bad overheard trie housekeeper at No. 79 tell
another woman that Di Cantio was concealed
In a room in tho rear tenement of 81.

Detective Smitb hurried to tbe station,
house and got ten patrolmen, who surrounded
the house, which was searched thoroughly,
but Di Cantio was not found.

While they were there Nelli came to tho
houso and announced tha be had come from
Di Cantio's for a parcel. A woman, who
met him at the door of Di Cantio's room,
told him to hurry away as the policemen
were around.

Uhis conversation was overheard by tho
detectives, who shadowed Nelli, hoping to
llnd the murderer through him. lie knew
that ho was watched and wandered aimlessly
about until tno officer became satisfied that
ho would not lead the wav to Di Cantio's
biding place, when tbev arrested him. Nel.i
claimed not to know where Vincenzo was in
hiding.

All of tho prisoners nrrestod were taken be-
fore Justice Power in the Tombs this morn,
idg and were ordered before Coroner Messe.
nier for commitment.
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QUINN'S ACTION DHNOUMED.

MEMBEE8 OF 49 DISOUSrEU WITH TUB

PEESENT STATE OF AFFA1KS.

They ajny ThHt (ulnn Ws In a minority of
1 to O at Yesterday's Aleettna, and that
Ue Applied tne la.l.aw to Ills Op.
ponenta Tbe Merlins Cenld Have (jone
On Without tbe Charter.

Tho chief topio of conversation this morn-
ing among workingmen was District Assom.
bly No. 49's meeting yesterday, wbioh was
ono of tbe most extraordinary nnd unprece-
dented as well as one of tho most oxcitiug
which that notod body has ever hold.

The scono that characterized the proceed-
ings subsequent to the withdrawal of Master
Workman J mos E. Qulun with the charter
in bis possession is said to havo been ex-

tremely turbulont and almost fraught with
tbo disruption of tho organization.

This morning's edition of Tim WoitLngavo
a statement of tbo caso concorniug tho action
o' tho District Court in suspending Master
Workman Qtiln n, Timothy QuinnandP. 0.
MoGuro, sr., from Local Assembly No. 2,334,
or the Americus Jabor Club, for alleged vio-
lation of the laws of tho order in refusing
admission to tho 1 cal to William Martiu,vho
presen ed a " travelling card."

It is said y by Mr. James E. Qulnn's
opponents that thoro won an oerwbolmlns
majority against him, and that knowing it. bo
applied pag law in the mooting and shut off

g'iscussion from his opposcrs, while he gavo
an opportunity to dofond him.

tA delegate said: " Thero were uino to ono
against Ouinn in the mooting. Tbe proceed,
in go of the Court wore regular and in strict
accordance with tho laws of tho order. Thero
is no dodging the judgment of tno District
Court by lawful means, but Qninn and his
friends havo resorted to questionable means
and aro making, a desperate struggle to main,
tain their positions and tho control which
they havo held so long. But, I tell you, they
will bavo to submit to the inevitable."

A reliable authority on tbe laws of tho
Knights said: " Tho meeting of yesterday
could have been continued after a
delay of fifteen minutes time enough
to obtain the seals of Ave local
assemblies. These seals could bavo
boon put in place of tho charter carried away
by Moi-to- r Workman Qu nu, and tho Worthy
Foreman could have conducted the proceed-
ings lawfully under them. t

" But it was deemed best to postpone fur-
ther action until noxt Sunday, when wo will
go on with tbo work in the way I bavo de.
scribod, uuloss tho Master Workman appears
with tho charter.

" Wo are not going to bo bulldozed by sus-
pended members. If a precedent like tnat
which Master Workman Quinn seeks to es-
tablish prevails there would be no end of
trouble and ultimata disruption would ro.
suit."

Timothy Quinn was seen by an Evenino
World reporter Ho positively de-
clined to make any statement, saying that it
was not necessary for tbo press and tho
public to know what hod occurred ; and that
tbe local' asomblie- - would
quainted with the facts in duo lime.

Frionds of Blaster Workman Quinn who
were approached on tho subject, also de-
clined to give any statement from their Bide,
merely saying that the Master Workman knew
tbe law aud his prerogatives in tbo premises,
and that be took tho right vested in him to
abruptly close tbe meeting yesterday beoiuso
tho delegates became uoisv and turbulent
and obstructed the work of the Assembly.

A dolegato of tho Central Labor Union
chuckled over tbe aHair of yesterday in No.
49 and said t " This is moat for John Mor-
rison and the oppononts of thti Quinns, o,

Kearney and others who ho o clung to
them.

"Tho spectacle is presented now of tho
old-tim- o iriends of James E. Quinn discov-
ering tho questionable methods of his back,
era and opposing him more bitterly than they
sustained him."

Next Sunday's meeting of 40 is looked for-

Tho proposition was voted
down by laying it on tho table by 40 to 21.

Solidarity was denounced for sustaining tho
pool brewers.
