KERR'S TRIAL OPENd WITH A CD0BU8 OP

OBJECTIONS.

UlsCsansel Bhut Off ! Informer When lie
Deaan lo Tell About the IloodU Cam-bin- e

or 1884-CUIm- lng That Kerr Must
First be Connected With the Bribery
Judge Patterson Fixes Halt at 9100,000.

Tho play of Boodle Trial seems to have
lost its attractiveness for Now Yorkers. At
its rovival y in tho Court of Oyor and
Terminer, with Thomas B. fterr In the rolo
of heavy villain, there was a " beggarly array
of empty benches."

Ludolph A. Fullgraff, with clean-enavo- n

cheeks, his unoertain mouth covered by n
gray mustacho and a tuft of short board on
his chin, was called to the stand.

Orier llicketU extended the court Bible to
Fullgraff, but the informer waved it away
disdainfully, and raising his right hand
nodded assent to tho recitation of the usual
form of affirmation by Olerk Welsh.

Justioo Patterson announced at this point
that in the absenoo of any motion from tho
District-Attorne-y to give Kerr into the ons- -
tody of the Sheriff, he had decided to accept
proper bonds for him in 9100,000 twico the
figure on Kerr's former ball bond.

Fullgraff related the story of his own Shame,
and that of hla follow-Alderm- who sold
tholr honor and that of Now York in 1884,
with less cringing than characterized his ap-
pearance on tho trials of tho other boodlers.

His Btory was frequently interrupted by
objections from Bourko Oockran and the
venernblo Noari Davis.

Fullgraff testified that in 1834 he had a box
factory in Fulton street, but at present he
was engaged in business at St. Paul, Minn.
He had boon sohool trustoe and Alderman,

Then ho began the story of tho meetings ot
thirteen members of the Board of Aldermen
of 1884 at his shop and at the house of Alder,
man McLaughlin, in Wost Thlrty.fourth
stroet, and told how they organized by elect-
ing McLaughlin chairman and formed the
audacious "combine for business purposes
only."

But Fullgraff said he did not know Kerr,
and in fact nod never seon him till two wooks
ago, when Kerr was pointed out to him on
tho street. . .

Thereupon tne defense onjectea to run.
graff going on with his otory, on the ground
that Kerr could not be oonnected with the
combine. Davis argued thatthd
crime of agreeing to receive a brlbo could
have nothing to do with giving a bribe. They
were two distinot crimes. The proseoutors(

Davis insisted, were bound to prove
that the defendant had ofTored the Dribo
which Fullgraff would say ho had agroea to
reoolve.

Judge Davis talked forty minutes, and
Fullgraff liBtonod and 'weighed the argu-
ment with tho Justice. He noddod assent,
smiled encouragingly and now and then
frowned. Whon the Old jurist, wbo Sent
Boss Tweed to prison, characterized his!
story as " tho relation of a probablo liar,"
FuligTaff was Apparently In doubt whether
to be amused or Indignant.

Col, Fellows, in reply, contented, himself
with reading a pago from tho decision writ-
ten by Judge Daniels in Gonoral Term on
the Sharp appeal. Tbe justices then agreed
that any testimony tending to convict Full-
graff was admissible against Sharp.

Thon Bourko Cockran took up tho cndgels
and talked for anothor half hour. Ho oskod
that no evidenoe be admitted now on tbo as-
sumption that it was to be.connected with
other eventB in the future ovonts which he
knew the Dlstrlot-Attorne-y could not provo.

Ho demanded that the evidenoe promised
by Assistant District-Attorne- y Fitzgerald, in
his opening, to connoot Kerr with the bribory,
bo produced by tbe prosecutors at once. Tne
Anarchists' cases in Chicago were cited by
tho defense.

Judge Patterson overruled the objection
and tho defenso excepted. Fullgraff then
continued bis story.

He told bow Aldermen Duffy, Dempsey,
Do Lnoy, Beilly, O'Neil, McCabo. MoQuado,
Jaehno, Kenny, Bayles and Oloory and him-
self met at Alderman McLaughlin's house ;

how Jaelino or De Lacy said that the cablo
road would give S7C0.O00, half in cash and
half in bonds, for the Broadway franchise,
and that the Brosdwar Surface road would
give $500,000 in hard cash ; how they dis-
cussed tbeso offers and how finally they de.
cided unanimously to toko the laBt offer, as
the Cable road bonds might lead to their de-
tection.

Thon they agreed that they would ocoept
$22,000 each for their honor, allowing $214,-00- 0

for "influencing" Aldermon not in the1
combine and other exponses. On a vote it
was decided that John Keenan waa more to
be trusted than lilllv Moloney, and he was
Bolectod to receivo the " boodle."

Subsequently the $22,000 sohedulo was
modified, after some grumbling, to 818.000
each, tbe boodlers giviug up C52.O0O of their
expectations to a fund for tho fixing cf other
Aldermen to pass the resolution over Mayor
Edson's veto.
