ACTOR O'CONNOR MUST PAY.
e

JUSTICE CLANOI DECIDES AGAINST 11111

TI1I8 MOBNIKO.

Revelations Blade In Court An Aetor Who
Played TJalf a Doaen Parte and Blade
the Coatnmee na Well O'Connor's Actios;
aa a. Tragedian and as a Lawyer on a
Par airs. O'Connor Testlflee.

That James Owen O'Connor has acknowl-
edged himself a crushed tragedian and for-
sworn tho footlights and the reoeption of
cabbages and baok.numbor eggs over them,
was ovidencod by his appearanoo in Justice
Clancy's Second Distriot Civil Court this
morning to dofend tho action brought by his
company for unpaid salaries.

He did not stalk in a lordly fashion, but
oamo in quiotly, with his wifo on his arm,
and sat down with hor at tho tablo reservod
for oonnsol, until tho great mass of business
on tho calendar was disposed of. A stubbed
growth of black beard hod boen blooked out
on the tragedian's cheoks and upper lip.

Ho had from a bad actor becomo, if possi-
ble, a worse lnwyor, as ho provod very
quiokly when tho caso of Griffin against
O'Connor was callod.

Lawyor Sullivan amonded his oomplalnt,
alleging a breach of contract, Instead of
claiming for work, labor and services ren-
dered, whorcupon Mr. O'Connor aroso and
said that, whilo ho had tho grcatoBt respect
for Justioo Clanoy and his court, ho thought
the caso of sufflclont importance ta bo triod
in a court of reoord, and ho thoreforo moved
that it be sent to the Court of Common Fleas.

As the lawyer-tragedia- n had not complied
with the provisions of tho code whloh re-
quires a bond to bo given for such transfer of
a caso, Justioo Clancy promptly denied his
motion and ordered tho case to trial.

Walter Htevons, opo of O'Connor's com-
pany, was tho first to toko tho stand and
swear that there is duo nim 837. CO for two
woeks' salary and board. Ho had not per-
formed any services during those two weeks,
because the company did not ploy. Ho held
Shylock to his bond, however, and produced
a contract which promised it him.
II tO'Oonnor's of the wit-
ness was rambling and pointless, consisting
of speeches to the court and roportors.

Ho intimatod that Stevens was not on aotor,
whereupon Counsellor Sullivan suggested
that ho might have become a good ono under
the tutilage of O'Connor.

Linden Clark claimed $83. 60 his due, and
told of his being paid by the tragedian two
weeks' additional salary at the olose of lost
season to show that such contraots were cus-
tomary.

" Aren't you tho follow who was con-
tinually breaking me up on the stage and
coming to me in tho wings and apologizing
for your incompetency ?'' asked the actor-lawye- r,

and that was the oxtent of his

'i' Pardon me If I am a-- little. rusty,- - I
haven't practised in eight years," ho re-
marked to tho Court as another of his sup-
porting company came to tho stand.

John K. Nowman testified that ho played
threo or four characters every night, and nis
employer's brought out
the fact that he also mado tho company's
costumes.

Edwin Barry, tho leading man, took the
stand, and provod his claim of $37.00. He
has been on the stago twenty-on- e years, and
Mr. O'Connor said that ho is tho son of the
Into Edwin Forrest.

"I have nothing to say against this descend-
ant of one of tho world's greatest trage-
dians," said tho grandilo-
quently. " I havo found nim to be tho best
Shakespearian reader in the country."

" You have rooelvod a fine oompliment, if
not your money." smilingly remarked Judgo
Clanor, as tho witness stopped down.

Itiohard Grifiln, tho plaintiff, to whom wo
assigned the soveral claims of the other
actors, proved his oloims and the assign-
ment.

Jesslo Villars's claim was proven by
Stevens and then the tragodian placed his
wife, Louiso, on the stand.

Sho claimed that she had been mobbed by
the company at the Alman House, and was
forced to pay them &300. According to her
version of the case the actors owed her hus-
band week's salary eaoh overpaid.

The defendant then mode a speech in
which he asked Judge Clancey to pay no at-
tention to tho romarks concerning His Honor
assigned to him by the pross. lie bid never
mado them. He nad too great respeot for
tho court to ridicule it.

" And as for my company." he continued,
"they may impugn my ability as on actor,
but not my honor as a manager. "

Tho tragedian did not take the stand to
dony any of tho testimony for the plaintiff,
but walked out proclaiming his confidence
in the Court, whioh promptly entered up
judgment against him for $220 damages and
917.60 costs.

FIRE IK A SEAL ESTATE NEST.

Fonr Edison Dynamos Ift In Tares Peet of
Water ae Ono Ueenlt.

A special building call, at 0 o'clock this
morning, from GO Liberty street, brought out
