There
were 430 votes cnst, and 200 were neoessary
to a choice. Dr, Newman received 274; Dr,
Goodsell, 207, and Dr. Cranston, 216,

The result bad hardly been announced
when Dr. Baylis offered a resolution in the
interests of an honest vote. He suggestad
that when a conference wns ecalled the dele-
gates should rise and pass their votes to the
tellor, who should then declare the number
of votes ocast, of which an acourate tally
ghonld be kept.

The members of the Conference wonld not
hoar of such s thing, They were all honest
moen, they eaid, and they did not feel in-
clined to submit to any such Indifmt N
Amid the cries of ** Vota!
