At one oi tne ures more was quite a irogia
death of a fireman. The circumstances con-

nected with his death were somewhat similar
to those narrated by Chief Beeves about a
young fireman named Irving. By a singular
coincidence, this fireman's name was also Ir-

ving.
It was his "day off "and ho was to have

gone to a boll in the ovenlng. Before he
st rted for the ball he strolled around to

No. 12. He belonged to No. 4.
While he was there the alarm was sent in,
and, though it was his " day off," he got on
the truok and went to it.

A fireman loves .his duties as muoh if no
more than his salary, and thoy go about thorn
with a good deal of vim and liking. Bo Ir-

ving novor stopped to think that.he was free
and did not havo to go. If he had thought
of it, it would have mado no difference He
would have gono Just the sanio.

When wo got to the fire it proved to bo a
big cotton warehouse on Btato street. Cotton
is a torriblo thing for holding tho fire. When
it swells in the way I lmvo said from the
heat, tho force with which it presses against
the walls of a building is immonso, This
makes another source of danger to be added
to tho many which beset tho professional
duties of the fireman. It is likely to burst
the walls of the building in which it is
packed and throw them down to tho peril of
everybody near them.

MO. 4 HAD A LINK UP THZ X.ADDXB.

That is what happened ou this oocosion.
When Engine 13 got to the fire No. 4 had a
line up tho ladder. Irving joined his oom-pan- y,

and ho, with two or throe others were
on the ladder at tho time the walls were
foroed out.

Tho fire was blazing away, and every effort
was being made to get the flaming stuff extin-
guished whon tho walls gavo way. They
were flung but with torriblo force; and the
escaping bales of ootton foil into the streot,
bounding like balls and rolling about, cov-

ered with iro.
Tho men on the ladder against the wall

were, of course, flung down. The casualties
wero groat. Several of tho flromen were in-

jured. Two of thorn wero pinned against an
iron fence by some of the bales, whloh
jammed them in so tight they could not move
till assistance was brought them.

But poor Irving did not escape as lightly
as this. His body was found cut completely
in two at tho middle of the trunk, and the
head and arms were lying fully five feot
away from the thighs and legs. It was a
ghastly sight as terrible a one as I have
ever seen. Death must have been instan-toneou- s,

but horribly poinfuL An Iron shut-
ter had been hurled against him, with its
thin edge against his body, and ii had out
him in two as if It were knife. '

The fact that he had been on the point of
going to a ball that very evening and had
token in the fire before going made his death
more mournful. If he could have foreseen
what a frightful fate awaited him at that
burning cotton warehouse ho would probably
have taken advantage of his " day off " and
have gone to the ball Instead of going to the
fire.

But such a thing could not have been fore-
seen. Happily even the dangers which are
to be anticipated as a matter of course at
fires are not too deeply realized at the time.
A fireman goes coolly into places where
sheets of tin, or cornice moulding, or burn-
ing fragnienta and rafters are tumbling
down, lie has to act quickly, and if too
lively a sense of the dangers that besot him
were present to his nilud at all times it would
be too great a strain on bis nerves and cour-
age. He charges ahead and takes his
chances. The wonder 1b that accidents aud
disasters do not overtake them even more
frequently than they do.

FEAEFUL OP HATOIl'3 GHOST.

Seefield Won't Enter the Old Ilonee The
Onee DliinUaed by Grand Jury.

The Bcoflold-Ferris-Hato- case was boforo
the Grand Jury this morning, and a curious
crowd gathered at tho entrance to the Grand
Jury room awaiting the arrival of Mrs.
Lillian E. Bcofleld, whoso connection with
the mysterious death of Broker Nat Hutch
has been so full of sensational incidents.

Mrs. Scoflold. however, did not put in hor
appearanoe. She remained in hor room at
1420 Broadway to recover from the effects of
bar strange conduct on Sixth avenue at mid-
night, and to drive into oblivion a sceno at
tho Thirtieth streot station-hous- e of which
she felt heartily oshamod.

Sergt. Sheldon, who was on tho dosk at the
Btation.houss, lost night, tolls tho story of
Mrs. Scofield's latost escapade as follows :

" I was sitting at the desk at about 11.45
when Offloer Brady, a new man who has the
cost at Sixth avenue and Twentieth street,
came in with Mr. and Mrs. Bcofleld. He
said thoy had been wandering up and down
tho sidewalk in front of 04 West Twentieth
streot for more than an hour. Finally they
cot into a violent quarrel on the stoop, and
the woman, in a fit of passion, orossed the
street and said : ' I charge that man with
murder. Arrest him.' He, of course, brought
them to the station.

" Mrs. Bcofleld lingered behind her hus-
band near .the door, as if she regrettod her
condnot and wanted to steal away. Hor hair
was disordered and hor face was flushed.
ner lips bad a baked and cracked oppear-anc- o,

and. from this and other signs, I knew
she had been drinking.

" I asked her to explain her charge.
" She said sho had been reoommended by

her counsel. De Lancey Nicoll, to go back to
the house 4 West Twentieth street. He told
her she ought not to let nublio opinion drive
her from the house she had paid for, but to
live there and show she had nothing to fear." She decided to Uko Mr. NIcoll's advice,
and asked Mr. Bcofleld to go there with her.
They had dined and wined together at a
hotel uptown, and as she had the keys with
her she decided to go to the house that
night.n As he drew near the place Mr. Boofield
said he would go no further. ' I don't want
to meet the man's ghost,' he said, half jocu-
larly. Sho tried to force him to go in and it

INFLUENCE A GOOD THING.

SENATORS BEGIN TO INVESTIGATE CIVIL

SERVICE IN THE 0UBT0M-110U8E- .'

A Brooklyn AInn'a Experience na an Offlee-Hold- er

He Hnya Ho Passed an Examina-
tion and Was Then Advised to Get Let-

ters from Politicians and Join a Ward
Organization.

It was 10.30 o'clock when two of tho
Senators who have come from Washington to
investigato civil servico in tho Custom-Hous- o

rondo their nppearanco at the Post-Offi- ce

Building this morning.
They were Senator Blackburn, the fiery

orator from tho Blue Grass Btato, and Sen-

ator Spooner, of Wisconsin, representing the
Democratic and Republican sides of tho com-mltt-

respectively.
Senator Halo, of Maino, Chairman of the

was detained at the Fifth
Avenue Hotel by an attack of rhoumatism.

In the absence of Senator Halo, tho chair
was occupied'by Senator Spooner, who Is a
nervous-lookin- g little gentleman, dressed in
black and wearing a big black and white
striped necktie. He also wears glasses and a
small tlnrk mustacbo, and does not look moro
than thirty-fiv- e.

Benntor Blackburn, a big, massivo n,

with a heavy brown mustache, was
dressed in a blue flannel suit and wore Bpeo-taclo- s.

Tho investigation was begun with the read-
ing of tho Senato resolution under which tho
committee was authorized to investigate all
matters relating to the workings of the Civil-Servic- e

law, in any branch of the publio
service, with reference both to the distribu-
tion of offices as a reward for political
service or by political favor, and to the par-
ticipation of publio officials in the United
States service in political conventions.

The first witness was John Conway, of
Brooklyn, who said he was forty-flv- o years
old and had applied in 1886 for a civil-servic- o

examination for tho position of Assistant
Weigher.

Ho passed tho examination successfully, his
percentage being 84.6, but he was informed
by Deputy Collectors Davis and Mason,
that before ho could get appointed it would
bo a good thing to got letters from men of
prominence or influence in tho party.

It was also suggested to him that he ought
to belong to a ward organization if. ho ex-

ported to got a position. He was informed
that Mr. Murtha, of Brooklyn, had ohorgo
of the Brooklyn patronage and that ho was
the right man to apply to.

He mado application for membership In a
Brooklyn Demooratlo Ward organization,
but he didn't know whethor ho was even ad-
mitted. He hod a good deal of trouble
about It, becauso ho had once been arrested
for voting before he was of age, and this was
brought up against him.

He got lottars from soveral prominent poli-
ticians, which he gave to Mr. Davis, and on
Oct. 80, 1887, he obtained an appointment as
assistant woighor. He hold this position
until Jan. 24, 1888. whon he was dismissed
without cause.

Several attempts to get a statement of the
charges against him from tho Collector, he
said, had oeen unavailing, and he had never
been ablo to learn the causo of his discharge,
exoept that it had boon for some political
reason.

Conway said that ono man, who had failed
to pass tne examination, got n list of ques-
tions afterwards and his papers were fixed up
somehow and ho got in, at least he was told
so by Weigher Joseph Carroll. Another man
was drunk all the time and yet was not dis-
charged.

He reported a man named Byan onoe for
somo deficienoy, and he was removed. He
heard afterwards that Byan was an intimate
friend of Surveyor Beattie, and he thought
that might have had something to do with
his dismissal.

Senator Blackburn took tho witness in
hand, and Conway said he was a Democrat.

The next witness was Kenneth K. Blauvelt,
an of Customs. Ho understood
that ho was dismissed becauso they wanted
his place for an inspectress.

He told Senator Spooner about a conver-
sation he heard between two inspectors,
names unknown, one of whom said ho had
paid $100 to get through his examination.

In regard to the " Widow Maguinis's pig
raffle, which took place in a Whitehall street
saloon, in October, 1885, he said that he had
been invited to subscribe to the raffle by
Suporintondent'of Inspectors John M. Wyatt,
and that H was generally understood that it
was a contribution to tho political campaign
fund of that year. About $3,600 was raised.

When Senator Blaokbura took the witness
in hand the latter could give no details in
regard to any of the charges he had made.

Senator Spooner then called Mr. Davis, a
brother of Noah Cavls, who was
dismissed from the service last July, after
having served since 1863. Ho said that no
charges had ever been mado against him.

Mr Davis said that a large percentage of
the present force ot Custom-Iious- e inspect-
ors wero " such men as no business house
would employ glnmill fellows, in fact."

In 1868 there were more Democrats than
Republicans in the Custom-Hous- e. Among
them were three sons of rebel generals and
one deputy who was an appointee of Jeff
Ajnvia a.

' ' But did not all tbeso bad men who have
been employed since 188S come in through
the operation of the Civll.Borvice law!"
asked Mr. Blaokburn.

" I don't know."
" How elso could they get in?"
The witness Bald there were various ways,

and suggested urepanng two sets of papers
for applicants as one method. He did not
know anything about it of his personal
knowledge.

The witness said he bod often been .com-
pelled since 188S to do the .work of men who
were incapacitated by drunkenness. He
could not give the names of any such men,
but said one of them was a brotner.in-la- of
Senator Jacobs. In September last he con-
tributed 60 cents for what was ostensibly a
raffle for a pig, but whioh ho believed Xo be
' ' to buy swill for the pig," or, in other
words, to be a political contribution to the
Democrats.

Senator Blackburn asked if the witness had
ever paid any political assessments prior to
1885 and since the Civil-Servic- e law coma
into operation. This question was objected
to by Senator Spooner and was permitted to
remain in abeyonoe until other members of
the committee should be present.

It would be much better for all concerned if
the schools were closed on the last Friday in
June This would give all who spend the
summer in the country ample time to prepare
and leave the city before tne weather became
oppressively warm.

As it is, many pupils ore withdrawn from
the schools before July 1.

John O'ltrlen Will Ilava 10,000 Vetera 1st

Ills Inslda Pocket Next Vail.
Hurrah for the big pipes!
They are with us again.
There was a time when the. big pipes had

an influence at elections.
I remember tho big pipes of the days of

Tweed.
In tboso days Twoed and Sweeny kept

10.000 men at work laying big pipes.
Every man employed on the big pipes had

to vote the Tammany Hall ticket. Their
votes used to help the inspectors in the
count.

Tho big pipe men got $2 a day. and many
of them. cot more.

The Aldermen used to put their constit-
uents at work on tho big pipes, and ouch
Aldorman could got as many as COO tickets
for jobs on the big pipes..

The big pipes wero then in charge of the
Department of Pub io Works.

It was a bad day for Tammany Hall when
Mayor Wickbam reduced the wages of the
big pipe men from $2 to $1.60 a day.

Tho big pipes are nqw laid under the
ground by contractors who pay starvation
wages. Howover, we are going to havo miles
and miles of work in burying big pipes.

And perhaps tho big pipes may again have
an influence m politics.

Hurrah, I say, for the big pipesl
And who has tho contract for hiding the

big pipes ?
John O'Brien, of the Demo-

cratic State Committee, and ho has a daisy
contract with tho Aqueduct Commissioners.
Here ore some of the figures of the big pipe
contract:

The contract is for $1,030,000 worth of
work. Four lines of big pipes are to bo laid
from Ono Hundred and Thirty-fift- h street
and Convent avenuo to the Central Park
Reservoir, distance about tbrco miles. Each
pipe is to bo four feet in diametor and to be
of cast iron. s

Tbe job is to be completed within two
years, and fully 2, 000 men are to be forth-
with nmnlnved.

The Cfvll-Servic-
o law will not interfore with

the appointment of thoso big pipe men and
thoy will be allowed to attend primary eloo.
tions and conventions. Iu fact, John
O'Brien may see to It that they do so.and it
is understood that thoy may vote as he may
wish next November.'

And John O'Brien, who was recontly
bounced from tho Democratic State Com,
mltteo, has within a fow days obtained other
contracts.

Ho has tho contract to depress tho tracks
of tho Hudson River road from One Hun-
dred and Tenth street to the Harlem River,
where tho tracks are to enter a tunnel. The
contract is for $2,000,000, and 8,600 mon are
to be employed at'onco.

Then John O'Brien has secured tho con-
tract to build a branch of tho Long Island
road to Oyster Bay cost $500,000; number of
men to be employed, 1,000.

And ho is beginning a contract on the New
England road in Connecticut, whioh will
employ 2,000 men. Tho contract price is
$1,000,000.

John O'Brien has the contract for clean,
ing tho streets of Brooklyn at $500,000 a
year. More than six hundred men ore em-
ployed by him in this work.

He also has 1,000 men now employed in
finishing up his Aqueduct contracts.

John O'Brien will have on election day at
least 10,000 men in his employ, and very few
of them are Italians without votes. The
Italians who were in his employ at tho eleo.
tlon of 1885 were all naturalized, and all
voted. Since then 2,200 Italians who want
to work on big pipes and other contraots
have been naturalized. They have become
oitlzens to work and vote, ana not to learn
the English language.

A Republican statesman said the other
evening : " John O'Brien is angry. The
friends of President Cleveland displacedhim
from the State Committee. O'Brien has, or
will have, 10,000 men under hla employ dur-
ing the campaign. I wonder if they will all
vote for Cleveland. 'Pears to me that John
O'Brien has the eleotoral vote of this State in
his vest pocket, should the contest be a close
ono."

Anyhow the big pipes are coming to the
front again in politics. The leaders may lay
their political pipes, but John O'Brien and
his three miles of four rows of four feet big
pipes will employ, with other contracts,
10.000 voters.
