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KERE'S UNIQUE DEFENSE.

An Bffort to Shoulder the Tllame on Dead
Sbnrp and Foaliay.

Flat, stale and unprofitable havo boen tho
proceedings in tho trial of Thomas
B. Kerr, during tho first days,
for by dilligonco and persistence in
bis opposition to tho admission of all
tostimony, new and promising to shod light
on tho operations of tho men in the lead in
the Broadway surfaco and Broadway and
Soventh Avenue railway schemes of 1B84,
Bourko Cockron had snocoeded in elimina-
ting all the sensational element in the trial.

This morning Moorcs M. White, who was
director in the Broadway and Seventh Avo-nu- e

Company, was tho first witnoss. Ho
testified that bo paid to Kerr $60,000 in a
oheck for second mortgago bonds of tho
Broadway surface road, and at Kerr's re-
quest got the check caRhod.

Alfred Wagstaff testifiod that
ho attended tho meeting of tho Broad-
way directors which authorized the issu-anc- o

of tho half million dollars'
worth of second mortgago bonds and
the payment of a bonus of $160,000 In tho
guaranteed first mortgago bonds to thoso
who would buy them. Ho supposed their
object was to rniso raonoy to build a depot
and buy paraphernalia, as was the stated
obioct.

Mr. Cockron's was di-
rected to showing that the queer arrange-
ment with the Broadway and Bevinth Ave-
nue road by which tho lattor guaranteed tho
$1,600,000 first mortgage bonds of tho Broad-
way Surfaco road was only an ordinary busi-
ness affair.

Mr. Wagstaff eaid the Broadway road,
which ran from Fifteenth street to the Bowl,
ing Greon, was to havo the right to run flvo
cars on the Beventh avenue tracks in Broad-
way aboYo Fifteenth street, and the Broad-
way and 8oenth Avonuo road run its cars on
Broadway, below Fifteenth street. Tho lat-
tor road was to provide a stable, and guaran-teo- d

the bonds in consideration.
Tho Twenty-thir- d and Bloookor street

roads wore to use tho Broadway tracks to
Ann street. It was felt that a road in Broad-
way in competition with the Broadway and
Soventh avenue rood running through Uni-
versity place and Wooster street would ruin
tho lattor road. Tho Fourth, Third aad Sixth
avenue roads, by arranging with tho Broad,
way road to use its tracks, could work tho
ruin, and they woro said to be ready to tako
tho offer made to the Seventh avenue road.

Mr. Cockron succeeded in showing, to his
own satisfaction at least, that everything
dono by the two roads was done by the two
dead mon, tibarp and Foshay, Senator Wag.
staff wasmado tho vehicle by Mr. Cockran
for a complete oxposo of tho connootion of
tho Broadway Surfaco road and tho Broad-
way and Seventh avenue road, and tho cli-
max was cappod by Lhcso two questions and
answers :

Q. Who, In all thete transactions; acted for the
Broadway and Beventh Avenue road f A. James
W. I'oshay.

j. iVIio appeared for the Broaaway surface
road; A. Jacob Bliarp.

Col. Fellows declared this to be no n,

but Justice Patterson said it
was evidence, at least, and Col. Follows mado
a redirect examination, .

Mr. Wnpbt&tl did not know of any lands
bought with the proceeds of the salo of that
issue of $500,000 second mortgage bonds, and
no stables wero elected. Kerr was tho Sec-
retary and Treasurer of tho company, but
thotwitnoss did not know who negotiated
thcAe bonds

To Mr. Cockran, Mr. Wagstaff said that
his company shortly obtained possession of
the Broadway franchise under a loaso, and
thore was no neoessity for the stables. And
a report " mado by the President and Treas-
urer " was read by President Foshay, Mr.
Kerr taking no part.

But Mr. Kerr signed tho minutes as Sec-
retary.

John M. Bcribnor, of Bobinson, Boribnar
& Bright, the lawyers In whoso office the
Broadway railway men met with Billy Mo-
loney, was recalled to the stand. He re-
membered that Sharp, Foshay, IUchmond
and others wero daily at his office, but
couldn't recall having seen Kerr there more
than a few times.

Charles B. Alexander, of Alexander &
Green, the lawyers who fixed up the content
to the withdrawal of the Lyddy injunction,
was called to the stand, but Mr. Cockran an-
nounced that his argument on an objection
to the admission of his testimony would tako
time, and as it was close to the hour a rocess
was taken.

HE IS INCOMPETENT.

Tbo Inspector Hummened by Fire Commlo.
aloner Tarror He Will File a Formal
Answer Later, but Denies the Aceuaa
tlonsto an "Bvenlno; World" Iteporter
Itea.ons Given by the Complainant.

Charges of incompetency wero preferred
against Building Inspootor Alfred F.
D'Oenoh, this morning, by F. W. Hofole,
tho inventor of a o, and partner in
tho firm of Allen & Co., iron-wor- k dealers, of
East Forty-socon- d street.

Tho chargos, as submitted to President
Pnrroy, of tho Firo Department, state that
D'Oench. inasmuch as having on several oc-

casions granted permits for the oroctlon of
said now orders them to bo
taken down on tho grounds that thoy aro

as means of oscapo in caso of flro,
and that, by this act, ho has shown himself
to bo incouipotcnt for tho position of Supor-iutendo- nt

of Dnildlugs.
Tho complaint further alleges that in

of Mr. D'Oench having granted
permits for the oreotlon of their
Messrs. Allen & Co. wero induced to expend
consldorablo money in fitting out maohlnory
to facilitate tho manufacture, and, finally,
that tho only reason given by Mr. D'Oench
for refusing to allow them to erect any more
of their In this city was simply
that if he allowed this form ot escape ho
would soon soo nothing else but theso es-
capes all over trio city.

The immediate caiiso of filing theso charges
and complaints, was the refusal of D'Oonch
to grant a release on the oBcape erected on
Halo's piano factory, at Tenth avenuo and
Thirty.fifth street.

An Mr: Hofole stated to an Evknino Wontrj
reporter, " that in consideration of the fact
that Mr. D'Oonch had already granted per.
mite for several of theso escapes, no difficulty
was anticipated in oroctlng anothor on tho
piano faotory. 13y tho terms on contract tho
monoy for tho oscapo was to bo paid upon
Eroduction of a roloaso from tho lluildlng

The escape waB accordingly
erected, but upon apptylug for a release It
was ro fused for tho ronson already stated.

"Furthermore, when tho first manufao.
turod escape was put on a building on Forty-fir- st

street Mr. D'Oonch oxamlnod it In por-so-n,

expressed himself perfectly natisflod with
it, and said in tho presence of witnossos :
' Go ahead and put up all you want on facto-
ries, but rnako a modification for tonoment-house- s.

'
" This modification was made, which con

sistoa of a wider platform in front of tho
windows and subsequently six escapos wero
erected, with full pormlssion of the Inspec-
tor."

Upon reading. tho chargos, President Pnr-
roy summoned D'Oench boforo him and gavo
a brlof outline of tho charges. The Inspec-
tor said that he would submit his answer to
tho Board at the noxt mooting. To The
Evening Would roportor he said!

I sont inspootors to buildings on
which thoy wero erocted, and in each caso
they refused to work properly, A o

that don't work is practically useless, and
that's all I have to say."

As regards tho Inspector's roport of their
failing to work. Mr. Hofelo said that an In-
spector named Sohweitzor hod visited 32
Frankfort Btreet, whore ono of the escapes
wore erected, but made no effort to test its
working capacity, but that a boy employed
in the building, in a spirit of misohief, nod
struok tho confining catoh with a hammer,
which brought it to tho ground. Sohweitzor
then reported that the escape was usolcss, OS

it " had to bo struck with a hammer."
Tho fallacy of Mr. D'Oench's objections,

Mr, Hofele claims, is thus shown by his con-
demning tho escape on tho Frankfort streot
building, which was novor tested, and in re-
fusing to test the oscapo on the piano factory,
and refusing a release on tho same.

Ill Part of the Btery of the Castvm-tlons- e

Dismissal.
Tho of the United States

Senalo Oivil-Servi- investigators resumed
its work of taking tbo testimony of dis-
charged Currtom-Hous- o olorks and political
soreheads in the Fost-Offl- Building this
morning.

Senators Spooner and Dlaokburn wero tho
only Investigators present again y, as
Senator Halo ix still confined to his room at
tno Fifth Avenuo Hotol.

Sonator Dlaokburn found a handBomo bou-
quet of roses and spring flowers in a blue
glass vane by his sldo. A card nttnehod
showed tho donor to boDoputy United States
Marshal William Churchill.

Dr. Edward Sherer, who was appointed
chemist in charge of tho Appraiser's ofllco. in
May, 1B80. and who was removed April 1,
1688. was tho first witnoss.

After telling tho committeo what conrso of
study he had pursued, Dr. Sherer said his
principal duties of lato had been tho testing
of sugars by tho polarlscopo for duty.

Ho first heard of tho intention to romovo
him early in tbo year in consequenco of
charges of inaccuracy that had been mado
against him in testing sugar. Ho went to
Appraiser MoMullou, who told htm that his
caso was a vory bad one. that he had dono all
ho could for him. but it was to no jpqrposo,
Tho Secretary of the Treasury said ho must
so.

Ono of tho principal causes of his dismissal,
ho thinks, was tho chargo that was mada
against him by tho Hums Committoo, whloh
investigated tho alloged sugar ring. Ho

to testify, and It was mado to appear
that he was implicated in tho ring in this
city bv making the sugrr tosts too low, and
thus discriminating against Boston.

He thought that Ills name was on tho
" black list" of the Custom Houso, and there
was no way of escaping dismissal. One man
named Jacobs, in the Appraiser's ofllco, was
taken off the black list bocauso ho was a rela-
tive of a Democratic! te Senator. Ap-

I. Abbott, n sugar expert, who went to
Boston to tako Otiomist Uuary'B placo, that
official boing called to fill Dr. Shorcr'fl post,
tlon in New York, said ho found tho stand-
ards at Boston too high. The apparatus was
bad and tho methods primitive. Ho mado
soma experiments and lowered the standard,
whloh made Mr. Lcarv angry, and he was
summoned bock to New York.

" I was awakened at 1.46 this morning by
the sound of hammering," he said. " I wont
down to the sidewalk. There I found a man
with a musket and a clnb. He seemed to be
on guard. Tho man said nothing to me, and
I made no remark to him.

" I looked through the large plate-glo- ss

window into the Post-Offic- e. Two men woro
on their knees at work in front of the safe.
They had "drilled n big nolo in it. It was a
Marvin safe that had only been brought there
yesterday.

' ' I could see the men's faces, but I was
too much excited to know whether they wore
any beard or not, Thoy wero dressed like
dudos. While I was watching tho men In-

side tho man on guard outside continued to
march aronnd with his club and his musket.
Tho pooplo inside saw mo watching them. I
heard ono man say to the other :

" ' Jim. wo are watched. I thought you
told mo thero was only ono family living in
this place.'

" Oh, never mind him,' said the other ;
' let's get along with our work. '

" Thoy continuod with their work, pound
ing and hammering the safe. I telephoned
for tho police. The men become alarmed
and left the building, walking boldly throuah
the front door. They passed by me, but did
not speak to me. I did not speak to them,
either. The two men joined the third, who
hod been on the outside, and the three ran up
the turnpike towards tho Sliver Lake woods,
dropping their tools as thev ran. Suddenly
one man sold t ' Jim, you loft your coat be.
hind you; go back and cot it.' Jim went
back and got his coat. Then they all es-
caped. "

The Post-Offlo- o building is on the corner
of Turnplko road and First avenue,
Tompkinsville. Tbo salo this morning had
a holu in the front door about six inches
square that had been out through by tho
burglars. A powder can stood on the floor
with somo cold chisels and a complete outfit
of burglar's tools.
