charge boforo ho gives any consideration to
personal safety or reflects upon his own
poril. Ho is trained to this feeling in tho
army, and any right-minde- d man fools it by
forco of naturo whon tho responsibility of
others' safety dovolvos on him.

How could tho column bo halted ? Thoy
could not see; they could not hoar, and thoy
were only a fow yards distant from tho track
and trotting btraight for it. What I did was
purely instinetive. I did not have timo
enough to deliberate I only did what
seomod tho ono thing to bo done. It was not
prosence of mind, nor was it norvo, but the
one spontaneous movement suggostod and
Jnmanila1 liif 4 tin niliinltnn

When n certain length of time is nllowcd,
ono may.'oven in danger have somo cool,
though very rapid, reflections. Onco, in tho
riding academy at West Point, as I was lean-
ing over, resting somowhat on ono foot in
the stirrup and going around tho ring at n
livoly pace, my horso slippodand camo down
quickly enough to unseat mo. Ho recovorod
himsolf bo quickly that I had not timo to
disentangle my foot from tho stirrup, and ho
coutlnuod running. y I was dragged around
tho ring, my foot fast in tho stirrup. With
ray sabre I wardod off his legs so as not to be
kioked and trampled on. I had timo enough
to reflect that if I did not got free boiore ho
reached tho hurdlo, half way round tho ring,
I would probably got my skull cracked.
I noticed tho women sitting in tho gallories
put their handkerchiofs tojthoir cyos to shut
out tho sight. Happily some ono Btoppod my
horso nnd 1 escaped any serious injury.

In that instance, as was provon by tho
fact, thero was opportunity for thought and
deliberation. Nothing was involved in any
caso but my own neck. But hore was a bat-
tery of Rixty men charging down on a rush,
ing railroad train, and I the only ono to con-
voy to them any Inkling of tho danger, and
uuablo to do so by signs or words.

As I havo said, I did tho only thing which
Boomed possible under the circumstances,
and did it automatically, moved by tho in.
btinct to arrest the column at any cost. I
pulled my horso roundly up. Ho pivoted
about on his hind legs, and I drovo the spurs
into him with a vigor that made him clear
the track witli a savage leap.

It seemed as if the " cow-catch- er " would
catch his hcols, tho train was so very close,
thundering along in a way that mado tho
ground shake.

But tho horse got across all right. Ho
hurled himself against tho two artillory.
men who wero in front and who were
almost on tho traok. The collision tumbled
the three horses down the sido of the road
into tho ditoh. The three of u? wero pitched
off. The two horses immediately behind
those in front wero brought up roundly and
sent staggering and rearing wildly off tho
road. They wero not flung down, however,
but stood, trembling, on the odgo of the
ditch. It was a good thing for the throe of
us, who were lying with our horses at the bot-
tom, that these animals and their riders did
not come tumbling down upon us. We
would not have gotten off as lightly as we
did.

All along the line the horses were brought
up more or less abruptly by the sudden
blook to the front of the battery. A good many
of the men were dismounted, but no&e of

them hurt. ' Tho threo of us who wero splllod
in the ditch fortunately oscapod without re-

ceiving any injury. Wo were bruised nnd
cut and pretty badly shaken up, but that
seomod trifling, when one considered tho
casualty that might have onsued if tho bat-
tery had rnshod in upon tho track only to bo
torn by tho train that would havo inovitably
thundered into tholr midst.
