W. Armistoad,
Tennessee : Miss Frances Willord, Illinois ;

Grace, Arkansas.

Aftor protracted argumonts tho committee
voted to indorso lemalo suffrage. Sam
Small, Secretary of the committeo, says that
tho platform will be the statement in fact,
instead of the argument In favor of an issue.

It is probable that the declaration will be
in favor of woman's right to suffrage, with
an educational qualification, and the relega-
tion of legislation on the subject to tho sev-
eral States.

It is reported, apparently on good author-
ity, that Green Clay Smith, of Kentucky, wiU
withdraw his name.

Dr. Bool, of New York, says tho New York
delegation is for Flsk and Smith, and that In'
caso of Smith's withdrawal Tanner, of Ala-

bama ; Lcavering, of Marylana, or some
other Southorn man.

George W. Baine. of Kentuoky is bdlieyod
to be out of the race. The platform commit-
tee Is still wrestling with the resolutions.

The convention will not conclude until to-

morrow or Saturday. Tho number of votes
in tho convention is 1,016 ; attendance, 6,000.

The promise of a whole day's flow of ora-

Fellows was accused of contaminating tho
skirts of Justico by protecting and having
dealings with such a wrotoh.

The esse for the proseoutlon, Mr. Oockran
said, was a lamentable failure. Thoy had
come forward with a few disconnected scraps
of ovidenco of a conspiracy, but their cupo
had fizzled out without producing ono
sointilla of proof that Thomas B. Kerr had
any part in that conspiracy.

On tho words of Jaehno, on the testimony
of Perjurer Fullgraff, on the wild conjec-
tures of Ignorant men, they were asked to re-
ject tho evidenco of Kerr's honorary caroor
of fifty years and doom him to a felon's cell," I do not ask for clemency," ho said. " t
ask only for so much justico and fair play as
you would use beforo strangling n dog."

In contravention of tho argument that
Kerr's refusal to receive certified chocks in
payment for the $500,000 of Broadway bonds
was suspicious. Mr. Cochran urged tho
panicky state of the money market in July,
1884. Even Government bonds had sunk 7
per cont. below par, and Korr, deeming even
the best banks unsafo, took the half million
in $1,000 gold certificates, and put thc.monoy
in tho safe deposit vaults.

TIIE DEFDtfGT POUCH RELIEF FDND.

Tlio Hupreme Court Decldoa thnt the mem-
bers ftlu.t (Jet Illicit Their eufaerrlptlona.
Judgo Ingrohom has jus,t ronderod a de-

cision in regard to tho $12,000 belonging to
the Police liolicf Fund, which was lonned
by monthly contributions by members of
tho uniformed police, and which was pro-
nounced illegal two years ago.

Muoh confusion arose as to how this fund
should be disbursed, the subscriber claiming
that the exact amount paid should bo re-
turned to each, while a fow members having
claims for relief put in demands for lump
sums varying from $500 to $1,200.

The Supreme Court decision is that tho
existence of the fund having been terminated
by act of law, the benofioiaries havo no claim
for the amounts which would have accrued
to them hod it continued as proposed. Tlio
Judge directs that eaoh member shall recelvo
back the amount of his original contribution.
