THE TARIFF ON AET.

No Diminution In tho l'opulnr Demand ihnt
It Hlmll He Ilernivrd.

Tho emancipation of works of art from tho
bonds of an Inexcusable tariff, as advocated
by The Wonr.n and The Evenino Would.
continues to bo a topla of deep interest, not
confined by any means to tho students nnd
critics.

Tho very spirit in which tho present tax
was put upon imported pictures and other
works ot art is unworthy of so great a nation
as tho Unitod States and furnishes its own
argument in favor of the romoval of tho duty.

Pictures nro luxuries, and thoso who can
afford them should be taxed."

That was tho text upon which was founded
the clamor for tho Increase of the old duty,
10 por cent., to tho present extortion, 80 por
cent.

NOB OALLtD ON TIIE PRESIDENT.

It la Itecullcd Ihnt Dtr. Ilrnltt line n Clrler-nnc- o

of Ionir HlnmllnR Asnlnat Sir,
CloTclnnd Hut Citizen. Irrespective of
Parties, Criticise Sir. Hewitt for Ignoring
tha Nation's Henri met tho City's Guest.

Why didn't Mayor Hewitt call upon the Presi-
dent; Why did he not review the Memorial Day
parade? These were questions whloh men asked
each other yesterday, and, like the story of the
three black crows, they radiated from the neigh-
borhood of Madison Square, receiving new embel-
lishment with each tcjetltlon. Politicians were
especially eager to discuss the Incident and canvass
Its possible relation to fntnre events.

It waa even charged that the Mayor bad been j
1guilty ot a grave dlacourtcsy to the Prealdent, and

through blm to all tbe people of tbe United States, I

and that tho citizens of Mew York had especial
cause to complain of his action In Ignoring an
offlclal visit of the Chief Exccntlve of Iho nation
to the metropolis, whoso guest be was. It waa
further pointed out that Memorial Day parade
Is one which strongly uppesls to the
sentiments ot all patriotic citizens and la
participated In by a great organization
jnltb an honorable history, which has jnst
claims to offlclal recognition and courtesy, and tho
conspicuous absence of the city's hesd upon such
an occasion constitutes a more serious bresch of
offlclal etiquette than any of which the Mayor has
yet been guilty.

One thing was certain thatthe President had bcon
Ignored by the Mayor of Mew York while a aaest
of the city. He was here In his offlclal capacity,
Invited as the head of tbo nation to review the
Memorial Day parade In the metropolis of America.
The President was moreover attended by members
of his cabinet, by tho Becrotary of the Treasury
and tho Secretary of the Navy of the United States,
constituting a distinguished party, whose coming
had been unnounced and proclaimed long befare-ban- d,

and of which the Mayor ot New York was well
aware. Otnclal etiquette and publlo dignity alike
demand that upon such an occasion the guests be
met and their visit acknowledged by the city's
otnclal head, who If unaDle to perform this nubilo
function, must pay hla respects by proxy In the
person of tome municipal oillclal, for thcae civil
ceremonies arc as much the duty ot a public offlcer
as the a filling of his signature to necessary leclala-tlo- n.

The cltlsena of New York have therefore a
grievance against the offlclal who brings such re-
proach upon them. Such were tho opinions ex-
pressed yesterday.

It was generally believed that Mr. Hewitt delib-
erately avoided the PrestdenUal party from per-
sonal motives, casting lightly aside the question of
his duty. It Is well known that be and Mr. Cleve-
land do not speak as they pass by, and Mr. Hewitt
makes It a boaat that since the day when Mr.
Cleveland was inaugurated President he has neither
spoken to him nor set his foot Inside the Wnlte
House, although for much ot that time Mr. Hewitt
was a menuier ot Congress from this city. Upon
soveral occasions he 1ms not hes.tated to criticise
Mr. Cleveland In his personal and offlclal capacity.
Tbe reason lor tlila breach between Mr. Hewitt and
Mr. Cleveland la not generally known. It dates from
a few days before the Inauguration, r.iien tho
"slate" of the Cabinet MlnUiera was definitely
made up. Mr. Hewitt had been anxlona to be one
these, it Is said by those In position to get at the
facts, and It Is generally believed that be wanted to
be Secretary of the Treasury, That portfolio was
one of tbe first to be Oiled by the selection of Mr.
Manning, and, according to the best authorities,
Mr. Hewitt then wanted another Cabinet omce, but
was given 10 nnaersiana mai new xoric coma
hardly claim another one of tho seven offlces with
one of ber citizens In the Presidential chair and
another in the Treasury. The Prealdent, however,
mutt have changed hla mind, for almoat at the
lait moment he selected Mr. Whitney for tho Navy,
and then Mr. Hewitt's temper got tbe belter of
him. He had his nngmlable moments then as
now, and the anal scene between him and Mr.
Cleveland Is said to have been a moat heated one,
at least so far as Mr. Hewitt waa concerned.

Since then Mr. Hewitt has carefully avoided Mr.
Cleveland, aud even tbe (subject of tna administra-
tion has been one upon which ho has at times been
unable to speak with calmness and Impartiality,
although as a Democrat he haa given tbe adminis-
tration a nominal support. But no matter whether
their peraonat relations were strained or not. It Is
held that Mr. Hewitt bad no right as the Mayor of
New York, and as a Democrat under obligations 10
his party, to act us he did yesterday towards the
President. Wero ho physically Incapable ot call-lu- g

upon Mr. Clevilanu, or llablo t Injure bis
lioalta thereby, Bay the politicians, a formal note
of welcome or a message through a subordinate
offlclal would havo been all that publlo etiquette
demanded.

Aa regards the Mayor's failure to attend the
parade tbe fact are these. The following letter
