reached. But a scries of disasters, a run of
continued bad luck, is happily a rare excep-
tion in tho career of a man who brings indus-
try, common sonso and pcrsoveranoo to tho
work ot making his fortune.

Mr. Barr's career, liko that of hundreds of
others in this city furnishes a good verifica-
tion of all theso assertions. He was born in
Spencer, Mass., in tho year 1833. lie is tho
outcomo of throo or four generations of
American Yankees with a strain of Scotch
blood in them, His father was a corpontar
and, later on, a farmer.

Tho
schoolmaster is moro abroad now than ho
was then. But expenenco would soom to
show that a boy with good common bcubo,
which is an essential factor for success in any
business walk, can learn in tho great school
of human lifo, whore he gathors knowlodgo
from friction with other mon, moro practical
and advantageous lessons than may bo mas-
tered undor tho oyo and direction of a peda-Kocu- o.

Tho children of Sponoer used to find em-

ployment for their hands in doing work on
shoes. Thoro is a large shoo factory in the
village, and Prouty, the proprietor of this
plant, could supply tho jmeuilo olemont of
the town with something for them to work
at Thoy used to tako work to their homes,
and do it there. Thus in tho months of the
year when school didn't koop, tho youthful
scholars found something to keep thorn out
of misohlof and could add their small con.
tribution to the family exchequer.

Mr. Barr remained In Spencer till his eigh-

teenth year. Then ho Btruck out for a widor
field, and with the courage of an adventur-
ous, pluoky young man oomo to the whirl
and commercial rush of Now York to make
further efforts for his fortunes.

Prom 18S3 to 1868 ho did Journeyman's
work in places ranging from Svraouso to
Bavannoh. It was not a caso of tho " rolling
stone gathers no moss." A great deal de-

pends on the way the stone rolls.
In 1858 Mr. Barr returned to Now York and

got a position with B. II. Stallo A Co., paint-
ers, at tho cbrner of Elm and Grand streets.
Ho worked for thom uninterruptedly for
seven yoars. In tho year 1866 Mr. Barr mar-
ried. Matrimony is a good deal of a lottery,
and it may bo a drawbaok or a help to the
yrwng buslnoss man. A wife who Is coun
ageouB, sympathetic, a good, earnest advisor,
a careful managor and a true, affectionate
helpmeet is a blessing and an encouragemont
to any young business man. It was a part of
Mr. Barr's good fortuno to havo won a wifo
of this kind.

At the ond of seven years Mr. Barr set up
in business for himself as a painter. This
was in 18C6. Ho took a shop in Trinity place
in the spring of that year, and he has ocou-pie- d

it ever since. Trinity place was of
known as Now Church street, but the

new name was not retalnod long, and it is
now known by the old one as Trinity place.

There are certain fcaturos in Mr. Barr's
business career which are notoworthy. Every
conthohas ever possessed he has earned him.
self. Ho started in with nothing but youth's
bright endowment of hope. Or, rather, he
did havo something with this, no had the
sound business qualities whloh mate such
hopo a reasonable basis, and not the soothing
but illusive dream of one who expects his
good fortune to come entirely from the turn
of fortune's wheel. Mr. Barr never borrowed
a dollar in his lifo and nevor gave a man hit
note. This is on exceptional thing iu the
career of a business man who has made a
oomfortable fortune.

When Dunoon, Sherman & Co. went under
Mr. Barr was a sufferer by the failure to the
tuneof 81,700. This was something of a blow,
but he tided over the loss without having to
call on any ono for assistance. There was a
debt owed him of $800. He got this paid
when ho exposed his loss to his debtor, and
with this aid he was enabled to pull through
safe and sound.

Mr, Barr's fortune oon bo written In five
very comfortable figures. He has made it inhis profession as a pointer by unflagging in.
dustry, and has made, it too, unaided by
friends, or by any pecuniary assistance out-sid- e

of tho good money which be earned by
bis buslnoss. His health has been generally
good, and he docs not look his years.

TUB TARIFF 0M ART.

Na nitnlnmlon la the Popnlnr Demand that
It Nlia.ll lie Itetnoved.

Tho emancipation of works of art from tho
bonds of au inoxcusablo tariff, as advocated
by Tnr, WonLn and The Evenino World,
continue? to bo a topio of deep intorcst, not
confined by any means to the students ond
critics.

Tho very spirit in which tho present tax
was put upon imported pictures and other
works of art is unworthy of so great a untion
as tho United States and furnishes its own
argument in favor of tho removal of the duty." Pictures are luxuries, ond those who can
afford thorn should bo taxed."

That was the text upon which was foundod
the clamor for tho increase of the old duty,
10 per cent., to the present extortion, 80 per
cont. Of courso it hob reinforced by a spe-
cious cry that bread was being taken from tho
mouths of American artists a cry which
found listeners, even though it must have
been as apparent then as now that, instead
of nourishing Amoriran art, such a tariff

almost prohibitory of tho vory ma-
terial upon which that art can best and moBt
naturally be nourished.

Murray was engngod in making his
final preparations and giving bis last orders
lor the parade, assisted by tho inspectors,

At all tho polloe stations, too, thoro was
the same oxpectancy, and tho only thing
lacking to complete satisfaction all around
vns courUlenco iu tho weather clork. Tho
lowering clouds and occasional sprinklings
during the morning had a damponing effect
upon tho ardor of tho men, who had a de-
cided objoction to having their now uniforms
wet so early in the season. But as tbo parade
was bound to take place, rain or Bliiue, they
bad to make tbo best of it and store up a lot
of words ogainbt tho weather man in cose ho
should disappoint them.

Long before noon platoons of polico from
the various precincts began to collect at tho
Battery and form in their roBpoctive bat.

Following the Superintendent and bis staff
and directly in front of tho First Battalion
came fire platoons of the mounted squad, un.
der the command of Sergt Bevell, each
platoon consisting of twelve horsemen. Tho
commanders of eaoh of tho battalions was
mounted.

In order to keep the line of march clear a
squad of mounted police extending clear
across the street acted as an advance guard
and were followed by Cappa's Soventh Itegi.
ment band.

Tho line of maroh, which was taken up at
1 o'clock, was up Broadway to Union Square,
to Fourth avenue, to Twenty-sixt- h street, to
Madison avenue, to Forty-sixt- h street and
down Fifth avenue to Madison Hanaro, past
the reviewing stand at the Worth Monument.

When the order to march was given by
Supt. Murray tho slow drizzle of tho past
hour seemed to have settled into a steady
rain, which mado Broadway muddy and Blip.

Despite the unpleasantness, however, they
started off bravely, and there were crowds
to watch them as they passed up the street.
At the Consolidated Exchango a lot of frisky

brokers occupied tho front stops of?oung building and cheeredeach division
as it came up.

The inspection and drill will tako placo in
Fifth avenue, between Thirtieth and Forty,
first Btreets, where tho column will be halted.
Tbo Commissioners, Superintendent and In.
spectors will ride up and down in tho front
and rear of tho lino, receiving the customary
salute as they pass, after which the line will
continue its maroh to the reviewing stand.
Here tho men who havo received honorablo
mention will bo called out ot tho ranks end
will-for- in front of the stand.

An address will bo delivered by President
Fronch, of the Board, who will then present
to each of tho men ono of tho now medals of
tho department for bravery and efficient
work.

Ho will commence with Sunt. Murray, who
will receive the first medal, in recognition of
bis bravery and detootivo skill in arresting
and sending to prison the famous Astoria
band of masked burglars.

Chief Inspector Byrnes comos next, and
tho medal which he will pin to his coat is for
the service he rendered in bringing to justico
tbo Manhattan Savings Institution safo bur'
glare, known as tho Jimmy Hope gang. In
addition the Chief Inspector will wear four
other medals given to him at different times.

Inspector Steers will also' be remembered,
and the reward which he will receive is in
recognition of bis bravery In rescuing people
from drowning when ho was a patrolman and
sergeant.

Medias will then be distributed among the
csphtins, sergeants, roundsmen and patrol-
men.
