Had tho good Bishop beon privileged to
witness Buch joy and brlghtnoss ns flowers
added to tho life ot tho sick and Buffering in
tho honpitals of thla city yestnrday, it is
doubtful if that lino would hnvo been writ-
ten.

Fivo thousand potted plants, most of thorn
in tho full lovelinoBs of thoir bloom, had
boen furniBhod in excoss of thoso ncodod to
decorato tho graves of tho natiouhoroos on
Woduosday. Theso woro enrod for by The
Eveninq World and distributed among tho
city hospitals.

How they wore disposod of, with what
ploasuro they and tho great
good thoy did is host told by tho hoBuital au-

thorities.
The SiBter of Charity who roceivod an

Evenino Wonu reporter at St. Vincent's
Hospital, in West Eiovonth stroot, said i

" It was a most happy thought, this dona-
tion of floweis to tho hospital. Thoy always
make a sick-roo- m cheerful and bright ami
havo a decidedly bonoflcial o fleet on tho
patient,

" ThoBO which wo received yesterday,
through the kindly thoughtfulness of The
Evening World, havo been disposod of in
two ways. Tho flowering plants wcro dis-

tributed throughout tho words, while tho
others wore placed in tho court-yar- d, whoro
our convalescent patients spout a most

afternoon in transplanting them into
beds."

Supt Ludlam, of tho Now York Hospital,
was very enthusiastla in his praise of The
Kvenino Would for its work in securing bo
liberal and gonorous n donation.

" It is bo seldom that wo got plants and
flowers in pots," bo remarked. " Tho cut
flowors which are usually donated are very
beautiful, but they soon fade, while those
will remain to chcor tho Bick for a long
tlmo."

" This idea of flower contributions to the
hospital is capablo of indotinito expauslon,"
bo continuod. " Thoro aro thousands of
peoplo living in tho neighborhood of tho city
whoso grounds aro glutted with bloom.

room.

Miss Annesley
Kenealy, tho house secretary at the Nursery
and Child's Hospital, told of the receipt of
The Eveninu Would donation.

" What snail I say ubuut thorn ?" sho
" There has been no previous do-

nation with which to compare them. Such
beautiful gifts to tbo hospitals aro too infre-
quent. Tho Flowor Mission keens us well sup-
plied with out flowers.bntthey'don'tlast long
unci it is dangerous to hnvo the water in which
it is necessary to preserve them kept to long
in a sick room. Then there is something
much more pleasurublo in watching the
growth of n plant than in seeing n cut flower
wither and die at loast to a mind made mor.
bid by illness."

Tho visit to Miss Kenealy was productive
of a very good euggeBtion that the hospital
should have more than one Memorial Dav
during tho vear. Ono day may be enough
for tho dead, but for the living, who would
havo life of Buffering bricbttued, more
ahould be provided.

Warden Avery exprissod his thankfulness
for tho donation nnd said that those which
arn not distributed through tho wards will
go to boautify the plot of green in front of
tbo hospital.

Wnrdcu O'ltonrko, of Bollovuo, Bald.i' ' Tell The Eveninu Would that though wo
wero among tho last to help ourselves to the
flowers winch it had gathered for tho hos-
pital, wo didn't get left."

Bolievuo's ouota of tho plants will assist in
beautifying tho spacious erounds at that in-
stitution.
