MEN WHO HAVE RISEN.

HIRAM P. IKVKY.
In the field of business and mercantile

the mau who introduces a now
industry or who signally ilovolops ono already
known is entitled to much consideration.
Though ho mny bo tbo pritno gainer himself
and it is ouly just that bo should

of brend-winno- aro given work
and Bccuro tho various blessings which flow

from it.
Especially is such a business man worthy

of coininondntlon when American products
ere supplied ns tmbstitutoH for forelgu ouoh.
When this is done by an American it would
scorn as if tbo typical buslnoBS man of tho
United States was found.

Hiram P. Dewey Is au American who
imikes Amoricnn wlnos, brandloB and cham-
pagnes. Tboy aro not American wines
merely becauno they am mado in America,
but bocauso thoy aro uiudo from gropes that
grow on Amoricnn soil. Mr. Dowoy was born
in I'oultnoy, Ballard County, Vt., in tbo
year 1810, but in his infancy his family
moved to Middloboro. Thoy lived there only
four yoars, when thoy romovod ugalu to
Chclsen, in tbo samo State. Tboy lived tboro
Boou yenrs, und Mr. Dowoy got his carlior
education in that town. Ho began going to
bebool when bo wsb bIx yenrs old.

From CholBca ho wont to Dotroit, Mich. At
that timo it was a Muall placo of only fivo or
six thousand inhabitants. After four years
in Dotroit ho mado anothor romovo uud wont
to Sandusky, O., wboro ho romoinod till ho
was ninetocn yoars old.

Young Dowcy had loft school at fouttcon
and learned watchmaking from his fathor,
who was ongngod in that trado. His Bcbool-in- g

was ovor.and ovorything ho knows outsido
thoso fow years of training ho has pickod up
by hlmsolf.

Mr. Dowoy's noxt move was to Fort Wayne,
Ind, whore ho set up by hlmsolf in watch-
making, which ho practised for eight
yoars and thon returned to Sandusky. All
that ho has ever had ho has earned himsolf.
Iio ovon manufactured some of tho tools and
Instruments which ho needed for his work.
Tho two next years ho devoted to making
church clocks, and thon went to Tiffin, O. ,

whero ho remained till his father's death, in
1819, on the 2!th day of July.

It was tho " cholera year," and hundreds
and thousands wero being swept away by tho
rolcntloss tcourgo. Thero wore flfty.throe
deaths from It in Now York City on the very
day in which his father died of it.

Mr. Dowey returned to Sandusky after bis
father's death, and remained thero until 18G5,

whon ho carno to Now York City, whero ho
has remalnod in business. over hIuco. Ho
continuod in tho jewelry businoBs and tho
manufacture of wntches. But tho closo con-

finement was beginning to tell on his health,
and this circumstance led to a venture whloh
rcsultod in tho greatest Buccess.

For a long timo Mr. Dowey had been study-
ing fruit culturo, especially that of tho
grape. Ho lind arrived at tho conclusion
that tho soil of Ohio wob very well suited to
tho growth of the vino. Tho necessity of
abandoning bis occupation as watebmakor,
since hts health had become impaired and
ho had to mako an effort to recover it, led
him to think seriously of making an attempt
at grapo-growlu- g in Ohio, This took such a
hold of him that ho purchased, in 1857, a
farm ono niilo from SauduBky, and in tho
fall he planted a viuoyard.

Tho venture provod an unrpialiflod suc-cos-

In 18C0 hlu vines wero bearing well,
and the pooplo of Sandusky and neighboring
places camo to gapo with wonder over a real
viuoyard. Tbo greatest intorest was arousod
aud gradually hundreds of othors began to
put out vineyards. Tho result was that
farms which could onco wait for a purchaser
at $75 an aero wont up with a rush and sold
for $100 an aore.

For two years Mr. Dowoy Bold his grapes
tor table uses. But tho transition from Boi-

ling tho crapes to oxpreBsing thoir juice and
Belling that was a most natural ono. In
1BC2 ho mado 4,000 gallons of wino. Tho
next year he mudo 10,000 gallons. Tho
business of wine-makin- g increased each year
until it had as&umod proportions which

all of Mr. Dewey's attention. But ho
had rocovorod his health fully in this new
occupation, and was ready to givo a groat
deal of work to it.

In 1801 a Now York firm bud orderod sev-

eral thousand gallons of wine, to bo deliv-
ered on tho 1st of April. Ho shipped the
wine and an assortment of tho other wines
which ho produced. Ho enmo on to Now
York himself uu tho 31st of March, und found
that tho firm which had given tho order was
in tho bands of a Sheriff.- Happily the goods
had not been delivered.

When Mr. Dowoy tried to disposo of them
ho fottud that all tho deulers to whom ho ap-pli-

looked on native wines, American "
wines, with tho greatest scepticism. They
wanted ouly foreign brands, with uteo labels
in languages which tliey could not rend.
America was no placo for wines I No; they
didn't want bis wines. So ho had cither to
take his wines back to Ohio or olso opeu n
Iioubu of bis own in New York and take tho
chances of popularizing tho native wines.
Ho promptly decided to do the latter. It was
u great light. All tho foreign wino. dealing
concerns wero against tho young Amoricnn
industry, aud popular prejudico regardod
domestio wines ns not worthy of tho name.

But ho succeeded in the tlgnt. Ho at last
got hU wines into tho market, and over sinoo
ho has dono a largo and profitable business in
this lino. Ho carries Ohio, California and
North Carolina wines, and also uativo bran-
dies aud champagnes. Nearly all of them, as
thoy aro absolutely puro, havo a valuo ns
medicinal rcmodios, and invalids or porsous
in delicato health aro groatly strengthened
uy luuiu.

Mr. Dowoy is a tompernnco man; that is,
he beliovos in teinporuuco, but it is temper-
ance of tho right kiuil, Tho wines ho sells
do not produce an nppctito for strong drinks.
They simply build up and sustain tho nat-

ural forces. Mr. Dowoy muy well bo an or.
dent luUocato of this truth. Ho has expe-
rienced it in his own porsor.. His health
was so poor that ho did not expect to reach
moro than middle age. As it is, ho is an
elderly gentloaiau ot sevcnty.two and will
probably boo his ninetieth year.

Mr. Dowey married a Delaware lady in
1838. Two of his sons aro in business with
him. One of thorn was born on tho day his
father purchased tho Sandusky vineyard.
Twcnty.threo grandchildren, of whom fifteen
aro living, givo Mr. Dowoy a d

claim to tbo title of grandfather.
Such has been Mr. Dewey 'a business career,

and it U typically American ono. One of
those chances which so often constitute the
turning point In lives led him, by reason of
his impaired health, to try the experiment of
raising vines in Ohio. The principal object
was to restore health. That was abundantly
secured, and with it a largo, valuablo bust,
lioss and an American Industry which gives
employment to thousands. It is a strictly
American caroer.
