A passeugor on board the Joppa taw Mr.
Garrett fall from tho yacht, and after a dili-
gent search he was given tip as lost.

Gen. P. H. Andrews, O. A. Von Linger,
two other passongors, Capt. Torey and the
crow of the Gleam wore rescued by & boat
front the Joppa. ,

The boat cruised about for three hours
trying to recover the body of Mr. Garrett,
but nil to no purpose

Finally the steamer Buo came along and
tbo rescued members of the party were trans,
ferred to thut boat, and the Joppa proceeded
on her course. The Sue brought the posseu.
gem to tho Light street wharf.

Tho steward of tho Gleam said that
the last time he saw Mr. Garrott he was
standing on the afterdock of the Gleam near
wnoro the Joppa airuok hor. He grabbed
tho chains of tho Joppa, which were hkng.
ing down, and called tbo rest of
his party to follow him ns ho
tried to climb up the sides of the steamer,
but the chains and a boat gave way and Mr.
Garrett fell overboard with them. The Joppa
baoked off just as Mr. Garrott tried to climb
Up its sido,

Tho crew of the Gleam wore landed from
tho Huo at Locust Point. They at once se-

cured a tut; and put back to the scone of the
collision to make uuothor search tor Mr. Gar-
rett's body,

Capt. Peter Geoghan, Whd talked With his
brother, William Geoghan, captain of the
Sue, shortly after ho arrived hero, says there
is no doubt of tho drowning of Mr, Garrett.
He says his brother told him the Joppa laid
to for threo hours after she struck the Yacht,
and tho captain nnd crew made every effort
to recover the body of ilr. Garrett.

Capt. Geoghan reiterated the story that
Mr. Garrott fell overboard from tho bow of
tho yacht, and tho lattor could havo
boon saved had he remained on his boat.

Mr. Garrett was manager of tho firm of
John W. Garrett k Sons, No. II South Btroet,
which was formed by John W.Garrett, grand-
father of the drowned man. Ue leaves a
widow and two sons. Mr. Garrett was a
momber of the Maryland Club, and ono of
tho diroctors of the Baltimore and Ohio road.
