was a schoolmaster, who must have found
tenching the young idea how to shoot a very

The doy niter oach new comer landed tn
New York he had started in business g
n florist, It was in 8 very modest way, The
brother who wna the florist gave each
a basket stocked with bouquets and
sent them down to Castle Garden to peddle
them,

**Bay to every ons,” he snid to them in
German, thess two words in English, *' Two
shillings,"

Castle Garden and the Battery In thomss
days wore not what they are now. Castls
Garden, mstead of dark Italinns, with bright
colored dresses and heavy gold enr-rings, was
thronged with fair American dames, who wore
flnshing dinmonds and rastling silks, nnd who
poured into the round building with thefe
escorts to henr the delicions notes which the
Bwedish Nigntingale let loose from her pees-
less throat, Jenny Lind was ot the zenith of
her glory and New York poured its shekels
into the pockets of the only Barnum, who
was then an impresario instead of a triple
ringmaster,

The Battery was still the place of residence
of many swall families, and the young Ger-
mans found a ready sale for their cut-flowers,
" Two shillings,” they said to everybody,and
the bouquet-buyers nunderstood and dropped
the coin into their hands and walked off with
a bouquet.

The flower business at that time was some-
what different from the extensive and luora.
tive one it is to.day,

** There were hardly any roses then ™ mid
Mr. Kard Hnuft. ** There were only the
simple cottage roses, and not many of those.
Bouguets mlq for twenty-five amna ffty
cents, and the more expensiye ones for one -
dollar! A little difference from paying
dollar to.day for asingle ‘' Puritan." The
simpler garden-flowers, which one hardly
sees nowadays except in village gardens,
were almost the only ones ever sren.
