dnta relating to the ocoupations which that
body represents.

ORIGIN OF THE OROANIZATION,

@ Our organization first came into existencs
in February, 1886, Its object wns the better.
ing of the condition of the bookkespers and
clerks generaliy. It started as a National
Union and estublished branches in Brooklyn,
Jernoy City, Newark, Boston, Baltimore,
Philndelphia, Chieago, Cincinnati, Milwan-
kee and Ban Francisco. "

Wo also founded a labor burean and gainad
members rapidly until some firms sent pri-
vate detectives to seo whether their em-
ployees attended the meotings, These spios
did their work well, as we soon discovered,
for many of our members lost their posi.
tions. The excuse for thus peremptorily dis-
charging onr members was: '* We have no
further use for youn."

A NETROORADE MOVEMENT CHECKED.

The organization was rapidly retrograding
when the Executive Board decided that the
meetings, which had been publio, must
thenceforth be carried on seoretly. Of late
it has been a rule not even to divulge the lo-
cation of the meeting hall. For a specially
important meoting the membera are nokified
by o sealed lettar and mgns similar to those
of the Knights of Labor,

To become a member of our organization
the candidate must be proposed by a member
of six months' good sianding, A secrot com-
mitwe of three trustod members is then ap.
pointed by the Executive Board and reports
within two weoks. If the Hoard is satisfled
the report is indorsed by the Chairman and
Secrotary and referred to the loeal union,
which ballots for the candidate and finally
decides to aamit or reject him,

If rejected there certainly is good reason,
and in the monthly report to every loeal in
the United States the Executive Board gives
rotice thereof. Experience has proven that
this is n good system.

BTRENGTH OF THE LOOAL UN10ONS.

Our Loeal Union No, 1, of New York, has
850 members; No. 2, of Brooklyn, 200, and
80 on through the list, varying from 150 to
800,

These numbers are certainly small when it
is considered that there are nearly 2,000,000
bookkeepers and clerks in the United Btates,
and over 25,000 1n New York City alone, But,
thongh small, we have in a quiet way accom-
plishied many things for our members, and
feol assured that education, coupled with
the present social system, will in a short time
necessarily teach those who yet keep aloof
the benefits of an organization,

Of courso we are not strikers, We sym-
pathize with some, if they are not foolish,

HOURK OF WORK AND WAGES,

The hours of a bookkeeper vary a good
denl, according to the business he is engaged
in. In dry.goods houses they generally
rauge from 8,80 to 5.80; insome cases from
7.90 to 6, and in provision.houses from 7 to &
and later,

Wages range all the way from $9 to $35,
and os high ns $40 & week, but places whers
the latter figures are paid are considerod
**enaps,'" and are like angels' visits—fow and
far betweeen, The lower figures predomi-
nate,

A subtle foe we have to contend nga'nst is
the schools und so-called business colleges,
Beores of young men are turned out of these
institutions monthly, and they accept places
at from &5 to 10 per week, To be sire, they
have no expericnce, but they are cheap, and
with good lnck may work their way up,

Mouy mwon come from Great Britain and
other parts of Europe and from Canads, and
for gome reason they start ot #10 o wook,
though they may be very elever bookkeepers
and entitled to the highost wages. Thus
home labor is crowded out to s great degree
and wages are kept down.

The only law bearing on our voeation is
the Baturday Hulf-Holiday statute, which
Tue Evexisa Wosnn maintained so0 nobly,
Our members circnlated thonsands of peti-
tions and sent them to the Governor,

The general state of the business necording
to our reports is fair considering all the
circumstances, We have oniy three mem-
bers idle at present,

DENEVITS OF THE UNION.

At the last general meeting o recommenda.
tion from the Executive Board that the union
estublish o sick and death benefit fund was
unanimously indorsed. The dues, which
wore low, were raised and are now #1 per
month, Beveuly cents goes to the fund, 20
cents for expenses, rent, stationery and dues
to affilisted bodies. and 10 cents to & relief
fund to support members unjustly dis.
charged. Wo expeot that mn & short while
this system will be adopted by our other
branches, and will no doutt add msterially
to the sucoess of the organization.

HEADQUARTERS AND OFFIOERS.
