manufactories on Manhattan Island, in Long
Island City and Astoria in making theinstru.
monts, or parts thereof, including keys and
actions. There oro 0,000 piano-make- rs in
New York State.

ihhtobx or ran ondiMtcinoir.
The United Piano-Make- have) been or-

ganized slnoo 1S7A, and their organization is
an open or independent union ttttaohed to
tho Central Labor Union.

Wo havo had a good many strikes In our
trade, with varying success, but in tho face
of adverse oiroumstanoes wo havo kept up a
fair standard, so that the avorogo wages of ft

good workman Is 918 per week, and the
working timo ten hours a day.

Attempts to reduoo wages have been made
by a number of employers, but we havo
managodto rovist them successfully. The
only strike wo have had for a long time is
that at Bohnng's factory, In Harlem, whero
tho employer Insisted on ft redaction of wages
ot from 0 to 83 per cent '

WXOU AND rOLICT,
Through the efforts of our organization

wagos havo been raised from $12 and 918 a
wook in 1S70 to 418 at tbe presont time. This
in spite of tho fact that wo have no appren-
ticeship system and tho dulness of trado at
different poriods.

Our orgaulzation is progressing fairly well,
and wo are takliig measures to give it a now
stimulus, so that those who are not members
will sco tho bonoflts it gives, and beoome con-

vinced that we, like tho great majority of the
labor organizations, aro accomplishing a good
work and roally aid our brethren in tho trade
in bottorlng their condition.

Our policy regarding strikes is a conserva-
tive one, and wo take hostile action only
whon all other efforts to settle the diffortnoes
botween employers and their men havo failed.
Of oourao in all such efforts we have the in-

dorsement and aid of tho Central Labor
Union, with its 900 organizations.

I might tell Tim Evzninci Woblb's readers
n great deal about the work we are engaged
in in the shops, bnt that subject hu been
well treated from timo to time in the daily
press, and I fear it would tako too muoh of
vour valuable space.

or nrn-rx-n waoes.
I think the standard of wages is not what

it ought to bo considering tho hours we labor
and the skill aud enro required in our work,
and I boliove that with tho approach of bet-
tor tlmos wo con by harmonious and wiso
effort raiso that standard.

Our members are all employed, with ft very
few exceptions, and if there should bo any
in siokness and distress we look after them
and see that they do not want for necessary
oaro and attention.

This alone should convince the opponents
of labor societies that good is accomplished,
and that without organization we would bo
a very poor lot.
