THE SHORTSTOP.

His Important Duties on the Dia-
mond,

By
JOHN M. WARD.

(From His New Book on Baseball, Published by
Special Arrangemnent.)

Originally, it is said, the shortstop’s chief
funetion was as tendor to the piteher, though
this soon became an unimportant feature of
his work. The poseibilities of the position
ns a factor in flold play were early de-
veloped ; such fielders as George Wright and
Dick Pearce soon shownd that it could be.
made one of the most important of the in.
field. But the same legisiation which almost |
crowdoed the third baseman out of the game
affected materially the shoristop's work, and
it is only within the past conple of years that
he has regained his former prominent place,

During 1857 there was more hitting to short
than to any other infield position; though

The conoeption of the pnl.ll.lan has also un.
dergone some changes, and when, therefore,
T say that the position is now played more ef-
fectively than ever, it Is not to assert that the
players of the prosent are better than those
of the past, but kimply that thesa changes
have boen in the line of improvement, that
the shortstop mow makes plays never thought
of in former years—in short, that the devel.
opment of the position hag kept pace with
the rest of tho game, :

In the early days shoristop was played on the
baso line from msecond to third, or even
soveral feet inside the diamond; now it is
played from ten to twenty and somotimes
thirty feet back of the line, The result is
o vast inerenrs in the amount of territory
covered ; hits are now fielded on either side

which once were egaily mafo; short
fliee to the omtfleld, which form-
erly fell between the in end out

fielders, are now, many of them, canght; the
shortstop backs up the secomd and third
bases, helps ‘' hold " & runuer on second,
and, on a throw from pitcher or oatcher, the
second base is covered by him almost as often
as by the baseman bimself. Playiug so much
further from the batter, he will make more
orrors; he can seldom fumble a hit and still
make the play; bis throw to first is longer,
und must thorefore be swifter and wore nc-
curate ; but for these disadyantages to him.
self be is, rppaid many fold Ly an increased
usofulness to his team. All these features
togothor make the position very different
from what {t was some yearsago,and in point
of efectivencss it has undoubtedly beon im-
proved.

A uhortstop shonld be a player of inore than
ordinary suppleness sud aotivity, He has a
largo mmount of ground to cover; be has to
field sharply bit balls on cither side, and
must therefore be able to start and stop
quickly : he is often obliged to stoop, re.
cover himself, and throw while runmng, sod
80 has no time to got his feet tangled, More-
over, his presonce ja often required at widely
separated portions of the field, with very
briof intervals allowed him for making the
change. He may bave to fleld a hit to
first from mnear sedond  bass, and at
once, in continuation, of the same
play, back up third om the return
of the ball from first base, Or, from a close
infleld position one moment he may be called
the next to far left flald to assist in the return
of a long hit. Bo that he'neods to be awake
all the time and able to transfer himself with-
out delay to that part of the fleld in which
his services are required. Om nocount of the
length of his throw to first base and becanse
he is often expected to susist in the return of
s long it to the outfield he should be
a good, hard thrower. He should
also be able to throw from any
posture, because there are oceasions whem
he bas no time to straighten up and pull him.
self together before throwing.

In ohances for skilful plays and the em.
ployment of judgment, shortslop is second
to no other position omn the infleld. He s
tied to no base, but is at liberty to go any-
where he may be most meeded, and he s
thus able to make himsslf very useful at
times in plays altogether out of his position
proper. But to make the best use of these ad.
vantages he must be possessed of some intelli-
gence and & wit quick snough to see the poiut
and net before the opportunity has pagsed.
Biaing are as wmuch s neceusity in basoball
us ju noy other profession, TLe best ball-
players are the most intelligent, though, of
course, untural intelligence 18 hers meant,
and not necessarily that which is derived
from books,

The proper place for the shortstop to play
will be governed always by the particular
clroumstances, ns explained in the preceding
chaptlers with reference to other infielders, If
there are no runners on the bases, regard for
the batter alone will determine, but if there are
runners,this fact and the & tuation of the game
must be taken into conslderstion. A glance
st the diagram of the field givon in chapter 1
will ghow the usuil position of all the fleld.
ers, but from these points they may grestly
vary. If the batter generally hita along the
loft foul line the shortstop will play nearer
the third baseman, and if, on the other hand,
the batter hits towards right fleld the short
stop will move towards seoond, even going
#0 far as to be directly back of the pitcher,
the entire infleld, of course, moving around
correspondingly,

If the batter is a heavy runner, the sho
stop may play & deep flald, because e will
still bave suffielent time'to get the ball toil
first; and 8o, aleo, if there 1a's runner on |

first, be may play well back, Imnnum
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throw then, on's hit, is only to second bases,
If he in sovering second base elther to catoh
arunner from first or to hold a runner on
second who bas already resched there. he
must play near enough to the base to be able
to recelve the throw, Or, If the attempt is
to be made to cut off at the plate » runner
trying to soore ou & morifles hit, he will play
on the base-line or & few feet inside the dia-
mond, '

All iafislders, as well as ontflelders, shovld
be willingly gulded as to the position to play
by a signal from the pitcher. The Iatter,
knowing what kind of ball he is going o
give the batmuan to hit, is best able to judge
baforehand of she direction of the hit.

The shortstop should cover second base in
all enses where there is a runner on first and
the batter in one likely to hit to right fleld,
This allows the second baseman to guard the
territory between second and first, which he
would nat otherwise bs able to do, and if
the hall is hit to him he throws to the
shortstop at second, foreing out the runner
from first,

He sbiould algo guard second when there is
arunner on that base and the baseman is
obliged to play well off for a hit towards
right fleld. Of course, he does not play on
the base, but near enongh to be able to reach
it if the pitcher or catcher wishes to throw

there,

PATNTERS

Achievements and Successes of
Their Union.

In writing thia article for Tur Evexmo
Wonep I do not pretend to speak for all the
painters in New York City, but simply for
the organization of which I am a member.
THE PROGRESSIVE PATNTERS' UNION.

Progressive Painters No, 1 was organized
Bept. 14, 1888, in Progress Hall, Third ave-
nne and Fifty.second street. We bave met
with a fair share of success in our sruggle
for au existenocs, and, without the lenst fealing
of conceit, I must eay wo have pushed our
way to the front and consider our organiza-
tion second to nona in the grand aggregation
now engaged in the battle to upbold the
rights of labor organizations and to teach
that an injury to one is the concern of all,

There are branches of the United Brother.
bood of Progressive Painters in Harlem and
in Canal street, this city; one in DBrooklyn,
one in Williamsburg, one in Jersey City and
one in Hoboken, 8o much for our organiza-
tion and its branches,

NUMIERS AND DISTHIBUTION.

The best information we have gives about
sevon thousand painters in the oity. with
probably one thousand ** floaters"—that is,
wen from the outside cities who mako a
habit of working here when trade is bpsy.
Of this number there are in the neigh
hood of 6,000 or a little over in organizations,
A grest many of those are slack in their at.
tendance nt mweotings, but on the whole the
paiuters of New York nre as well organized
ns nny other in the building line, and are all
the time pushing abhead.

STRIEEH AND WAGES.

We have had no general strike of the trade
since November, 1886, and that did mnot
amount to much. It eame from a difference
between the men and their bosses as to the
time that whould econstitute a day's work in
the three winter months. It was settled by

the men going fo work in some cases eight
hours for “&m but in all the old-estab-
lished sho t.he regular rate was lived up to
—that is, $8.80 per day of nine hours, ucept
Batur ou which eight hours is a day's
work. Thaere not been any ment
since except in some individusl cases, and
thoy are usually eettled by our walking dele-
gate, Mr, John G. Jones, whose persuasive
eloquence none can withstand.
ODNOXIOUS MIDDLEMEN,

I wish I conld say as much for the majority
of the real-estate nrentl of this city. They
are the stumbling-block in the of work-
ingmen in our trade. They are the middle-
men  between the owners and the boss
lnlnton, often demanding 6 per oent,, and

some onses as high as 10 per cent., for
which they do nothing. Thia makes the
owner grumble at the size of the bill ‘I'ho
bous alpo grumbles at the sum he has to

up for Yhe privilege of doing the work, w Ile

the agent goes to church on Bund.ny and
:n : **tiive us this day our daily commis.
on."

If house.owuners would only study this
question and do business with reputable
bosses they would get better work for less
money, and there would be more satisfaction
all arvund.

There are other abuses that at this time I
