THE SHORTSTOP,

Some Valuable Pointers About His
Pl&yin‘!
BY

JOHN M. WARD.

(From His New Hook on Baseball, Published by

(CONCLUSION.)

Another instance in which he may tnke the
base is when there ara runners on first and
third and the runner on  first  starts
for mcond. One way of making thin play
was described in spenking of ** The Becond
Baseruan " bat it ls believed that it may be
much better done with the assistance of the
shortstop. With runners on first and third,
the catchor signals whether be will make a
long or short throw towards second. When
the runner on first starts down, the second
baseman runa inside the dismond to a point
in line with the base, aud the shortstop goos
to the basa.  If the throw is long the short-
stop receives the ball and tonches the run-
ner, or roturns it quickly to the plate if the
raumer on third starts in.  If the throw is
nhort the second baseman receives the ball and
roturna it to the eatcher ; or, if the runner on
third does not start home, the baseman may
still have time to tnrn and toss the ball to
the shortstop to oateh the mnner from first,
In deciding to give the signal for a short or
foug throw, the catoher is guided by the cir-
cametances of the case and the situation of
the game. 1If onoe run is going to materially
affect the result of the game, the throw will

be wmhort, w#o that the ball may be
surely returned to the catoher before
the runner from third soores. If the

run in not vital, the throw may still
be short if the runner at third is
speady ; but if he is slow and not likely to
chance the run home, the throw will be all
the way to the shortehop to put out the run-
ner from firat. The success of the play lies
in the faot that the runner on third can never
tell, until too Iate, whether the play in to be
short or long. The play was first made in this
way by Gerbardt and myself in 1886, and
during the past two seasons it has Heen tried
in the Now York team many timcs with the
best results. Ench player must, howsver, nn.
derstand his part and all work together, In a
recent game against Philadelphia, on the Polo
Grounds, Crane, who had never taken part
in the play before, gave Fogarty s hall
within rench aud he hit it through the short.
stop position, left ungnarded by my having
gone to cover second base,

On all hits toleft and left centre fieldsthe
shortstop should take second, mllowing the
baseman to back up the throw, and on all
hits to right and right ocentre the basaman
will take the base and the shortstop attend to
the backing up,

In flelding ground hits the shortatop
should observe the general princi-
ples for such playa, He should if pos-
sible got directly and squarely in front
of every hit, making his feet, logs and body
nssist in stopping the ball, in onse it gets
through his hands. If the ball comes on a
** ghort bound," he should mnot push the
hands forward to meot i, but, having
renched forward, * give " with the ball by
drawing back the hands in the dircetion the
ball should bound, In this way if the ball
does not strike the hands fairly, its force
will ot least be deadened, 5o that it will fall
to the ground within rench of the player ;
wherens, if he pushen his hands forward and
the ball does not strike fairly, it will be
driven too far away.

Ho should meet every hit as quiokly as pos-

Past and Present of the Furniture
and Oarpet Employees.

A Union that Has Been Success-
ful Without Strikes.

Knowing it to be the wish of Tur Evexma
Wonrp that its renders shall be made ne-
quainted with the doings of the different
bands of workmen organized in and about
the city of Noew York, I take great ploasure in
contributing my share towards that object.
DIFFICULTIES IN ORGAXIEATION.

Prior to 1895 several abortive attempts had
been made to organize the salesmen and
others umployed in our branch of business,
ono of its main objects being early elosing,
It wns found to be quite impossible to ad-
vance with any degree of sncoess with open
meetings, and until its present leaders took
the matter in hand the movement lagged
painfully.

SUCOESN OF THE UNION.

At that time, 1836, the retail furniture and
carpet stores thronghout New York and
Brooklyn, with very few exceptions, were
open until 9 and 10 o’clock at night. giving
to those employed no tinie whatever in the
society of their families or those conneocted
with them. It was simply out of bed inte
the store and vice vers® But how all that is
changed any one so disposed can very easily
find out by visiting at night the various loeal.
