It U a fine
specimen, upward of sixty feet In length, and
weighs over seventy tons. A decked scow, built
expreuly for the buslneu at Bath, hu been
brought here and the whale placed on It.

that thoro is something awry throughout tho
whole system.

Grocers say they would gladly close early,
according to the plan originated by The
Evxnino Wobld, provided all their neigh-
bors would oloso too. And they add tho
axiomatlo truth, that if peoplo did not trado
at night they would not keep their stores
open at night.

Citizens say : " Wo would not postpone
our trade until night, only wo know tho
stores will bo opon for ns, and it Is just so on
Sunday morning."

BEEP CATTLE ARE TEST BOAEOE.

Specnlatare are Buying; Them AH TJp aad
Prices are Hnnnlns High.

tSrXCUI. TO TOT WOBXB.I

Kansas Crrr, Jnne IS. Leading cattle men here
report that the snpply of good cattle Is leu than
for many years. The upward turn In prices be-

gan May so and since then there has hardly been a
day when there were enough beef cattle received
at this point to aupply the demand. In twenty
days prices have made a greater advance than
ever before In the history of Kansas City.
Yesterday, cattle which would have sold three
weeks ago for $4.50 a hundred-weig- were pur-
chased for shipment to New York and to a hundre-

d-weight was paid for them. The high prices
of last week would have brought thobaands ot
cattle to market this week If they were In the
country, bnt instead ot great runs there has not,
been nearly as many as were wanted, and under
the active competition for tnose that did come
Iirtoes jumped even more excitedly than theydld

The fact that the high prices have not brought
more cattle to market la not the only reason for
believing that tho snpply Is about exhausted. The
statement la made that last year the numbers of
the Kansas City Ex eh ante could, from poaltlye in-
formation, count 100,000 good corn-fe- d beef cattle
In tho territory which ships to Kama city. Now,
with the same facilities for knowing where the
cattle are. It is stated that the sum
total will not exceed 5,000. Speculators
during the past few days here and at Chicago have
sent out thousands of telegrams all over the coun-
try to every man they knew to hare a few cattle,
offering to buy all he had and willing to pay any
price tor them. Yet with all theae telegrams the
run at Chicago yesterday was far short of the de-
mand and the market waa perhaps more excited
and made larger advances than on any other day
this season. One bnnoh of steers sold for $7 a
hundred-weigh- t. Cattle are adranclng even more
rapidly In Europe than they are here.

It will be about thirty days before range cattle
tn condition for beef will be arriving In any num-
ber. During that time beef-eate- will hare to de-
pend noon the eorn-fe- d cattle from the farms. The
indications now are thst every good beof steer in
the country will be brought to market.

The RxplosWe Burst the Gun.
Washington, June 16. For some time put ex-

periments have been in progress at the torpedo sta-
tion, Newport, It. L, with a new and powerful
explosive, which seemed suitable for nse as a
bursting charge for shells to be fired from heavy
guns. A firing test to determine Its availability for
tola purpose wss made at the naval ordnance prov-
ing ground at Annapolis, Md.. on Tueaday and
"Wednesday of this week, the piece used being a

h gun kept for experimental purposes. At
the ninth round the shell, losded with two and oae-ha- lf

pounds of the new explosive, burst In the bore
ot the gun, breaking the gun into three principal
pieces, which were thrown nearly city feet. The
nature of the fraoturea, which showed the metal to
be ot excellent quality, furnished a striking evi-
dence of the tremendous power of the exploilTe
which could destroy this gun with snob apparent
ease. Fortunately the precautions with which suoh
experiments sre always conducted prevented any
louofllfo.

THE-HO- B GIVES WAI TO TUB GUN.

Parmere Forsake Their Fields to Bear Arms
In a County Beat Flaht.

KaXSiB Crrr, June 16. From the ststementof
Charles Rice, a farmer who came In Thursday
from Btevens County, the scene of the railroad and
county seats right between the towns ot Uugston
and Woodsdale, It appears that the entire popnla
tlon la nnder. arms. Mr. Rice says squads of armed
and mounted citizens from both places patrol the
country night and day for miles around. These
gangs act aa foraging parties snd have but Utile
respect tor the property ot others. On Monday
night two of these patrols, belonging to different
factions, met and a conflict ensued, during which a
regular fusillade wu kept up. It la not known
whether any one wu wounded, but three dead
horses were found on the prairie the next morning.

The situation la serious and the effect of the war-
fare will be felt long after the fight hu ceased.

Tho Young Women's Ohrlsinn Association,
of the city of Now York, was incorporated in
1873. The chntior tnombors wore Cnrolino D,
llobarts, Hnunnh 8.

Tho object of tho association, ns stated in

tho cortiUcato of Incorporation, was tho im-

provement of tho temporal koolnl, mental,
moral and religious condition of tho young
women of tho oity of Now York and vicinity,
particularly of thoso dependent upon their
own exertions for support, by procuring

and saro boarding places, by Illhle
classes, Bocinl and roligious mootings, libraries
and reading-room- s and such other means as
may couduco to tho acoomplishnieut of this
objoct.

lho foundor of this commendablo and re-
markably successful Institution was Mrs.
Marshall Roberts, an enrnest, Christian
woman, who sought to oloato tho moral,
social and roligious condition of tho members
of her sex who wero obliged to strugglowith
poverty.

In tho early history of tho association moet-ing- s
wero held weekly, and Bouiotimos moro

freauontly, at prhato houses. The success
ot tho work inaugurated by Mrs. Roberts was
so Bignnl that wealthy and influential men
gnvo it thalr attention and support, and about
two years aeo an elegant fWo.story brown-ston- e

nnd brick.front building, erected es-

pecially for tho association, and located on
riftoenth street, between 1'ifth avontia nnd
liroadway, was placed in their potutesbion,
and it is now tho hcadquartors of tho asso-
ciation.

In 1871 tho first business classos wero or-
ganized for tho instruction of young women
who desired to bo fitted for
Froo classes for instruction in writing, com.
merclal arithmetic, bookkeoping, businoss
training, phonography, typewriting, ro.
touching photo ncgatlvos, photo coloriug.mo-chantc-

and free-han- d drawing, olavmoael.
ling, applied design, choir musio and physi-
cal culture wore organized. Theso classos
bavo tncrcasod in momborBhip constantly,
and at tho closo of tbo past term tho names
of about ono thousand young womon wero
on tho rolls,

Tho educational department hold
their first Commencement exercises Thurs-
day oventns in tho beautiful chapel in the
building. Over 900 pupils were present, and
110 diplomas for profloienoy in tho various
branohes were awarded.

Mrs. Clarence K. Uoobe, of 44 West Thirty,
eighth street, is President of the association,
and she made an impressive address last
evening. Miss Mary L. McCready and Miss
M. A. Stimson are : Mrs. It.
A. Brick, Treasurer, and Mrs. F. U. Dongs
and Miss Van Huron, secretaries.

The association also conducts an em ploy
ment bureau, where positions for pupils aro
secured upon application. There is an ex-

tensive freo circulating library and reacting,
rooms, and tho association also maintains a
needlework department, free classes in hand
and machine sewing and cutting and fitting.

The young ladlos' Bible olass meots in tho
chapel overy Sunday at 8 r. M. from Oct. 1
to Juno. All tho classes aro closed during
tho heated term, but the parlors and reading-roo- m

and library aro open for young womon
every day in tho weok.

Tho association has about two hundred ac-
tive members, 100 associate members, CO

honorary members and 78 life mem.
bcrs. The last annual report of tho Treas-
urer shows disbursements amounting to $25,.
S44.60 and subscriptions and other receipts
amounting to $25,177.32.

Every Monday evening either a freo con.
cert or'ontertainment of sonio kind Is given
for women only. Admission
cards can be secured at the clerk's otneo in
the building ono week in advance

No ono is admitted to membership bofore
giving satisfactory roforencos to establish her
good character. Applicants must bo between
the ages of cighteon and thirty-flv- o years.

The employment bureau excludes house,
servants from its register but teaohors,
artists, roiouchors of photo negatives, de-
signers, stenographers, typewriters, clorks,
companions, bookkeepers, saleswomen,
housekeepers, nursory governesses, nurses,
ladies' maids, dressmakers, seamstresses and
oporatives in all branches of woman's work
aro obtained through Its efforts.
