Early in the morning Mr. Slater called on
his wife and upbraided her in abusive lan-
guage for the charges of undue intimaoy
with another woman which she had brought
against him. He said he had never been un-
faithful to bis wife. Then he went home,
and it is supposed he deliberately shot him.

A Singular Blvalrr Exlatlna-- Between tbe
New York and St. Tlnennt Services.

At Eighth avenue and Seventieth street a
few evenings ago a woman lay on the side-
walk suffering from an epilepllo attack.

Two ambulances, ono from St. Vincent's
and the other from New York Hospital, came
racing down the street at breakneck speed.
St. Vincent's was about a length ahead and
seenred the case, while the New York
ambulance surgeon, looking somewhat
chagrined ordered his driver to return to the
hospital.

An Kvexiko Wobld reporter, somewhat
surprised at the arrival of two ambulances
for one case, called at St. Vincent's Hospital
to inquire about the clroumstance.

In response to the reporter's question the
ambulance surgeon said :

" The explanation is simply this: Tho New
York people frequently, boast of possessing
horseflesh superior to ours.

" In order to prove this assertion they. very
often run into our district and try to capture
our cases. What you 'saw 'In Seventeenth
street was simply an ambulance race. The
northerly boundary of our district is Four,
teenth street.
