him.
The imposing military spectacle ooourring

In counootion with the sorvioei was witnessed
by a great multitude, who were not only spec-
tators but slnoero mourners.

At 0 a, m. the tolling of tho ohurch bells
began, and it continuod, after the body had
loft tho catafalque, until the funoral proces-
sion moved into the Fricdriohskircho.

Twolve ofilocrs of tho body guard carried
tho body from tho catafalquo to tho funoral
car. in tho procession, oarrying tho imporial
and royal insignia, woro Count von Stolberg,
bearing the imporial crown; Ilorr Maybaoh,
the sceptro; Dr. von Luoius, the orb; Count
von Bchellendorf, tho sword; Ilorr Fried-ber- g,

the groat scali Herr von Docttichor. the
black esglo; Ilerr von Qossler, the hat of tho
Prince Eloctor; Ilorr von Seholz,the electoral
sword. Qen. von Blumenthal was Imporial
Standard 11 earor and was supported by Gens.
Mischke and Wiuterfold.

The pall.bearers wore Oons.Von dor Goltz,
Von Trcskow, Von Obornits and Von Popo,
all of whom aro Knights of tho Black Eaglo.

Generals and Lieutenant-Gonera- ls of tho
German atmy carried the canopy and noted
as escorts to tho boarers of tho insignia. De-

tachments of military formed striking fea-

tures of the procession, forming van guards
and rear guards, with special regimonts as
body guards to tho Emperor, the Saxon
King, the Princes and the representatives of
foreign monarchies.

At tho church, Chaplain Koogel and a num-

ber of assisting clergymen conduoted ser
vices, in which the late Emperor's doslrcs
and instrooyqr;swcro implicitly honorod.

Nearly eighty chorus singers from tho
Church of the Twelve Apostles assisted the
regular cathedral choir in the rendition of
the chorales and the responsive chants.

As the final benedlotion was pronounced
there were aalntes of musketry and artillery,
followed by tho resumption of the tolling of
tho Cathodrol bolls.

" I Know That My Redeemer Llveth " was
sung as a choral both at the Cathedral and at
tho Castle Fricdnokskron. Tho services at
tho latter place were conducted also by
Chaplain Koegol.

Signs of mourning among the people were
very general and it was evident that nono of
the grief was assumed.

The new Emperor was visibly affected by
the solemn services at tho church and was
impressed by the evident sincerity of the
mourning among his subjeots for tho dead
monarch whose reign was so brief.

Tho Minister of State and Gen. von Blum,
enthal stood by the casket during the ser-

vices in the church, the latter bearing tho
royal standard.

As the words of the litany fell from the
lips of tho chaplain and the great choir ut-

tered the responses in the solemn Gregorian
tones, the scene and circumstances were im-

pressive beyond description.
The Friedenskirche was the late Emperor's

own choice for his last resting place, and it is
a spot beautiful enough for any royalty.

"HhowaB all I had to livo for tho only
ono who loved mo and for her I could en-du-

povorty and tho loss of proud friends
and relatives," said Mr. Corgile.

" Ilonrod in luxury, educated and reflnod,
with high aspirations, sho became tho victim
of cruel poverty, was deserted by aristocratio
friends, and porhaps she must fill a pauper's
cra o.
