In ashort speech he said he had
not serioualy conaldered bis eandidacy up to
the time he had laft home.

He had feared that the prejudice in the
West would make it impracticabls, but sinocs
his arrival ho had been assured by leading
men of the West that those reporis were ex-
aggerated.

1t should be remembered, he said, that his
candidaoy would bring s new issus into the
campaign—one that bad never heen tested at
a national e'ection. He had fought it out
New York and won.
