CmcAQo, Juno 18. It is pretty well under-
stood what the platform will be. The tariff
plonk will he expressive of the extreme viows
of Congressman McKinley; there will be a
vigorous protest against tho disentranchiBO-men- t

of tho negroes of tho South ; a hearty
indorsement of Gladstone and Parnell which
is being looked after by Alexandor Sullivan
and Patrick Egan : a declaration that the Re-
publican party is the truo and only exponent
of civii-sorvio- e reform, and that tho preten-
sions of tho Democraoy in this respoct aro
hypocritical.

Pronident Cleveland will bo assailed for at-
tempting to destroy tho industries and debase
tho workingmen o! the United States for tho
benefit of tho British manufacturers and tho
pauper labor of Europe, and will bo accused
of trying to usurp tho constitutional powers
of Congress by tho use of the veto power.
He will bo charged with Inconsistency and
hypocrisy, and with unfriondlinoss to the
veterans of tho Into war. His pension vetoes
will furnish tho toxt fora lurid plank.

An attempt will bo mado to get an expres-
sion on the temperance question in tho plat,
foim, and the anti-saloo- n Republicans aro
hero in full force for that purpose. Tho
temperance people can easily bo token care
of by declaring that prohibition is a local
issue and commonding it to the discretion of
the legislatures of tho States.

There will be somo trouble, also, over the
financial plank. Senator Stewart is here for
tho purpose ot getting a strong expression on
the silvor question, but what will stimulate
tho party in the Western States will he fatal
in Now York and New England.

Frederick's riody noma In Amid the Solemn
Tallinn; at llella-Euro- pe's tlojnlty Prea-n-t

to Do Honor to the llend Tlio Cere-
monies Cnrrlrd Oat In Strict Accordance
with the I.ate Emperor's Wlehee.

ItraciAL caslc to Tnt xviKixa wontn.l
Berlin, Juno 18. Tho funoral of tho lato

Emperor took placo today, all in strict ac-

cordance with tho programmo outlined by
him.

Tho imposing military speclnolo occurring
in connection with tho sorvicoi was witnosod
by a great multitude, who wero not ouly spoo-tato- rs

but slnoero mourners.
At 0 a, m. tho tolling of tho church bolls

began, and It oontinucd, after tlio bodv had
loft tho catafalnuo, until tho funoral proces-
sion moved into the Friodrlohsklrche,

Twelvo officers of the body guard carried
tho body from tho catafalquo to tho funoral
car. in tho procession, carrying tho Imperial
and royal inMgnln, wero Couut von Stolborg,
bearing the imperial crown; Herr Mayhach,
tho sccptro; Dr. von Lucius, tho orti; Count
von Schellendorf, tho sword; Horr Frlod-bor- g,

tho great seal; Horr von Boettlohcr. the
b!ack eagle; Horr von Dossier, the hat of tho
Prince Elector; Horr von Bcbolz, the electoral
sword. Gon. von Blumonthal was Imperial
Standard Dearer and was supported by Gens.
Mischko and Wlntcrfold.

Tho palMionrers woro Gons.Von der Goltz,
Von Treskow, Von Obornitz and Von Popo,
all of whom aro Knlghls of tho lllack Eagle.

Generals and Lloutcnnnt.Gonorals of tho
German army carried tho canopy and acted
as escorts to tho bonrcrs of tho insignia.

of military formed striking fea-

tures of tho proeossiou. forming vnn guards
and rear guards, with spocial regiments as
body guards to tho Bmporor, the Saxon
King, tho Prlncos and tho representatives of
foreign monarchies.

After tho royal mourners in tho lino came
the attache's of legations and tho various Im-

perial dignitaries.
At tho church Chaplain Koegel and a num-

ber ot assisting clergymen conductod ser-

vices, in which tho late Emperor's desires
and instructions were implicitly honored.
The funeral address was made by tho chap,
lain. Nearly eighty chorus singers from the
Church of tho Twelvo Apostles assisted the
regular cathedral choir in the rendition of
the chorales and tho responsive chants.

As tho final benodiotion was pronounced
thoro wero jalutes of musketry and artillery,
followed by tho resumption of the tolling of
tho Cathedral balls.

" I Know That My Bodeomer Liveth " was
sung ns a choral both at tho Cathedral and at
tho Castle Frlodnokskron. Tho sorvices at
tho latter place wero conductod also by
Chaplain Koegel.

Signs of mourning among the peoplo wero
very general and it was ovidont that nono of
the griof was assnmod.

The new Emperor was visibly affected by
the solemn services at tho church and was
impressed by tho evident sincerity of the
mourning among his subjects for tho dead
monarch whoso reign was bo brief.

Tho MinUtor of State and Gon. von Blum-
onthal stood by tho casket during tho ser-

vices in tho church, tho lattor bearing tho
royal standard.

As the words of tho litany fell from tho
lips of tbo chaplain and tho great choir ut-

tered the responses in the solemn Gregorian
tones, tho sceno and circumstances were im-

pressive beyond description.
The Friedenskircho was the lato Emporor's

own oholco for his last resting placo, and it is
a spot beautiful enough for any royalty.
