History and Oondition of Their Ore
ganization.

Thelr Struggle for Falr Wages
and Hours of Work.

Bome thirty odd years agoa few men met
in a saloon on Bianton stree! and entered
into conversation regarding the condition of
their trade of elothing entting. After a few
mora gatherings the Clothiog Cuatters' Pro.
teotive and Benevolent Union was organized,
and for a time it guined largely in member.
ship and waa the means of shortening the
bours of labor and {ucreasing wages,

A HTEP DACKWARD.

When the men of the trade—membera of
our organization—had necomplished this they
thonght their duty was done and became neg.
ligent of their organization.

They failed to attend the meetings of the
nunion, which apathy finally resulted in ngain
throwing them baok to where they were be.
fore the organization was formed,

Thua tor n time the cmplovers had things
their own way, and rednced the wages and
lengthenod the hours as best suited them.

RENEWED EFFORT,

The organization had not died out entirely.
and again went to work quietly reorganizing,
and, after a hard strugg'e of a few years,
they succeeded in regaining the increase
wages under the ten-honr system. This eon.
tinned, although the oreanization had been
deecreasing in membership,

The more active members of the trade, al-
thorgh largely in the mivority, upheld the
union, and also ma'ntained the standard
average wi-e, which wus about 818 per week
for fifty-nine hours' work.

THE MOVE FOR EIORAT HOURA.

All went on smoothly for s number of
venrs thereafter until the sight-honr move.
ment waa agitnfed all over the eruntry, Then
what wns known as thie ** Old Guoard " of the
trade thonghit it wise to atart in with the rest
of organized !aborand endeavor to obtain a
reduction of the hours of labor to eight per
day,

Having had a nnmber of years' experience
as an open trades union, we set abont and or-
ganized an o loon] assermbly of the Knights of
Labtor, and in August, 1888, became attached
toD. AL 49,

In the short space of sbout two years we
wore over (wo thousaund wstrong, with
hranches in Brooklyn and New Jersey. and
the nrganization still growing. In 1888 we
foundesd the United Olothing Cutters of
New York, and on April 1, 1888, were strong
enongh to make an attempt to place the or.
ganization upon a firm fooling by establish.
ing nn office and general hendquarters at 52
Bleecker streot,

ANOTHER KETHACK.

In that some year, just af'er we had got
nicely settled down to our work, aud were
running along as smoothly as posuible, a
lockont ocourred. The seventy-five firms
repressnted in the O'othing Manufaoturers'
Ansociation went bark unon an expressagree-
mentand refused to recognize’our unmion hy
employ ng non-nmion hands  That lockont
was disastrous for the time, but, ke all {11
windu, it Llew us good, and from demoraliza-
tion we arose again, like the phenix.

A NATIONAL TRADE ARSFMILY,

Work was thon commenerd to organize a
National Trade Assembly, whieh has been
saeeesaful, and every city of any note is rep.
repented in the National Distriet of Clothing
Cutters, which is increasing ond extending
very rapidly throughout the United States
and Conada.

CO-OPERATION READRTED TO,

Immedintely after the lockout in Angust,
18686, m co.operntive clothing company known
a8 the Solidarity Co-operative Clothing Com.
pany, was formed, It consisted of wembers
of the olothing trade who recognized the fact
that such was the better way to teach the em.
ployer and illustrate to bim that the work.
ingmen eun enrry on hus'noess themselves and
pay better wages and work shorter hours
than the employers olaim it possible to do.
Also to show that they are able to introduce
their produors thronghout the conntry, which
is demon-trated by the fact that thev employ
quite a number of hands and bave a enstom
department at 182 Canal street, and are doing
quite a flourishing business,

ATATISTIOS OF THE THADE

The number of eclothing entters in New
York State 18 about 12,000, and 1w New York
City sbout 5,000, The average wage pail to-
day is about #19 por week-~better than ever
before. There is no outlook for better wages
at present,

No strikes have taken place of any note
whatever, excopt the strike on the part of the
emiployers on Aug. 90, 1888, The C'othing
Cutters' Union hus shown itsslf & cons rva-
tive body of men and bas boad less strikes

than any other trade organiation, It was
alwavs opposed to strikes,
