AN ARMY IN WHITR JACKETA.

A fair estimate shows that thereers in this
city about fiftecn thousand waiterss emnployed
in hotaols, restaurants, saloons, ccmoeert-halls
nud parks. During the mmmer smason many
of this nnmber go to the seasidesand other
resorts, returning again in the fall. I cannot

ve n closo estimate of the number who join
n this exodus nbout this tiwe of the year,
but I think it will reach four thousand nn
porhaps five thonsand.

TWO THOUSAND BTRONO.

From a small beginning we liave s compact
body of 2,000 waiters in onr organizations,
and with tho influnence of the Central Labor
Tuion and the several Distriot blies of
tho Knights of Labor, we have n ennbled
to crush ont the middle men o proyed on
ont members, and have lmprowed our condi-
tion conslderably,

MUCH GO0D ACHTEVED.

_In many Elum we have seciared a reduc-
tion of the hours of lnbor and in others the
wnges have beon increased, 8till there in
need of mwany reforms before the waiters will
be placed on anything like & decent and
mnuly fno‘l.lnﬁ. know theres is oftentimes
onusa for fault-inding with the shortoomin
of the poor weiter, but if morybmlmi d
fully realizo the insnlts nnd A d
upon many walters day after day by eranky,
impulsive and over-partienlar persons, their
bl wonld boil and they wonld feel like
dropping a d ite cartridge in close prox-
fmity to an abusive guest.
