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NO MORE CHEATING ON COAL.

A Eaw Which Will Put a Step te Under
- welghing.

There are more than five hundred coal
dealers in this eity who will come under the
provisions of the new coal law, which was
passed by the Inst Legislature and recelved
the signature of Gov. Hill.

The bill was directed agninst an abuse
which was the source of more numerous
complainta than almost any other in exist-
ence, toat of aystematic underweighing om
the part of dealers supplying families and
private individuals, It is eaid to be a fact
in the vast majority of cases the purchaser in
small quantities’'never receives full weightand
it is the common practice to cnt short s ton
two or three hundred pounds, especially in
the grades ordinarily sold for family use,
where a greater show in bulk can be made.

Whenever a customer, suspecting short
weight, has o to the expense of having
his conl rewe hed, in nine cases out ot ten
he has discoversd that he has been cheated,
but the troubls has been heretofore that he
has been able to ol no adequate legal
remedy against the dealer, for huinqtuncc
received the coal he is bound to take it and

s’ forit. The omly remedy in such a cose

ns been to refuse to receive the coal until it
has been reweighed. and the expense of such
[y mouﬂln,lm too great to make it popu-
Inr even with the victims, B8y Were prao-

oally forced to nocept what the dealers gave
them, without so much as hain%nilwod the
right to protést nst the frand.

‘Jnder the new law, however, it is provided
that sither the dealer or soms one employed
by him shall take ont a weigher's license,
and that he shall furnish to each purchaser a
certificate showing the exact amount of the

urchase, These licenses are to be fasmed

y the Mayor's Marshal ata fee not sxoceed-

ing #1.

fl the purchaser finds that he has been

ven a short ton, and furnishes evidenocs of

e fact at the Mamhal's office, the weigher
can be punished by thirty’ davs imprison-
ment and a fine, and can have his license re-
voked. There must be a weigher thus li.
censed in every coal-yard in the city, and
the Iaw provides a penalty for neglect to pro-
oura such a license,

Wtthin a fow days mvﬂl be taken I:y
the officinls of the M ‘s office to notify

the dealors in the city to take out liconses

under the new law. It is believed that the
Iaw will prove efficacious, for the penalty is
no nevere that few will risk the danger of
being detected in the frand.

1t in suggrested, however, that one of the
results of the new law will bo an advanoe in
the prioe of coal by the retail dealers, which
18 the only way they ean ﬁet even with the
public for blocking their little game.
