INSPECTING Till TENEMENTS.

A Donrd of Health Movement to I.resen the
Dnng-e- of Overcrowded Dlntrlcta.

Forty uniformed policemen of the Sanitary
Squad paid a visit to the populous touemont-house- s

in lower Mulberry, Molt and East
One Hundred and Eighth, One Hundred and
Teuth, One Hundred and Eleventh and Ono
llundrod and Twelfth stroets last night to
find out tho number, ago, box, nationality
and oocupatlon ot tho tenants in thu houses
visited ; the facilities for ventilation, sizes of
the bedrooms and number of porsous occu-
pying them, and, in fact, all about the sani-
tary arrangomonts of theso places.

This investigation was instigated by Major
Bullard, Chief Sanitary Inspector, and may
bo tho worso for such landlords of tho houses
visited as havo violatod tho Sanitary Code.

Tho policomon assemblod at Headquarters
last night at 10 o'clock, rocoivod Instructions
from Sorgt. Coughlln and then divided into
squads of two each and started out.

How they found tbe districts which they
looked into may bo easily 'magined.

Those places, overcrowded with peoplo
who boldom givo their sanitary arrangements
a passing thought, have come to be regarded
as cradles'for diseaso of all kinds, and suoh
many of them were found indeed to be.

Tcoplo crowd themselves into revoltingly
small rooms to jleep. and many do not pro-
vide their sleeping apartments with any ven-
tilation whatever.

Tho Board of Health will tnko immediate
action ln tho mutter and see that these dan-
gers, which, once incurred may not bo con-
fined to the districts whero thev originated,
aro averted as far as possibility goes.

THE BEER BOTCOTT.

Another Unsuccessful Effort Jllnilo to Havo
It Lifted.

The Maltsters' Union held a meeting yes-

terday forenoon in Clarendon Hall, and sent
a communication to the Control Labor Union
requesting the removal of tho boycott on
pool beer, on the ground that tho pool brow-er- s

Eagle.

These niuo ciaft. all abreast, presented a
company front of ISO feet, nud they moved
on mnjoEticully up the river to Rivorviow,
opposito Yonkcrs, on tho Hudson.

'lhoy wero froightcd with 15,000 human
lives and tho wherewithal to keep life goiug
for n day.

If tho association bearing tho namo and
organized In honor of the Alderman from

A
like number of oases, tweutv-fou- r quart
bottles each, of sarsaparilla, ginger ale and
othor light bevorages were thero, and 150 lus-
cious watermelons. 100 hums and bread
enough for 00,000 sandwiches, bologna,
bananas, pineapples, tongues, lemons nnd
oranges tmough for an army.

DIPHTHERIA AT SHEEPSHEAD BAY.

Tho Reports that It I Epidemic Hold to Lack
Foundation.

The residents of Sbeepbead Day and Its vicinity
aro very uneasy ocr tho report of several deaths
from diphtheria. Tbe disease is supposed to havo
been Introduced Into Sueepahead Uay early In the
spring by a family Uvlug In Newark, N. J., who
came to the Hay for the anmmer. Later, It Is
thought, tho hold of the disease was strengthened
by a family named Shea. Some weeks ago
the Shea family moved to Sheepshead Bay for the
summer, one of tnelr children bavlng died
from diphtheria before their arrival. About
two weeks later two moro children died

.of the same disease. At first It was
not known by tbe neighbors that diphtheria
was tho cauae of the latter two deaths. When,
however, Mr. Mlnden, likewise a new comer, lost
a child from the same cause peoplo began to feel
some alarm. Mr. Mlnden, Is said to have lost a
child ln New York Immediately before be moved to
bheepBhead Hay, Mr. Corliss, an old resident,
lost two children soon after, also from dlph'.herla.
The spread of the dlseaae did not stop here. The
malum attacked the family of Mr. Voorhees, taking
away his Infant boy. A little girl aged four years,
the daughter of Charles Snmner, also died from the
complaint.

Judge MoMahon, who often acts as Coroner of
Slicepshead Hay, said to a World reporter yester-
day at his hotel on Ocean avenue:

"My theory regarding this diphtheria scare Is
this. The diphtheria was undoubtedly brought
htrcbyaoina one living in New York, or some-wher- o

elso whero the epidemic prevailed. There
is no necessity for the least worry on tho part ot
the resldenta here. I am a member of the Hoard
of Health, and every measure Is taken to prevent
any dlaease from saining headway, Sheepshead
Day Is one of the healthiest places on the coast,
uud wny should diphtheria breed hero T We have
viry few dmsBesot a contagious nature here.
Only three cases of diphtheria have been reported
since lust spring-.-

Supervisor McKane, who Is also a member of
the Hoard of Heslih, said:

According to a report in one of tho morning
fiaperi. I have taken my children away from Sheens-- i

fearing they would catch diphtheria,
ricaie contradict this as forcibly as possible. My
children are home nnd will remain there. Tina
scare Is foolish. Why, the Hay Is as healthy as any
place I know of."

NO MORE CHEATING ON COAL.

A I.mv Which Will I'nt n Stop to Uuder-wt'ldiln- a.

There are more than five hundred coal
dealers iu this city who will come under the
provisions of tho new coal law, which was
passed by tho last Legislature and received
tho signature of Oov, Hill.

The bill was directed against au abuse
which wns tho eourco ot more numoroui
complaints than almost any other in exist-
ence, that of syhtcumtio undorwclghlng on
tho part of dealers supplying t'amilios aud
privato Individuals It is said to bo n fact
in the last majority of casorf the purchaser in
small quantities nevor receives full weightand
it Is the common practice to cut short n ton
two or three hundred pounds, especially in
the grades ordinarily sold for family use.
whero n greater show in bulk can bo made.

Wheuover a customer, suspecting short
wright. has gouo to tho expense of having
his coal rcweighod, in ninn esses out ot ten
ho has discovered tint ho has been cheated,
but the trouble has been heretoforo that he
has been ablo to obtain no adequate legal
remedy nqaiust the dealer, for having onco
received the ooal ho is bouutl to tako it and
pa lor it. Tho only remedy in such a cose
has beau to refiro to recoivo tho coal until it
has bton rowelghed. and tho expense of such
n proceeding was too groat to make it popu-
lar oven with tho victims They were prac.
tically forced to accept what the dealers gavo
tliem, without so much ns being nllowod tho
right to protest against the fraud.

Under tho now law, howovor, it is provided
that cithor tho dealer or some one employed
by him shill tako out a weigher's license,
and that ho shall furnish to oseh purchaser n
certificate showing the exact amount of the
purchase. Theso licenses are to be issued
by tho Mayor's Marshal at a foo not excoed-iugS- l.

If tho purchaser finds that he has been
given a short ton, aud furnishes evidence of
the fact at the Marshal's offlco, the weigher
can bo punished by thirty' dovs imprison-
ment and a fine, and can have his license

Thero must be a weigher thus li-

censed in every coal-ynr- d in tho city, nnd
the law provides n penalty for negleot to pro-
cure such a licence.

Within a few days steps will be takon by
tho officials of tho Marshal's office to notify
all tho dealers in the city to take out lioonsos
tinder tho new law. It is bolievod that the
law will provo efficacious, for tho penalty is
so severe that fow will risk tho danger of
being detected ln tho fraud.

It is suggested, however, that ono of the
rosults of the now Jaw will bo an advance in
tho price of coal by the retail dealers, whioh
is the only way they can get even with the
public for blocking their little gome.
