SOPER CONFESSES,

He Murdered Six-Year-0ld Frankie
Williams Bunday Night,

The Story of His Crime Told
Before the Coroner.

Zilttle Frankie Followed Him Ynte the Field
to See the Cown Milked—Soper Kloked
Him to Innensibilliy and Left Him—After
Bupper e Carrled the Body te the
Field mnd Covered Tt with Grasws— A
Spell Came Over Ilis Mind, He Says.

Huxrmisorow, L. L, June 20,—Henry B,
Roper, the farm band emploved by Androw
Titas, confessed this morning to the killing
of little Frankie Willinms, the six-venr.old
boy, whoss body was found early yosterday
morning in a fleld about a half mile from Lis
home at Cold Bpring Harbor,

The confession was made befors Coronor
Woodend, Justice George Hendrickson and
Constable Fred Gollow. The prisoner had
been confined over night in the locknp ut
thiz place, and ns lynching was threatenod
he was earefully gunrded by o posse of con.
ptables,

He retired early and slept quietly until
nbout 4 o'clock this morning, amd when he
wole up he ealled Constable Ferguson and
mude n partinl confession to him as to the
killing.

The constable immediately notified Coro.
ner Woodendl, and with the latter proocecded
to Justice Hendrickson's house and got him
ot of bed.

The trio then went to the lockup, arriving
there about 5 o'elock. Soper then wande i
full eonfession.

Mo gaid that on Sunday night abont 0.30
o'clock he went from his employer's place to
look after the cows, Frankie Willinms fol-
lowed him and he told the boy t0 go home,
He turned to do so, but eame back to whoere
hie wag. Boper then says that he kicked the
boy in the forehead, felling him to the
pround.

He then kicked him ngain and loft him
Iyiug near an old apple tree in the lane woore
he committed the devd, He then drove tho
cows down to the barn and milked them,
After this he drove a scow 4o Mr, Mahav's
nnd returned hownoe,

He ate his supper nnd about 7.90 o'clock he
went 10 where he left the boy, and taking tho
body in Lis arms carvied it to where it was
fonnd. He Imid the body on the ground and
pulling up some giass covered it over,

After domg this he roturned, and on his
vy pleked up the boy's straw hat which he
Lind dropped while earrying him, and threw
1t into the hollow of the old apple tree, Then
Lie went to his room and went to bed about
g0 o'clock,. He did not know why he com.
mitted the dead. A spell come over lum ana
ho dlul it. The confession he mado volun.
tarily.

After Soper hind signed the eonfession he
gaid to Justice Hendrickson that the boy
cried a little after be first kicked bim, but
not afterwnrds. Ilo positively denied that
Lie siruck bis viotim with any knife or any
other instrument. He sald be could not ex-.
vain the two jagged koife wounds on the
itlo fellow's body, .

Coroner Woodend then commmitted the pris.
oner to the Hiverhend Juil to awalt the action
of the Grand Jury, which sits in Suffolk
County on Qct. 99 next.

While making bis confession Soper ap.
Eraml perioctly rational nnd did not act ns if

@ thought he had done auything wrong. tPe-
fore lenving he asked the Justico to le bam
g0 s soon as he could, ns he had a good place
and wanted to return to work.

Both at this place and ju Cold Bpring Far-

oy the iphabitants are muoh arourad over
the brutal crime. The murdered boy was
well known and Yked by all, aud it would
not have fone well with the murderer if the
infuriated citizens once got Lim iuto their

nnds,

Mrs. Willinms, the mother of the dead boy,
ia greatly prostrated from the shock and o
dottor isin constant attendance. .

The funeral of the murdéred boy will take
lace at 4 o'ciock to-morrow afternoon, from
he Cold Spring Harbor Episcopal Church,

The interment will be in the cemetery ot
nntington,
