SOPER CONFESSES.

He Murdered Six-Year-- Frankio
WilliomB Sunday Night,

The Story of His Crlmo Told
Before the Coroner.

I.tttle Vrankle Followed Ulna Into tho Field
to Nee tho Covra Milked Hopar Kicked
Him to Inientlbllltr and Loft Him After
(tapper lie Carried the nodr to tho
Field and Covered It with Oram A

Bpcll Cnme Over Hla Bllnil, IIo Hay.

Boper, tbo farm hand employed by Andrew
Titus, confessod this morning to tho killing
of little Frankio Williams, tho
hoy, whoso tiody was found early yosterday
morning in a field about a half tnilo from his
homo at Cold Spring Harbor.

Tho confession was mado before Coroner
Woodond, Justice Georgo Hendrlckson and
Constablo Frod QaUow. Tho prisoner had
bqcu confinod over night in tho lookup at
this place, and as lynching was thrcatonod
ho was carofully guarded by a posso of s.

IIo retired early and. slept quietly until
about 4 o'clock this morning, amd whon he
woko up ho called Constablo Ferguson and
mado a partial confession to him as to tho
killing.

Tho constnblo immediately notified Coro-
ner Woodend. nnd with tho lattor proceedod
to Justico Hondriokson's houso and got him
out of bed.

Tho trio then went to tho lockup, arriving
thero about S o'clock. Sopor then mado a
full confession.

IIo said that on Sunday night about C.30

o'clock ho wont from his employer's placo to
look after tho cows. Frankio Williams fol
lowed him and ho told tho boy to go homo.
IIo turnod to do so, but came back to where
ho was. Sopor then says that he kicked tho
boy iu tho forehead, felling him to the
ground.

Ho then kicked him again and left him
lying near an old apple tren in the lane u (lore
he committed the deed. Ha then drovo the
cows down to the barn nnd milked thorn.
After this ho drove a cow to Mr. Mahon's
and returned home.

He ate his supper nnd about 7,30 o'olock bo
went to whero he left tho boy, and taking the
body in his arms carriod it to whore it was
found. Ho laid tho body on tho ground and
pulling up some grass oovered it over.

After Vloing this he returned, and on his
way picked up the boy's elruw hat which ho
had dropped while carrying him, and threw
it Into the hollow of the old applO'troe, Then
ho went to his room and went to bed about
9.80 o'clock. Ho did not know why ho com-
mitted tho deed. A spell como over him and
ho did it. The confession ha made volun-
tarily.

After Sopcr had signed the confession ho
said to Justice Hendriokson that tho boy
cried a littlo after ho first kirked him, but
not afterwards. Ho positively denied that
he struck his victim with any knife or any
other instrument. Ho said no eould not ex.
plain the two jagged knife wounds on tho
little fellow's body.

Coroner Woodond then committed tho pris-
oner to tho Kivcrhead Jail to await tho action
of tbo Grand Jury, which sits in Suffolk
County on Oct. 22 next.

While making his confession Soprr ap-
peared per octly rational and did not act as if
he thought he had done anything wrong, mo-for- e

leaving ho asked tho Justice to lot bun
go as soon as ho could, as ho had a good placo
aud wanted to return to work.

Both at this placo and in Cold Spring nar-b- or

the inhabitants nro much aroutod over
tho brutal crime. Tho murdered boy was
well known nnd likod by all, and it would
not have gone well with the murderer if tho
infuriated citizens onoe got him into thoir
hands.

Mrs. Williams, tho mothor of tho dead boy,
is greatly prostrated from the shock and a
doetor is in constant attendance.

Tho funeral of tho murdered boy will take
place at i o'clock afternoon, from
the Cold Spriug Hatbor Episcopal Church.
The Intormout will bo in tho cemetery at
Huntington.

KILLED HIS LOVE.

A Hall-Bo- y Shoots a Oook and Com-

mits SuioidOi

Bullets from tho Samo Pistol
End Both Lives.

A I.ove-Slc- k Yuuns Herman' Mad Act ne
cauie Ilia Afleclloa Was Vnreqnlted

The lllrl rtled Almost Inetnntly and the
Itnll Doy on tho Way to tho Iloipllal
He Wna Itnther a Myaterlous Yonnc
Man and III Mystery Died with Illm.

Unrequited lovo was tho causo of n doublo
tragedy at G.10 o'clock this morning. At that
hour Joseph Heaford, hall boy at tho

133 and 137 WcBt Thirty-fourt- h

street, shot nnd killed Itoslo Bhoridan, tho
oook. IIo Ihon placed tho rovolvor whloh ho
had used upon tho girl to his own head and
sent a bullet into his own brain. Ho died in
tbo ambulanco on his way to tho Now York
Hospitul,

It was last fall that a linndiomo young Oer-ma- n

lad nnsworud tho advertisement of
Georgo Nugont for a hall boy.

Mr. Nugont rents tho two houwn in West
Thirty-fourt- h street mentioned and lets

apartments,
Tho young man olaimod to bo nineteen

years old, but apnearod somowhat older. His
frank fuce commondod Itself to Mrs. Nugent,
but sue Insisted on references as to character.

Beaford said that ho had just como oil an
ocean stoamor and could only got n letter
from ouo of the officers. Suoh a letter ho
brought from tho purser, and ho wns at onco
engaged,

lie was n very polito young fellow and
iUito n linguist. In answer to queries as to
his education ho said that ho had been edu-
cated in a mounstio school from which ho
hud run awny.

IIo intimated that 1)1b father had committed
some grave offouno in Germany nnd r.t times
was quito despondent, saying that he fearod
that ids fatbor's sins wero to bo visited upon
liln mvn linnil.

The young follow was so evidently a Oer-nia- u

that his asbiimution of a name so puroly
Kngllsh ns Beaford, and his education nnd
linguistic, ability aroused a considerable st

in him among tho Inmates of tho
houso. Ho was, in tuct, a mystery, and lias
died with tho mystery Btill unsolved.

One of the servants employed by Mr. Nn- -
was a pretty littlo Irish girl, RosinSent aged nineteen. She was the cook.

In tho dlschargo of bin duty as ball boy
Beaford had to sit in the kitchen, whero the
bells from both the houses were plaoed.
Hero ho was constantly in llosie's company,
and soon developed a tender passion for her.

His love for. her wan not reciprocated,
however, and as he found that all otforts to
gain hor affections were proving futile, he
began to grow despoudont. Ho used to lol-lo- w

the girl like a dog, and last Bunday
followed her to the residence of a friend in
Mangiu street, only leaving when ho was
informed tbr.t Jtosie bad gone.

Mr. and Mrs. Nugent know nothing of this
comedy which was boing euacted in tho
kitchen, until about a week ago, when Kosie
told the master of the bouse that Joe hod a
revolver and sho was afraid that be was go-
ing to do her harm with it.

Beaford at first denied that ho had a pistol,
but llnally gave it up to Mr. Nugent,

Yesterday tho girl again complained that
Beaford had obtained another pistol. Again
Mr. Nugont taxed him with tbo possession of
a revolver, which ho denied, and n heorch of
bis clothing and room failed to reveal one.

Both Mr. Nugent and his wife told .loo yes-
terday that his attentions to tho Sheridan
girl woro distasteful and that he must leave
on July 3, when his timo expired.

After this notice to quit the lad's despon-deuo- y

Increased. He Inquired yesterday
afternoon what it would cost him to send a
cablegram to Germany, and, after learning
that ho would havo to pay $6 to send tho
meBSogo which he desired, lie sat down and
wrote a long letter, which bu mailed.

It could not be learned to whom or whero
tho letter was uddre-sed- , excepting that tho
first name of the addressed was " ltosa."

This morning aboi't C.30 o'clock Heaford
let in the colored laundress, who had como
to do the week's washing. She passed
through tho basement of No. 135 aud went by
the yard in tho rear into No. 137.

Bho had hardly got into tho houso whon
sho heard two pistol shots, and almost im-
mediately the Sheridan girl camo rushing in
from No. 135 with blood streaming from a
wound in her face.

The wounded girl ran to a room in tho
front of the basement of No. 137, occupied
by Kose Henry and another servant,

Tho Henry girl cried out:
' What's tho matter Koso? Has tbo Dutch-ma- n

shot you?"
Tho wounded girl could not speak: but

simply uoddod her head in tho afurmativo,
fell to tho floor and expired.

Beaford was louud lying on the floor of tho
kitchen in No. 135, with n bullnt-hol- o in his
skull back of his right ear, from which blood
and brains wero oozing.

The revolver, a "Dofonder,"
layby his sido.

The bullet which killed tho girl sovored
ono of the arteries in ber neck.

Patrolman Jamas M. titoverjuon, of the
Thirtieth street station, was called In and
sent out tbo call for an ambulanco, which
wus responded to from tho Now York Hos-
pital.

The dead girl bad no relatives in the city.
A brother nnd sister, however, aro roported
as livug in Albany.
