PLAYING WITH DEATH|

A Suicide's Observations of the
Effects of Opium.

Took a Hundred Morphine Pills
and Then Cut His Throat.

A Paper Found by fis Nide on Which Wore
Jotted Hin Sensntions—Farty Pills of One-
Flghth Graln Hardly Affectied Him—Twa
Lettern Lefty, Oue 1o Hin Wife and tho
Other to * Whom It May Cencern.”

Francia T, Launtry, of Mallon, N. Y., wns
found dead in room 114 of the Astor House
this morning by Mary A, Heran, & chambor-
mald. He came to the Astor House on June
14 He was a portly man, past the middle
age. His wife and family live in Mullon. He
made frequent visits to this city, and always
stopped at the Astor House.

When discovered, Mr., Lantry was dead
on a chair, Blood Howed from a wound in
his throat, A razor lay on the floor near the
chair, and on w stand was a box in which
were morphine pille.  Close to the box were
two letters and n birlef diary,

The chambermaid ealled the hall boy
Thaddous ('Haren, who in turn summoned
the house physician, Dr. W. H. Farrington.

A messonger was sent (o the Coroner's of.
fioe, but Coroner Eidman was away.

The papers on the stend revealsd a re-
mntkable series of facts concerning the dead
man's manner of death.

He wantod to die and he had mads up his
mind to take morphine and write down his
sensations. At intervals he would write
down whnt he had done and how he felt.
