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READY FOR FLIGHT.

Polioy Men Frightened by "The
Evening World " Expose.

Anxiously Waiting to See What
the Police Will Do.

Bnpu Murray Buys He Will Take Advan-
tage of "The Evening World's" Evi-

dence,I bnt Unlo He Doea It Very
Quickly the Illrd. Will All Ilavn Flown

--Great Excitement In Policy Clrctra and I

Many "Toko Shopa" CIoae-"nilzz- nrd'

Tbreatenrd by One of the flnuiulcra.

The several hundred policy gnmblors who
run shops in this city were mightily surprised
yesterday when The Evenino World sprung
its expose of their nefarious system and bold
defiance of the law. It was hurry and scurry
with them yesterday afternoon and evening,
and more prei arations for moving were mado
in polioy circles than that interesting society
evor made before.

In an almost incredibly Bhort time after
the issue containing the Btory was put upon
the street every policy-sho- p dealer was aware
of it, and they promptly got ready to fold
their tents and depnrt.

FINDINO OUT THE EFFECT.
Two repirtors for Tiie Evening Would

wno started out to see tbo effect of the
expose, observed the following :

On Thompson street, where policy shops
abound, men and women wero huddled to-

gether in little groups and were talking ear-

nestly in low tones. Thoy would make io

gestures with their arms, and occa-
sionally an Evening) Would would flutter in
their midst.

"When these people sow the reporters com-

ing towards them they Btopped talking, and
scrutinized them closely.

The shops were probably never more de-

serted by Latrons since their establishment.
Tho proprietors themselves lay very low.

" Latno Jack " Butler sat on n stool iu the
doorway between his cigar store and his
policy shop that was, and watched every one
and everything. His store is on Canal sireet,
north side, just east of Washington, Alt ttie
outward appearonoo of gambling had disap-
peared.

At 119 Boeoker the door leading to tbe pol-
icy dosk was open and a reportor advanced
towards it Ho heard two men talking, but
they siopped suddenly, and a man whom ono
of the reporters has seen about there boforo
came out, looked quickly at the reporters and
shut the door.

This is where the reporters saw women
buying tickets, but no customers were there
yesterday afternoon.

A strange young man glared at the news- -
men (rom John Kennedy's place at 233Saper Fifth avenue, Tlie proprietor could

not be seen.
EXCITEMENT IN LEONABD STREET.

The effect of the expose was also observed
on Leonard street, where Fred Anderson's
polioy shop has flourished for some time
past at No. 182. Within a few minutes after
the newsboys passed through that street sev-
eral friends of the proprietor dodged in und
out of his place, which has the appearanco in
front of a tobacco store, and a reporter
mingled with tbo number and endeavored to
gain an entrance to tbe little room in the
rear, but his lace was not recognized, and
the combination fastening on the iuner door
excluded him from that apartment.

A thiok-se- t young man, with light hair and
rtrastaoue, appeared from the rear through a
door leading bohind tho show-cas- e and in-

quired tho rep jrior's businetB. A package of
cigarettes was cnlJod for. and the attendant
said he didn't koep them, and immediately
disappeared behind tho partition. Several
voices were heard in the rear room, and the
subject of the conversation was tho expose' of
the policy shops in The Evenino Would.
The inmates of the placo appeared to be on
the alert, and scrutinized tho reportor very
closely.

Tho placo kept by the man known as
" Smithy," at 186 Greene street, had the ap-
pearance of being closed. There were papers
hung in the windows and behind tbo glass in
the door, but the place was not closed. An
attendant seemed to be perfectly ignorant of
any polloy-plnyin- g in that building. The
inmates, apparently, wero prepared for an in- -
paction by tho police or other part cs.
Hilly McCurdy's cosy little den, in tbe rear

of the barroom of Michael" Walsh's hotel,
corner of Watts and Washington streets, was
not closed. An Evenino Would reporter
sauntered into tho place and was fallowed by
three or four men who had been standing on
the sidewalk. The reporter called for a cigar
and the other men enterod the little apart-
ment behind a wire screen, A man stood
near the door of tbe back room to intercept
any stranger who might attempt to enter
there. The remarks overhoard by there,
porter led him to believo that a game of
chance was progressing inside, but the men
Were npt buying policy tiokets.

In the rear of the saloon, corner of Canal
street and West Broadway, as 'stated yester-da-

a polioy shop has been nourishing under
the management of Charles Bicbert. A casual
observer would mistake tho place for i small
plumbing estab ishment, as several articles
in the plumber' line are displayed in the
small show-windo- There was a mysterious
back room, as in the other places, to which
tho roporter oould not gain admission,

that a colorod woman and two
elderly men were ad mitt od beforo tbo re.
porter lelt the plaoe.

The appearance of Martin Sullivan's place,
at 6 West street, was not changed from the
description given in The Evenino Would
yesterday. Mr. Sullivan was behind hlspfllco
desk in the front of the place, and so far as
the reporter could see thore was no person in
tho baok room where he formerly Bold polioy
tickets.

Buzzard, tho nowsboy who purchased
tiokets for the reporters who were investigat-
ing the polioy-sho- p business, was selling
Evitjmio Woblds rapidly at the corner of
Grand stroet and South Fifth avenue.

Blizzard was threatened by ono of the
proprietors of o shop whero he bought
tiokets. so Ws friends say. One newsboy said
that the man told Blizzard he would have
him arrested.

WHAT CHIEF MUItBAT HAYS.

8upt. Murray, aftor reading The Evenino
Would expose very closely, said :

" I shall be only too glad to furnish all the
police aid I can to help in getting rid of these
places, and shall send an Inspector to the
sdltor of Tai Eyxniso Would and avail my.
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self of the evidence it has respecting thesepolicy shops. It may surprise the editor,
bowovor, to know tho preoUe nature of evi-aen-

demanded by police justices beforo
holding a prisoner charged with such an of-
fense.

" Only a few days ago I sent Doorman
llarnca. of tho Central Office, to a shop on
lourtb. atroet where polioy tiokets wore
sola. Ho was disguised as a cartmsn, andwore a bluo check jumper. He purchased a

gig for ten conts. and asked
lor a written roceint for his money. The
proprietor admitted that ho was doaling in
policy slips, but reminded Doorman Barnes
that owing to tho vigilance of tho polioe, who
were on the alert to so euro evidence to arrest
thorn, policy dealers had to work on tho
quiet, and to givo a receipt would soon end
their trado.

"The gig bought byBarnoswas duly en-
tered on the book of tho establishment, and
later Officer McOort led a squad of pol.ee-me- n

and raided tho placo. Tho proprietor
was arrested and we seized polioy slips,
books, the rocord of Barnes's purohase, a
blackboard, &c, being the complete para-
phernalia of a policy-shop- . When the pro-
prietor was arraigned in tho Police Court on
tho following morning the Justice dismissed
tho case, holding that a conviction could not
be had unloss the policy-deal- gavo a written
receipt showing that tho money was paid for
this particular illegal traffic.

"This practically ties our hands. It is
only fair to state that this grade of potty
gambling has boon abated largoly, and com-
pared with a fow yearsago thero is very littlo
of it and tho business is conducted undor
cover and. as The Wobld states, by precon.
certed signals."

(JUNE MAD WITH MOURNING.

A Iterenved Mother Is Driven to Drink and
Hulrlde.

Mrs. Kato Crawford, tho wifo of a truck-driv- er

who works for Callahan, in Vesey
Btroet, mado a terrific leap from a third-stor- y

window, at 85 Macdougal street, at 4 o'clock
this morning, and was picked up on the sine-wal- k,

bruised and battered and suffering
from internal injuries.

Kate married John Crawford when she was
soventeen. She is now twenty-nln- and
very attractive in personal appearance. Five
months ago she buriod two children fiom
diphtheria, tho little ones following each
other to tho gravo within a fow days.

Tho poor woman was nearly heartbrokon
and yieldod to drink to drown her sdrrows.
Hor husband, who is industrious and torn- -
Eerate, pleaded with his wife not to abandon

Ito reminded hor that Mary, their
eleven-year-ol-

d daughter, and an infant woro
left to them and would be a comfort, but his
suggestions were unheeded.

l'or several weeks Mrs. Crawford has been
drinking heavily, and on Fridar night de-
lirium tromens set in. Last night when her
husband returned from his work' hn found
Kato in a terrible condition, beset with n fear
that some enemy was chasing her, and that
her life was in imminent peril.

Mr. Crawford was weary after a day of
hard work, but he set about to pacify his
wife. He labored with hor for hours, and
finally, wearied and worn,' ho threw himself
on a lounge and soon fell asleop.

At 4 o'clock he was roused from his sound
sleep by hearing his daughter Mary scream-
ing : ' ' Mamma is going out of the window I"

The faithful little girl tugged away at her
mother's night drebs, but the woman, super,
humanly strong and driven crazy with fear
of ber imaginary foe, pulled away, lowered
herself by the iron column which supported
a long balcony, and then with a wild shriek
loosened her hold and fell upon the sun-
burned grass plot in tho front yard.

Writhing in agony she rolled out on the
sidewalk, and in a few seconds all was still.
The poor husband, powerless to rescue his
wifo from her perilous position, saw her
whito figure flying downward to a nrobablo
death, and thon hastened to the street. His
neighbors, alarmed by the screams of tbo
woman, sprang from their beds and hastened
to the windows. They saw tho figure in
white lying stiff on tbo sidewalk and hastily
joined tho husband.

Mrs. Crawford made no outcry after she
fell, but she moaned piteously and placed her
hands to her side and breast to show where
her greatest pain was.

A policeman summoned an ambulance from
St. Vincent's Hospital, and the dying woman
was taken thither.

Sharp Oritioism from tho Spooial

Grand Jury.

His Conduct of tho Boodlo and
Exolso Casos Criticized,

Why the Investigation Has Boon a
Fiasco.

Tbo Special Grand Jury came in
and Foreman Henry E. Ilawley read a pre-

sentation to Justico Barrett.
District-Attorne- y Fellows was In court in

attendanco on the trial of Oolden RobinBon
for murdor. Ho was lounging in tbe wit-

ness chair, and this is tho substanco of what
hehard:

" Owing to the the incompleteness of the
ovidonco iu tho casos of alleged frauds in the
last election until Mouday last wo havo
thought it best to lcavo thorn for a later con-

sideration and to dovoto our attention to tho
othor business beforo us.

" Wo found 5,000 excise complaints which
had boon accumulating from 1862 to 1888.

Why thoy had accumulated wo know not, but
their accumulation would seem to indicato
inefficiency or a lack of inclination to por-for- m

their duty by tho publio proscoutors.
"Of 1,155 complaints made since Jan. 1,

OCOhavo been acted upon, 462 indictments
found, and tho cases havo been disposed of
by tho courts, showing that the machinery of
tho law is adequate whon kept in motion.

In tbo charges of corruption in the Hoard
of Aldormcn tbo Grand Jury said :

" Premature publicity given to tho chargos
and the insufficiency of tho preparation of
the evidenco by tbo prosecutor has worked to
tho failuro of thoo cases, and we theroforo
dismiss tbem and nk to I e discharged."

Justico llarrett said he should instruot the
District-Attorne- y to be careful aud not let
tbo excise cases accumulate in his office.

He was glad the Grand Jury had found no
reason for Indicting any public officer, and
sorry that prematura publicity given to tlie
chargos, aud dilatory action of the prosecu-
tion iu presenting the evidenco had inter-
fered with tbo work of the Grand Jury.

Tho Grand Jury wero not discharged, but
wore given authority to adjourn till Hcpt. 21.

Col. Fellows' complexion was cardinal
rod as this arrangement, by sections, of bis
conduct of the Dihtrict-Attornoy'- s ofiico was
read, but he said never a word.
