The place was called "The Wake " always after
that. That wai Jnat at the close of the war. Polly
sold out a little white afterwards, and now.he Is a
regular figure at tbe races.

HPeaklng of MoKeon's place, the OldJTree House
Is on the other comer. The Tree always cuts out
the advertisements for "Help Wanted," that big
department In Tns World, and pastes the pages
on the four sides o( a big square post stuck np on
Ihe curb on purpose for that.

The
man Ihat was discharged was a favorite, and the
boys Jnat organized a visiting committee and sailed
down on him. It took about two days to bring
him to hla oats, but he came like a little man.

Along In '61 or '1)3, wnlle Brlggs was managing
the Bowery Theatre and Bob Johnson was doing
the genteel blood and thunder there, Brlggs an-

nounced that the boys couldn't come In any more.
They had been pretty noisy and were running

the bonse, ao thst sometimes the play had to be
stopped. Well, tbe boys got wind of It, and that
night they paraded up and down the Bowery, and
when It came time tor tbe show to begin they
swooped down and rode right over the man on tho
doir. They filled Ihe house everywhere, let off
Irecrackers, shot pistols and yelled like all pos-

sessed. Brlggs gave It up. He made a little
speecn and surrendered to tbe boys.

The mllltla and target companies used to parade
in the Bowery, and It was always a great day. One
time the boys strong a fuse aiong on the street-cj- r

trscks and they bad the line blocked for some
hours. Iho drivers didn't dare drive through the
Ore and smoke which the grinding of the wheels
made.
