H " Do vou meau to say that yon have been
misrepresented in The Eenino World?" in--
quired its representative.

"I do. and what's more, I think it is rather
, ' cheeky ' in you to come here and ask favors
from mo after tbo articles that havo appeared
in your paper."

B The visitor dlso'aimed asking any favors,
and stated that what had boon asked on be.
halt of Tub Evenino World had been asked
as rv matter of right uud of law.

Hupt. Carpenter nin also informed that, if
he had any statement to make in regurd to
matters wherein he claimed to have been mis.
represented, the columns of Tbe Evenino

H AVorld were open to him.
He was also invited to make a statemont in

record to the case of Joslo Shophard. in
which it has already been fully shown that
he neglected to present to the Committee on
Indentures information regarding the child's
friends that was easily obtainable.

lie refused, however, in both instances to
make any statement or to specify in what
manner he bad been misrepresented, and
said t " I have nothing wl stover tu say to
Tbe Evening World or to any of its ropre.

THE LONG AQUEDUCT BTORI.

Senator Faaaett'a Committee Gin On Draw
lag; It Out.

Senator Donald McNaughton came down
from Rochester last night and joined
his colleagues, Senators Fassett and
Van Cott, lin the investigation of the
conduct of tho work of building tbo new
Aquoduct which nas already cost the city
more than $15,000,000 and is still, acoordmg
to Gon. John Newton, b!x yearB aay from
any usefulness.

John P. Rogers, the sub. contractor who
constructed sections A, 7, 13 and
H of tbo Aqueduct, was tho first wit-

ness, and Tom Piatt's partner, A. D.
Boardman, steered by Piatt's son, examined
and quarrelled with the witness, occasionally
deviating long enough to complain because
the committee found fault with him for call-
ing witnesses tho uaturo of whoso testimony
ho could not toll in advance.

Tho witnoss raid he loaned Aqueduct Com-
missioner Barnes $15,000, but ho dcclinod to
say whero be got the monoy, as that was none
of the committee's bus ness.

" Have you had any trouble with tho en-
gineers ?" asked the lawyer.

" If you reduce it down to a difference of
opinion, I have," responded Mr, Rogers.

"What reason had Mr. Barnes to cxpeot
loans from you ?"" Well, nothing, only the carrying on of
tho work."

Mr. Rogers said the inspectors of tho work
were responsible for the bad work on the
'duct. Thoy woro there to seo that tho work
was dono right.

' ' Were you ever blackmailed by tho in-
spectors ?"

' No, sir."
" You were one of the luoky ones. Can

you glvo auy reason for that ?"" No, sir, unless it was because my work
was dono right. I was lucky according to the
wny it is told hero."

Rogers said he had never suggested the re-
moval of any inspector.

Rogers sold that ho was a bidder for the
contracts at first. Clark called on him and
said that if ho was going to bid bo (Clark)
would pull out : but Clark got tho work and
sublet it to Rogers, who did it for 90 per
ccut. of tho contract prico.

Rogers was doing work for Barnes on a
Maryland railroad and had loaned him con-
siderable monov in that connection. lie let
him havo $2,500 last March,

Mr. Boiiriiinau tried hard to show that
O'Brien it Cinrk let Rogers havo tho money
to loan Commissioner Barnes, but Mr.
Rogets. after haggling about tho competency
of the question, denied tbat Clark ,t O'Brien
ndnucml the money. Tho loan was secured
by Barnes's note and it was renewed at ma-
turity.

'the now noto is still hold by Rogers.
Sheudloy &, Co. There were other notes of
Barnes's indorsed by a Mr. Menges, and
tbey were unpaid.

But theso traxanctions, Mr. Rogers
hnd no bearing on tho aquodtict con.

trncts.
To De Lancey Nicoli, on

Mr. Rogers said that O'Brien & Clark
mado payments to him eight and ton times a
month, the City Enginoor making the calcu-
lations.

Mr. Rogers said he agreed with Heman
Clark not to bid on section 12, but be was to
havo tho work at the usual percentage if the
contract was awarded to Clark .t O'Brien,
That firm got the contract, but Mr. Clark
said:

" Maurice B. Flynn has agreed to give the
work on section 12 to anotbor man. His
agreement is in writing and ours isn't.
You've got work enough any way, and you'd
be ter drop section 12."

Rogers was miffed and began tbe work on
section 12. Ho worked only a fow days, how.
ever, and then saw Clark again. The result
of this second interview was that Rdgers
withdrew from seotion 12.

All these occurrences took place before the
reorganization of the Aqueduct Commission,
and, of course, beioro Barnes was a Commis.
sionur, but Rogers and Barnes had been
Rooial acquaintances Bince 1681 and they had
been in South Pennsylvania railway work to.
getbor.

Lnst October Commissioner Oliver W.
Barnes sauted $15,000 to use in his work on
tho Southern Ponnsvlvanta Railroad, and
Monges and tho witness made a noto to the
order of Rogers t Clements for that amount.
Tho noto matured in February, and was re-

newed.
Rogers said ho had money in savings bank.

Ho gaves Barnes a check on the Sixth Nn.
tional Bank ior $5,500 aud another for
or $3,000 on the Columbia National Bank,
but ho couldn't remember to whose ordor the
checks were made. Ho thought likely he
paid tne rest in cash.

Mr. Nicoli demanded that Mr. Rogers bs
ordered to produce these checks, ami Mr.
Rogers promised to produce thorn. Then 1

admitted tbat tho contracts for Aqueduct
work wero signed next day or the day before.

F. H. Clements, bis partner, who lives in
Maryland, hud ail tho import. He had it
copy, though, aud he declined that the con.

Three Jersey City policemen are accused
'of moat brutal outrages, and in comequonce
aro in trouble whioh will probably cost them
tholr positions. Two of them ore Chance,
men Van Winkle and Dunn, of the First
Precinct.

Last evening, a number of excited women
crowded into Chief Murphy's offico declaring
that a police outrage had been committed on
Canal stroeL

Before they could explain Van Winkle and
Dunn entered tho building with two prison-
ers, ono a won, sickly womtu of sixty and the
other a boy of sixteen. The woman, Mrs.
Julia Collins, of i Canal street, they had

as u disorderly person, and tbo boy,
her son Joseph, for interfering with the
arroBt.

Whon Chief Murphy finished bis invest!-gntio- n

of the case this morning both officers
were BUBpended.

It is allegod that lait evening the two
polloemi-- were at a house of ill reputo. next
to the bouse of Mr. Collins, iu citizen's
clothed. Mrs. Collins at on her steps and
they leaned from a fourth storv window and
Insulted her. When sho answered in like
language to his own. Van Winkle descended
and placed her under arrest. Ho literally
dragged her along tbo street. Dunn joined
him nnd Joseph Collins went to his mother's
aid, but tho boy received a terrible blow on
tho bead from a "blackjack," carriod by
Van Winkle, and as ho staggered back he,
too, wnsnrrcs'ed.

Chief Murnhy learned tbat tbe two ofllcors
had returned to tho house on Canal street,
after dragging old Mrs. Collins and her boy
to the station, and calling Cnpt. Farrier, tbo
Chief instructed him to raid tbo house nnd
arrest tho officers as inmates. Tbe men saw
tho pos?o of thoir comrades on tho street in
time to ercapo through n roar door,

At 10 o'clock roll-ca- ll at the Gregory stroet
station bouso Von Wiuklo answered to bis
name, but when sent to his post ho wont
directly to tho Canal street house again.
The indignant neighbors honrd of it. and
surrounding the bouso thoy besieged it.
The officer could not escape and pando.
uionium reiomed all niplit.

This morning Van Winkle mado a bundlo
of his uniform and managed to slip out. He
dressed in tbe street and went to court to ap-
pear against his prisoners. Ho found all
Caual street there, The examination before
Justtco Stilsing ended in the discharge of tbe
two prisoners and the detention of tho offl.
ccrs. Several women sworo to tho facts given
above and established them beyond n doubt.

Van Winkle has been a chuncemnn nino
months. Dunn has f rvrd two months.

No Tlraaon Yet Found for Air. Ileuderaon'a
Hirnngci Hulcldr.

An antopsy on tho body of Samuel E. Hen.
deraon, of Oloveland, O., who committed
suicidaat tho Astor Hottso last night, nas
held by Coronor's Physician J. T. Hcrold
this morning.

It confirmed the fact that the man cama to
his death by biking carbolio acid. The entire
lining of tho stomach was eaton away, and the
inflammation even extended to tho

So general and violent must tbo inflamma-
tion havo been that Dr. Harold thought tbe
action of tho carbolio acid mtibt bate been
accelerated by somo other corrosUo agenoy.

Henderson bad shown tho colorod olevutor
boy a powder as he went up to his room and
remarked, " That's the stuff."

Tbo papor iu which tbo powder had boeu
was found iu tho room after Henderson's
death by Coronor Kidman, aud n test made
by Dr. Hcrold showod Hi contents to havo
been htx graius ot nraonootiH auid.
