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A FULL INVESTIGATION.

The representative of Tue Evexixo Wonrp
has been again refused the right of examin-
ing the book of records of the Juvenils
Aaylam, conferred on him and every other
citizen by the law, The third refusal has
been insultingly made after a polite request
for permission to see the records had been
formally addressed by the counsel of Tne
Evevive WomnLD to the Becretary of the
institation.

This defiance of law now affects not ouly a
subordinate officer in the service of the
asylum  but the management itsell. Tux
Evexixa Wonrp intends to compel the pro-
duction of the books by legal procecdings.
But that does not alter the fact that tha un-
willingness to produce them and the painful
snxiety manifertod to keep the records from

ghe presa, excite snspicions as to the whole
management of an institution which receives
public moneys on its own statement as to the
,mumber of its inmates.

‘Wea have every respect for the Directois of
the Asylum, and every confidence in their
persnnal integrity. But the investigation of
all the affaira of the Asylum must now be
thorough, in order to ascertain whether the
Directors themselves are not deceived and
fmposed upon by unfit and unworthy em-
ployees, Tux Evexino Wostp will take
care that such an investigation shall be made.

MAYOR HEWITT'S ALARM.

Mayor Hewrrr made & speech yesteraay in
which he expressed alarm st the influx of
foreigners into the United Btates, and aired
sgain the foreign flag fad with which he
startled the city a few months ago.

Mr, Hewrrr declares in favor of extending
the residence of foreigners to twenty one
years before naturalization. A man of forty
years of age who came to this countiy wonld
then become s voter when he had attained
the ripe age of sixty-one and a voung man
of twenty-five, who sought a home in the
United States, would not be entitled to citi-
zenship until be was forty.six years old.

eigh flags ought to be tabooed and never to
fiv over publie buildings in the United States,
becanse he imagnes that the people may get
to ** reverence " these foreign symbaols,

Prosperous in Trade and Suoccessful
in Organization.

Evils of the Importation of Con-
tract Labor.

THE NEGINNING OF UNION,
In 1851 & few men got together and started
the association on s way. It was uphill
work at first and met with considerable op-
position from the bosaa.  Two doliars snd a
half was demanded for n day's pay, that leing
considersd very good waz s in those days.
Very few chauges took place until the war,
when employwent wns scarce and men
worked for what they coula ge:, Afier the
war work grew plentiful and wages kept on
inerens nz ' n il the vear 1874, when we were
receiving #4 per day of ten hours' work,
A LONG STRIKE,
Inan evil moment n demand of 84,50 per
day of »ight hours was made of our employ.
ers The result was a long strike and the
utter demoralization of the society. 1t took
sowe time to recover from the etiects of such
a blow, but as the fabled sphinx rose from
its own nahes so the marble.cntters arose
from what seemed the lowest point in their
history to the prond position they now hold,
that of one of the first labor organizations in
the city.
AFFILIATION WITH THE ENIGHTS.

About three years ago we obtained a char.
ter and joined the Knignts of Labur, and are
kuown in that body ns Leeal Assembly 8,075
Kince that time we k'ﬁ" rapidly growing an.
