It 16 a littlo early to speak of the apple crop
with any great degree of certninty, but the
reports received so far indicate thot the erop
in this State will be small. Tho Western
Btates will juske up the deficienoy, however.

Southern apples, now in the market, are
above the average both in size and quality,
Thev bring all the way from $1.50 to §4 a
barrel.

The supply of peachies will be up to the
avorage, The severe rains in New Jersey
orchiurds delayed the growth of the luscious
fruit, but on the whole it ean be said did no
serious damnge. Culifornias peaches are ar.
riving vory slowly and bring high prices, be.
ing quoted at 4. 50 & box at the present writ-
ing. Delaware poaches will soon begin to
arrive, and in August we will have somo from
Jersey.

It in expected that the crop of ploms will
bo o large one.  Californis plums have been
on sale for some weeks back, but at present
are much dearer in price than they were a
week ago, At rulnir mome  variglles now
bring from 40 to 680 cents a dozen. Wild
gooss plums ure sold at 20 cents o quart.
