COMMISSIONER DOWD TELI8 WHAT IT
CARRIED OFF,

More Than $360,000 Wan Drawn Inte It
Throngh Bad Manngement—The New
Organization Made for Polltieal Farposes
—Mefean Tella How Bess Platt Wanied
te Enter the Cambine,

When the Henatorial Committes which is
investigating Aquaduct polities met in the
Court-Housa this morning., SBenator Fasseit
bad almost everything to himself, for Benator
MoNaughton was the only one of hiscol-
lengues prosent, and they sat at opposite enda
of the long judicial desk.

Commissioner Willlam Dowd, who was
ealled to the witness stand yesterday after-
naon, but did not give any testimony on no-
connt of the latencss of the honr, was re.
catled this morning by Lawyer Boardman,
who openod hin examination by making a
good manv inauiries about the awarding of
contracts to the various hidders,

He wanted to know why it was that some
of the coptractors bad sections awarded to
them here and thers instead of having a ron.
'l'mI“m“ seciion given them accordiug to their
M.

IIlu answer to these guestions the Comm’s.
rioner snid that he voted for the awards as he
did because he thought it would be the best
for the ity treasury and would result in the
long ran in & saving of money.

Commissioner Dowd adm'tted that when
the question came up a8 to the removal of
Lieut, H. B. Craven, the engineer of oon.
struetion on the Aaueduct, which was
Prenndb the con'ractors, be had written a
otter to the Becre'a-y of tha Nn\-; requestin
him to extend Enginear Craven's leave o
nb , an they ded him on the Aque-

duot.
