The Grand Jury Finds Bills

Against the Policy Men.

Evidence Gleaned by "The
Evening World " Pre-

sented To-Da- y.

Speedy Trial and Oonviotion

Near at Hand.

Tins Evknino World reporter who was de-

tailed to investigate the policy-shop- s went
before the Grand Jury this morning with his
evidence. The cases about which he was to
give testimony were those of William y,

Charles Siebert, Honry Smith, Frank
Collins and George Brown.

The story of how The Evkono Would has
proceeded against these gamblers is well
known to its readers. The chain of evldenoo
against them was made as strong as possible,
and it will be impossible for them to break It.

With the reporter was Beret. Combes, who
at the head ot a squad of officers of the Jef.
ferson Market Court raided the polioy shops.

Charley Blnir, the newsboy who purchased
policy tickets for tho reporters, was also
present, ready to tell tho Grand Jury all
about his part in the policy investigation.
The District-Attorne- y Jlaa in his possession
the books, papers, slips. &c, found by the
officers in the places raided.

It did not take long for the three witnesses
to give their evidenae. In about ten minutes
they had told their stories and were ezcutsod

Tho evidenoe is. of course, a secret be-
tween them and the.

Would, it is not difficult to guess its purport.

Tho Grand Jury mado its report at 12.45,
and among the indtctmen's returned were
five against the policy dealers all that were
considered.

William McCurdy, Henry Smith and
Charles Klobort aro indloted for felony, whtlo
George Brown and Frank Collins are charged
with a misdemeanor.

McCurdy sold policy slips to reporters at
Washington and Watts streets, biebert at
Canal and West Broadway. Smith at 18G

Uroeno Btreet, Collins at 233 South Fifth
avenue, and Brown at 41 Thompson street.

They are all under boil and will probably
bo arraigned to plead morning.

Clerk Biuzer says ho thinks there will be
no difficulty in having a speedy trial. Every
indication points to an early conviction of
tho gamblers.

TnE Evenino Would will make every ef-

fort to pnt these men where they will obey
the laws for a while at least, and in the mean
time more evidence is collecting against other
men of the same stamp.

TWO MURDEROUS BURGLARS.

They Shoot Clifford Phlnney nnd nob alls
l.odslnsT-Hoom- a.

A case of burglary and shooting whioh
very much resembles tho Lyman S. Weoks
case occurred early this morning at the resi-

dence of Dewlt Cnrpenter, 11 Uaddo place,
in the Twenty-fift- h Ward of Brooklyn.

Tho victim of the shooting is Uliffont
Fhinney, a man about twenty-si- x years of
ego.

At about 2.65 Mr. Phlnney, who has a
furnished room on tho parlor floor, was
awakened by a slight noise as though some
one were walking in stockinged feet around
his room.

He raised himself up in bed, and as he did
so a ray of light flashed in his eyes from a
dark lantern. It was enough for him to u

eh tho forms of two men prowling
around tho room.

In an instant ho sprang from his bed and
aelzod ono of tho men around the waist.

A struggle then ensued, in tho midst of
which oame tho flash and report of a pistol.
A stinging sensation in his left breast causod
Mr. Phlnney to release his hold, and, with a
crv of pain, bo fell to the wound.

The report of the pistol attracted tho at-

tention of some of tho other inmates of tho
house. TJpnu entering tho baok parlor they
found Mr. Fhinney lying on his side, with
blood stroamlng from an ugly wound In his
left brenst.

Near him on the floor, lay a revolver ot
still warm, which the burglars hod

dropped in their flight.
Mr. Fhinney wns nearly unconsious.
Word was at once sent to the Twelfth Pre-

cinct, and an officer was sent to investigate.
An ambu ouro was also called. After Sur-
geon Ilcod had droased tho wound, Mr.
Fhinney was removed to St. Mnry's Hosp .
tal, where grave doubts are entertained of
his recovery.

How tho burglars got into the houso is at
present unknown, but they made their escano
through the front door. Mr. Fhinney could
give no description oi them.

Tbe following articles wore stolen by the
bnrglars: Gold watch and chain, having a
black charm with the letter " C " on it; box
of silk handkerchiefs, a white moonstono sot
in diamonds, pair of black onvx sleeve but-
tons, a diamond stud, (16 in caBh from Fhin.
nev's trousers.

Badde place is situated in a somewhat ob-
scure part of tho city, and in length it is
only a blook.

Tnnnx is a mtstxby.
Later developments in the case of tho re-

ported burglary at the residence of De Witt,
Carpenter, at 11 Badde place, throw a very
mysterious air on tho mutter.

A number of detectives bavo been invest!,
rating and ran find no marks of force being
used to enter tho house, and although
Mr. and Mrs. Carpenter, their daughter
Carrie and Mr, Carpenter's mother and sister
slept on the floor above Fhinuey's room,
none of them heard any sounds of a struggle

It also transpires that two shots were tired,
only one of which took effect in Phinnoy's
breast, Fhinney was an employee ot tho
Kings County L road and comparatively little
is known of him.

Coroner Lindson called at the hospital to
take his ante-morte- htatemont, but has not
yet succeeded, as Fhinney remains unoon-sciou- s.

THE ACCUSED FIREMEN.

Their Trial Began Before the Commission-
er! ffiia Morning.

A large crowd of tieople tilled the room at
the Fire Department headquarters this
morning when tho Commissioners began the
trial of Joseph Keegon and William O'Con-
nor, the members of Engine 14, who wore
aooused of stealing collars and cuffs at tho
Union square fire.

The hum of conversation was interrupted
by tho call of Secretary Jussen, for Fireman
W. J. O'Connor.

A slightly built young man stepped to tho
bar and answered to tne charges in a firm
voioe, "Not guilty."

At this juncture Judge Alfred Steokler an-
nounced that be would appear for Keegan,
and James T. Byrne came forward for O'Con-
nor.

The first man called to the stand was John
S. Little, the colored porter at the Btore
whero the robbery occurred.

Beginning noxt week, The Etenino Would
physioian will undcrtako this work, and will
also from time to time advise its readers, in
slmplo and unteohnical articles, how best to
restore and preserve the health ot tho metro-
politan babies.

Ho will visit the tenement-house- s each day
in a prescribed route, to be determined here,
of tor, and will treat the ailing children of
tender years who may be without medical
attendanco. Various particulars in tho mat-

ter nro yet to bo arranged, such as the filling
of prescriptions at the dlspensniies, the pro-
viding of proper diet for tho littlo invalids,
ito.

While other papers content themselves
with spasmodically devoting an artlole to the
doplorable features ot orowdod tenement
homo life in summer, dwelling particularly
upon tho terrible mortality among the young
children of the poor, The Evenikq Would
will attempt to do something towards allevi-
ating the sad condition of affairs,

A vast tield ron oood wosx.
Of courso it Is well understood that one

physician, however able and onorgetlo, can
cover but a comparatively small part of tbe
immonso field for work in this dircotion. The
babies are dying in New York every hot day
by tho many soore, and a large number of
these denths are attributable to ignorance
and a lack of modical treatment and good
care. A hundred physloians could well bo
engaged in thU wprk, .

The Evrnrao Would offers the services of
ono physician as its contribution towards tho
prevention of the diurnal slaughter of tho
innocents. The Eveitcnq Would will, of
courso, and not interfore with tho
admirable work of the city physicians. It is
to bo hoped that its example will be followed
by othors.

THE FEABTDL rKTANT MORTALITY.
During the month ot May tho total number

of deaths in New York of children undor five
years of age was 1,180. In Juno it was much
larger, and the outlook for July, with the
probability of a torrid fortnight at its close,
is something frightful.

A very large proportion ot these deaths ore
in the crowded tenement-house- s. On the
records at the Bureau of Vital Statistics theso
deaths are attributed to diphtheria, bron-
chitis, pneumonia, scarlatina, measles, diar-
rheal diseases, meningitis, &o. But
these ore surface explanations. The causes
of theso complaints and the neglect and lack
of proper medical attendance of the siok
child rqust be explained to tell the real story.

THE IVENINO WOBLD'B ITIISICIAK.
Tnz Etekino Wosld has been fortunate

enough to secure the services of Dr. Charles
N. Cox for the remainder of July at least. It
has too often happened that physicians en-

gaged in this class of work are young and
untried striplings, fresh from the medical
sohools.

Dr. Cox, on the contrary, is a physician of
wide experience and admirable standing in
his profession. Ho was graduated In 1883 from
the Medical Department of the University of
Pennsylvania, an institution which has no
superior and few equals among the profes-
sional schools of the country.

Brooklyn, being at preaeut located at 489
Grtene nvenuo. Ho has a largo and lucrative
privato practice and was influenced more by
philanthropic than pecuniary reasons to as-
sist in The Evxnino Wobld's work. Many
of his patients being out of town at this sea-
son, he has been able to make arrangements
to devote tho greater part of his time to the
work in New York.
