Yesterday tho reporter asked
for a warrant for tho arrest of Goorgo Stump,
and as an argument for tho warrant to issuo
without tho slip, showed tho clerkB Soction
329 of the Penal Code, which says:

A person who opena, acts up or keeps, by him-se- ll

or anottier person, an ofllce or other place for
registering the numbers ot tickets in a lottery
wlthta or without thl State, or lor making, re-

ceiving or registering any bets or stake lor the
drawing or result of each a lottery, or who adver-
tises or in any way publishes any account ot an
opentnir, setting up or keeping ot inch an oltlce or
place, U guilty ot a misdemeanor,

ft Thus it will bo seen that tho slip is not
necessary for tho warrant, for tho arrest or
for the conviction of tho policy dealers.

A warrant was issued for-th- arrest of old
Stump, aud Sergt. Combes, Roundsman
Campbell and four officers of Jefferson
Mnrkct Court started out to make another
raid.

Sergt. CombeB has several warrants which
havo not been sorvod becauso of the (light of
tho accused. . Among these is ono for tho ar.
rest of tho proprietor of the policy-sho- p at
149 Bleeker street, which was raided n short
time ago at tne instance of Tun Evenino
Wobld.

Tho Sergeant took this warrant nnd sent
three men ahead to got in tho rear of the
place and movent tho inmates from escaping
as they did before.

Notwithstanding that a warrant was out for
tho proprietor of this place and bis den had
been raided once, policy has beon played
there right along.

Owing to a delay yesterday when tho policeI arrived on the scene tho proprietor had made
good his escape. Two Evenino Wobld re-
porters were thore to identify tho man in case
ho waa caught.

A colored man, who gave the name of
Charles Jackson, of 218 Wooster street, was
just hiding n lottery slip when the officers
entered, and the ticket was taken from him
by Officer Evans.

George Stump's den was fully describod in
Tnx Evenino World on Monday, tho day
ho rogistorod the reporters' boU. Stump's
hop was found locked. Ho was away, so

tho arrest could not bo made, but ib ho is
well known his arrest is only a question of a
few days.

Fred Anderson, who managed a polioy shop
at 193 Leonard street until exposed by The
Evesino Wobld, has moved a block and a
half away.and is now located at the corner of
Elm and Franklin streets.

Sergt. Combes has n warrant for his arrest,
too. Anderson kept a cigar store for a bluff
at 132 Second street. That is now locked up

, and the tobacoo sign is inside.
The-fiv- men who wero indicted will be

tried as soon as possible.

A. H. Wogouseil, of 714 Gates avenue, told
Police Capt. Folk y that Fhinney was
once presiding officer of Irving Lodge.Order
of Secret Knights, of Brooklyn, of which ho
(Wagonseil) was also a member.

Fbinnor was deposed from office for
neglect of duty, and aftor ho left it was dis.
covered that (ho ritual-boo- k of the lodge was
missing. Phinnoy was suspected, but denied
any knowledge of the book.

The missing book was returned by mail to
the lodgo, last Tuesday, tho address being in
Fhinnoy'a handwriting.

Ho mado n desperate
lunge at Floonot in tho third oncountcr.

Floquot's sword, which was kept pointed
straight nt tho Gonoral, oudod tho duel.
Boulangor had actually run his nock diroctly
on to tho Btcol and wns badly hurl, tho blood
spurting from tho wound in a stream.

flo fell into tho arms of his seconds, nnd
tho physicians, after binding tho wound,
hurriod him baek to Paris, whoro ho is being
constantly attended.

That the Gonoral was anxious to kill his
opponent thore can bo no doubt. His fight-
ing was dospcrato from tho unit.

His thrusts woro impetuous and powerful,
and it is a matter of surpriso that his

cnomy should havo so successfully
resisted theso tactics.

Neither duellist would assont, and tho
fight went on, with tho result as given above.

Later. It is thought that Gen. Bonlanger's

The agitation over tho event is increasing.

Boulinger's friends aro oxcoedingly bitter
and charge the politicians with persecution
to tho vergo of assassination.

SKET0IIE8 OP THE DDELI8TS.

Homethlng of the I.Ives of flen. Itoulnnaer
nnd M. Floqnrt.

Charles Thomas Floquet was bom at
in tho Basses-Pyreneo- s, Oct 6,

1828. After concluding his studios he was
admitted to tho bar of Paris, and soon be-

come noted as on advocate
Ho beoamo connected with tho editorial

management ot several newspapers, includ-
ing Tempi nnd the Siecle, and his advancod
ideas brought him Into difficulty with tho
Government.

M. Floquet is tho lnwyor who in 1867, when
the lalo Czar visited Paris law courts in com-

pany with tho Emperor Kapoloon III.,
shouted: "Vivo lnPologno,'! .and who sub-
sequently headed n BUbariptiortToT-th- e pur-
pose of presenting a "revolver of honor "to
BerezowHkt. the young Polo who shot at tho
C7ar in tho BoU do Boulogne.

Ho was proininont in tho trial of Pierre
Bonapnrto for tho murder of Victor Kolr,
pleading fbr the family of tho victim.

During the sicgo of Paris ho was assistant
to tho Mayor of tho city. On tho 8th of Feb-
ruary. 1871, ho waselocted a Deputy of Paris.

Ho subsequently prosidod at a political
meeting, by which ho tried to open tho wny
for an agreement botwoen tbo Assembly, at
Versailles, aud tho Commune. In 1872 ho
bccitrno a member of the Municipal Counoll
of Paris, and prosidod over its deliberations.

Ho wns again elected n deputy ia 187S and
was In 1882 M. Floquet became
Prefect ot tbo Heine, but rcsignod after n
briof occupancy of the ofBco and October of
that year was elected to the Chamber of Dep-
uties to represent tho town of Perpignan, in
thu Department of tho Pyrenees Orieutales.

He was made Presidont of the Council and
Minister of tho Interior on April 2, 1838.

OEN. EOULANOEn.

Gen. Boulanger. popularly known among
the excitable Gauls as " tho Man on Horse,
back' was tho son of a French advocato and
an Englishwoman and was born iu 1887 nt
ltennos. France.

Educated at tho Military Academy of St.
Cyr, lio was appointed a in
the First Algerian Tirailleurs.

no tooc part in tho Kabylo expoditiou in
18S7, and in the Italian campaign of 1869 was
Bhot through the breast, tbo wound and his
bravery resulting in his decoration with the
cross of the Legion of Honor.

Promoted to be a lieutenant he wont to
Cochin China in 1881, and was there again
wounded, Tho following year ho become a
captain, and in 18GC was an instructor at Kt
Cyr.

By this time ho was marriod nnd had two
daughters, Yoonne and Minii. Tho war with
Germany gave hiin tho grado of Major,
quickly followod by that of Lioutenant-Colon- el

and Colonel. Ho was wounded
twice during the war.

Iu 1880 he became a Brigadier General, and
it was in this rank that he vis.ted the United
States with the French Mission at tho York-tow- n

centenary.
Ho becatno Minister of War in the

Do Froycinet Cabinet, his appointment bo.
ing urged by Clemenceau, now ono of his
most bitter opponents. His euorgy in this
position attraoted unusual attention.

His administration was distinguished by
many reforms in tho army and his avowal of
preparation for possible war, which pleased
thoso who entertained the sentiment of re-
venge against Germany.

Tho tall of the Goblet Ministry, the retire,
mcut of Boulanger to tho command ot the
Thirteenth Coips, and his roliof from that
command for insubordination are all of so
recent date that there is no need to mention
them in detail.

His attempt to tight a duel with Jnlos
Ferry for slighting remarks concerning him
increased his popularity with those who hold
a strong u sentiment, and he was
soon forced into the Deputies on a popular
wave. .

stitution, and it wax his advocacy of this
which resulted in his retignatiou yesterday.
