" Are you a ghost?"
The quostlonor mis an Evening World re-

porter, and the person addressed had the ap.
pearanoe of a young woman, at 039 Myrtle
avenua, Brooklyn.

" No, I am not a ghost;, bat I have soen
ono, and so have others in this house," re-

plied the young woman.
" I don't believe it." said the reporter.
" Vary well. I don't expect any bno who

has never seen one to believe it. If some
person hod told me a few months ago that
they had soen a ghost, I would not havo
credited the statemont."

This conversation took place in the hall-
way, and the young woman, who said her
name was Fanny Dickson and that she lived
with her brother-in-la- and sister. Smith
Tucker and wife, invited the roporter into
the dming-roo- and kitchen, on the third
and (op floor.

In this room was Mrs. Tucker. Offloer
Downoy, of tho Thirteenth Precinct, and
William F. Fitman, n car driver, who boards
with Tuokor.

The officer said he had been on the lookout
for ghobts or spirit-rappin- g since 8 o'clock in
the morning. lie relieved Officer Martin,
who was watching from 6 until 8.

Officer Muldoon was on duty at tho house
from 11 o'clock last night until 0 o'clook this
morning.

The three officers reported that they hod
been on the alert for evidence of tho presence
of spirits from the other world, and that they
had done everything possible to encourage
the reappearance of the weird visitors, but
without satisfactory result.

Fitman, the car.driver, was seated at a
window which lighted the dining-roo- from
the rear. The officer occupied a chair on
the, other sido of the room, and between
them was the table from which tho dishes
used at tho morning meal had not been re-
moved.

Mrs. Tucker, a woman of medium height,
with fair complexion and short, brown, curly
hair, was engaged polishing a small cook
stove.

Her sister, Fanny Dickson, has blaek hair,
large black eyes and an open countenance.
Bho is a ready talker and very earnest in her
speech.
r" Now tell me all about tho visit of the
ghosts." said tho reporter.

Mrs. Tucker was tho first to reply. She
said: "Wo moved here lost Ap-i- l. I first

. heard strange rappiugs in different parts of
the home in May last." The rapDings continued at intervals of
two or three weeks, add they became moro
violent and we all became alarmed,

' ' Wo did not liko to m ko a public an-
nouncement, and hoped that tho rapplngs
would cease." Mulcolm Bennett and wifo, who live on
the first floor, moved out on Saturday, hav-
ing occupied ttie rooms only two weeks.
Mrs. Dennett did not have one night's sleep.
Her husband is a baker and works nights.
She oaiue to my rooms every night and
would not take oil her clothing,

" Mono of us are Spiritualists, and never
attended a seance until one was held hero
last Friday night. We do not belong to the
Salvation Army and havo not attended any
oxdting revival meetings

"Tho rappiugs sounded liko somo one
pounding un tho panels of the doors with
their lists. Tho noises were heard both day
and night and some of the neighbors living
in thj block have heard them." x am sure that the noises are not made by
mischievous human beings. Wo have
watched so closely that no person could
outer tho house, among us without being dis-
covered."

Then Mr. Pitman Raid: " I --was sitting at
this w ndow last Thursday forenoon, when I
heard a s ight no: so in the hall. The door
was open and I looked and distinctly saw
the figure of a woman outside the door. It
was in a black robo, covering all bu the
features, and around the neck was a small
white cord.

"At sight of the apparition I fainted, and
fell from the ebair. kiss Fanny was in the

, room, and she says she also saw the strange
figure.

Wss Fanny corroborated Pitman's story.
She said that she saw tho features of the
woman distinctly.

"I never saw a face so beautiful." said
she. " I had never seen it b'efore,' The ap-
parition disappeared within a few seconds.
There were no rspplngs heard at the time."

Tho last strange noise was heard at the
house last night shortly before Officer Mul-
doon arrived,

Mrs, Tuaker says that she will remain in
the house for a snort time, by request of tho
police authorities. If their investigation re-
sults in clearing up the mystery she may

permanently. If the hout.e is really
haunted she will move out after a few days.

Misa Dickson said that she had heard a
rumor that a young girl was outraged and
murdered in the house some years ago aud
also that a man killed bis wife ihere. But she
didn't know it the story was true,

Bowory for several months. Ho has met
with poor suceess.

ON WEDNESDAY MOKNINO.

How Hie I.net Days Are raeeed In Jail A

grim walls of Hudson County's old jail ro.
main in the life of Henry Ebert, who shot his
wife in Jersey City lost November.

Ebett must die.
Tho murdorer'a lost hours are remarkable

for one thing. No one but his faithful minis-ter- .

Rev. Mr. Moury, and hli brother Fred
have called to comfort htm. Allot hia other
relativos aro those who either testiliod against
him or would not spoak for him.

Tho brother nlono Is faithful. He dally
visits tho prisoner, brineing evory oorufort
lavallable. He has circulated three petitions
o tho Court of Pardons fruitions effort and

wasted time, but tho best of evidonce of his
brothorly attachment to the man who noeds
kindness and love now as nev er before.

hliert's hopeful nature la remarkable. Ho
still bo.ioves that tho petltlous will bo effec-

tive and that the Court at its sitting in Tren.
ton will repriove him. This la a
possibility, but by no means likoly.

Ebert's appetite is good. Ho eats regularly
three time daily, i nd is denied nothing. He
smokot and reads constantly, having no such
dtversiou as the visits of flower-lode- n females
or other casual philanthropists to oocupy his

Ilo'v Mr. Meury sponds hours with him
each day, and declares that his words of com-fo- rt

and oxhortatlon havo been most ef-

fective .

The prisoner ocouples a cell fn ward 1. as
far as possible from tho location of the

Tho death watch. Keepers Hanlon and
Carroll, are constantly with him, on the
watch for a possible suicidal turn in his
morbid fancy.

Hangman Van Hise, of Newark, will visit
the jail to superintend the ereo-tto- n

of the gallows, which is tho- - same on
which Disque and Kankowski were hung.
It will be erected in ward 0, in the south-
west corner of the jail.

Jailor Beidsall watches Ebert with the
caro, lest ho make an effort cheat the

gallows, A study of the man's deportment
has led tho jailor, however, to believe that
he will go to the gallows with the same
dogged, expressionless lace ho wore during
tho trial, without filnohinc or falling.

Mr. Meury will bo with him at tho
last moment. Ills death will be the fifth tho
minister ha witnessed on tho gallows.

Ebert will be tho fourth man banged in
Hudson County since its" creation iin 1840.

The first was n Uussian named Meehler, who
shot a United States Marshal in Hudson
stroet. He was hanged at he jail in 187.

Mnrtin Klnkowshi, who killod his sweet-
heart. Miuo Muller, in the woods of North
Hudson, was the second, his execution taking

in 1882. The third was George II.
Blace who killed his wife in Hobokcn in a
most shocking manner. He was hanged lat

Ebert's crime was committed on tho even-
ing of Sunday, Nov. 27. 1887. Hi wifo. who
whs slightly demented, had been staying
with a relative in New York, whilo the hus-
band lived alone In a llttlo house on l'ater-so- n

street.
On the day of the murder he wont to New

York, and, asking his crazed wife to walk
with him In Central Park, took her to Jersev
City instead. JuHt at dusk the two reached
the little house on Paterson street.

An hour later pstol shots alarmed tho
neighbors and Ebert was lpund in the yord
ofthohouso muttering and bleoding, while
his wifo lay dead within with a bullet
through herbrain.

Ebert fought death at the hospital for
weeks before he llvod to meet it in a more
horrible form ou tho gallows.

With one eye cono and the bullot in his
head ho was tried and found guilty, despite
tho theory of the defense of mutual attempt
at suicido on tho part of the unhappy man
and wife.

He still protests that ho remembers noth-
ing ot tho tragedy and that all is blank from
that horrible night to his recovery of con-

sciousness in the hospital. The bullet he
aimed at his own life is still imbedded in his
akull.

CLARK'S LETTERS TO KEENAN.

Two of Them Frodaeed In Conrt After a
Hard Picht.

Col. Bliss appeared before Judge Van
Hocsen in tbo Special Term of tho Common
Pleas Court y to argue the caso of
Boodlcr John Koenan, now ot Canudn, in his
claim for a division of the profits accruing to
Contractor Hrinan 0. Clark in the construe
tion of! sections A and 11 of tho new Anuo.
duct.

The lawyer read Keenan's affidavit claim-
ing hia fhhro of the profits of tho contracts an
a partner, and followed this by reading an
agreement whereby 1 Ionian H. (Mails as-

signed to John Keenan oue-sixt- h of the pro.
flta of the con true l mentioned.

The document was datid April 18, 1885, and
Keenan asserts, in tho iiiott solouiu fashion,
aud in tiuo lawful mauuer, that notwith-
standing that the agreement was never
abandoned, he (Koenan) has been utterly
ignored ot lalo and been refusod all informa-
tion regarding the contract and lis profits.

Othnr affidavits re id contained surprising
dentals of allegations that had been ma lo by
O'BrUtn t Clark touching Keenan's honesty
In connection with the contractors, and they
claim .that his reason for leaving the city was
simply a desiro to seok renoweu health and
strength.

Col. Bliss announced that he had some
letters whiah ho would read to tho Court, but
Chaunoey S, Truax uud Gen. Russell, coun-
sel for Contractor Clark, mode vehemont
protest aaaiuBt the reading of any letters tho
authenticity of which was not known.

It was finally agreed that two let tors should
be read.

Tho Unit was dated June 122, ISM, when
Heman Clurk wroto to Keenan requesting that
his interest in work of tho Aqueduct respond,
becauso funds were required for tbo carrying
on of tho work, and mentioned the fact that
tho only monoy that had boon put up at that
date was 111100,000 contrl utod by hluiBolfJiud
Mr. Mooiiey, who o contribution wun 20, 000.
The finishing clauue suggests ttmt Mr. Kee-
nan send his check for $SO,000 and expresses
the hope that Mr. Koenan is in good health
and that he will como back to tho oity boon.

He supplied FliBtol with money to start a
grocery store, and did much of the work at
the church. His daughter and sou in-la-

died two years ago, and sicca then tho old
man had a pretty hard life of it.

James Beatty. tho awning-make- r, 12 For-
syth street, took pity on the feeble old man
and fitted him up a room in the rear. Two
weeks ogo, however, Beatty docidod to give
up tho awning store, and tho old man was
again friendless.

Butler was Been to grow more despondent
evory day, but no one helped him. It is said
he applied in vain to the trustees of tho For-
syth street ohurcrj.bnt tho trustees deny this.

Lust night the old man fastened a stout
iron ring to ono of the bars of tbe hall
window and hanged himse f by tho neck.

Mrs. Beatty found him dead when she went
to givo him liis breakfast at 8 o'clock.
