MURDER OK THE HUM 8EA8.

Two of the Crew ef the Steamship Erin
Htabbed ta Death In Cold Bleed.

News reached Polloe Headquarter this
afternoon that tho steamship Erin, of the
National line, had experienced a mutiny at
sea, and that in the course of the trouble two

of the crew had been killed.
The steamer loft London June 29 and was

due at this port last Friday. She arrived to-

day after a passage of eighteen days. An
Evemimo Wools reporter who boarded the
vessel at the Houston street dock was told by
Capt. Tyson that it was not a aiutiny but a
murderous quarrel.

On the 8th inst., Capt. Tyson said,
Michael Eelley, a seaman, stabbed and killed

John Chapman and James Perry in the fore-cotitl- e.

The men were sloeping when Kelley

attacked them. They were in tbe same
watch as Kelley, and two or three days before
Chapman and Kelley had a quarrel which re-

sulted from a sparring match.
Kelley has the name of a 'desperato char-

acter, and is a very large and powerful man.
He was so angry at being worsted by Chap,
man, a clever boxer, that he stabbed him
near tbe heart whilo asleep.

Chapman shrieked when stabbed and
Kelley ran his dagger into his viotlm's mouth.

Perry was awakened end as he attempted
to defend Chapman, Kelley stabbed him in
tbe temple, killing him Instantly.

Kelley waa taken from the steamer by
polio officers this afternoon. He was
heavily Ironed and vu conveyed to tha
Charles street station.
