Tho two lind known each other for fivo
years and lived together ns man aud wife in
Ring Sing. A few mouths ago they moved to
Now York and locatod on Grand street, uoar
WooBter.

Jack sayg that Alico left him two months
ago aud wont to live with nuotlier man. Ho
has siuon been living at High Brldgo, but hns
been doing 110 work.

This morning no met Alico noar her houso
and walked with her on tho protonso that ho
wanted his umbrella, which she had.

Whon thoy got into the hallway Lewis ac
cused Alioo of living with another man, mid
ho Bays ho reminded her of hor threats to
kill him if ho over lived with another woman.

Tho woman bocamo frightened nt his man.
ner. and screamed " Murder 1" at the top of
her voico, whon Lowis drow n rovolvcr and
shot her iu tho breast,

Sho turned and started to ruu, whon ho
shot hor again in tho body and sho fell bleed-
ing and unconscious to tho tloor.

Tho woman's screams nud tho pistol snots
aroused tho wholo neighborhood, and hctoro
Lowis could mnko his cscapo ho was ar-
retted.
