A DETAILED STORY OF HIS GRIME.

Henry Ebert, the wife murderer, was
hanged in tho Hudson County Jail, Jersey
City, this morning.

The droi) foil at 10.13 A. M.
The body shot upward about 0 feet and

slightly to the right.
Tho knot slipped from behind tho loft oar

to tbe left cheek.
When tho body settled down thore wore

convulsions, and tho limbs wero drawn up
soveral times.

The execution took place iu ward 6, in the
southwest corner of tho jail, on the third
floor.

Four minutes after tho drop fell tbe body
was lowered to a distance of six inches from
thu floor, and the physicians examined it and
found the neck was not broken. 'Ihey oIbo
noted the respiration. Death resulted from
strangulation.

At 10.03 the witnesses to the execution and
tho Sheriff entered the jail. The witnesses
went directly to ward C, and the Sheriff to
tho cell of the condemned man, where Revs.
Meury and Staehli had preceded him.

The Bheriff read the death warrant to the
murderer in his cell, and asked Ebert if he
had any remarks to make. He eaid " No."

Ebert was firm to the last and snowod no
signs of emotion....

The"" procession, whioh marched from the
prisoner's cell up the northwest corner of
tho jail to tho gallows, was led bv Sheriff
David, tho Rev. Mr. Meury, the spiritual
adviser of the condemned man, and tho
Rev. John Staehli, who had also visited
Ebert several times since his confinement in
the jail, followed tho Sheriff.

Two deputy sheriffs camo next, with tho
handcuffed prisoner walking between them.

From tho room adjoining tho murderer's
cell they marched into a narrow hallway nnd
descended flvo steps to another narrow pas-
sage, which led to the door of ward 6.

Representatives of the pross wero stationed
near tho entrance- to tho ward and witnessed
tho march to tho gallows.

The corridor of ward 6 is 8 feet wide and
about CO feet long.. There is a gallery iu the
ward and twenty-tw- o colls. The use of black
and white paint has given it an appenrauce as
sombre as tho occasion.

edert's confession.
Ebert made a statement to Rev. Mr. Meury

this morning in which he said:
' I forgivo all those who have acted

towards me. I regret having killed
my wife. I could not have boen in my right
mind when I committed the deed. I thank
Jailer Birdsall and all who hae boen kind to
me during my confinement in jail.

ebebt's last nioitt.
Ebert's demeanor was unchanged last

night. He appearod indifferent to his fate.
Ho ate a hearty meal at 0 o'clock and at 11.(0
he was sleeping soundly.

The watchers during tho night were Con.
stablo Michael Carroll and Keepers James
Hanlon and Henry Hanlcy.

HE EATS A 1TKABTY BREAKFAST.

Ebert awoke at .10 and immediately put
on his clothes. He was served with breakfast
at 7.45. It consisted ot beefsteak., pstatoes,
bread and coffee. His appetite was good.

Lust n ght Dicdrich Ebert, the brother of
tho murderer, gave to Rev. Mr. Meury a let-

ter written by tho condemned man before
tho murder.

Tho letter was found by his brother in
Ebert's clothes when he was taken to the
hospit '1. In it he said :

" My wifo dies of her own free will, and
has begged me a hundred times to shoot her.
I could not do it and would not do it. I am,
however, at the present time m such a frame
of mind that I should liko to shoot myself.
Should my wife hear this, however, sho
would bo irredeemably lost, and it is better,
therefore, that we die together. It is my
wifo's own wish that wo die together, and I
do It. I become a murderer in order to mako
my wife happy."

THE BTOIII OF TUG CRIME.

A Hitter Kndlns of n Had and Unforlnnat
Lire.

Henry Ebort. tho g murderer
whose life has ended so miserably, was born
thirty-fiv- e years ago in Hosso Darmstadt,
Gcrmuny. His parents aro still living there,
tho father earning his living as a dam-tende- r.

Ebert came to America several years ago and
located in Jersey City, where his brother,
Fred Ebert, had settled boforo him as a
plumber.

On Aug. 27, 1883, Ebert married Elizabeth
Lict, u young widow, tho woman fated to die
by bin hind. Her maiden numo was Lisst.
ami she was a sUtcr of tho wife of Fred
Kliert. Her husband, Liot, had diod shortly
before her murriage to Ebert, leaving
$I,C0j in money for their infant daughter,
Elba, to bo held in tni6t by tho mother until
the child grew to maturity.

Ebert iiml his bride lived happily enough
for about a year until Mrs. Ebert was stricken
with typhoiil fovornud her mind pennant ntiy
atlccted. Ebert loft a situation in New York
to personally attend to her aud exhibited n
devotion commended by all who knew him.
He took tbe unfortunate woman to half a
dozen doctors in vain a tempts to have bor
health and reason restorod aud failed every,
where.

Finally he placed her under the caro of the
doctors at thu Gtrmun Hosuital in New York
and tho homo wns broken up.

Little Elba was taken to live with her uncle
nnd aunt, on Central avenue, aud her step-
father hired for his own use a littlo one-stor- y

throe-roome- d dwelling at 31 I'a.erbon s.reet,
where ho lived alone. Ho bad obtained em-
ployment us a shipping clerk iu a 1'ai k placo
toy houe. In a short time Mis. Ebert wus
taken from the German Hospital to Belle vue
aud Irom tbero to Uluokwcil's Is aud. Her
husband repeatedly, visiud her and ou these
occasions talked with her over money mat-
ters in a way which, when reviewed at his
trial, aided greatly in his conviction.

He seemed to show an anxiety to obtain
the $1,000 hold by Mrs. Ebort for her child,
aud lie became augrv when his wile persisted
iu retaining it. His visits to her at Illnck.
well's Island became less frequent and her
spirits drooped in consequence. Finally, at
her own urgent request, she wus taken from
tho island by her brother-in-law- , Fred Ebert,
to tho homo of a friend, Mrs. Taubot, of
East Ono Hundred aud Eighth street. On
tho way tho poor woman asked for poison,
aud sobbingly protested that she was tired of
her miserable life.

Ebert culled ofteuer to see her at Taubot's
house, but each timo seemed more gloomy
and (listiondent.

Ou the utternoon of Sunday, Nov. 27 lust,
tho day ot tho tiegedy, he culled evidently In
better humor anil asked bib w.fo to wulk with
him iu Central Park. Instead ot do ng so
tho pair boarded au elovHtcd. train rodo to
Christopher street aud from there took thu
fo ry to Hubokfu aud the cars to Ebert's
lonely homo. They arr vod at dusk aud en.
tered tno house purcehod by no ono. What
transpired in tho lowly but within tho
succeeding hour no one can toll- -

Tno report of Et ort's pistol alarmed tho
neighbors, but the deathly stillness that fol-
lowed quieted their fears. It was not until
nit hour laUr thai Ebert was found wander-in- g

about tho littlo yard muttering iudis.
tiuatly to himself and bleeding from a bill et
wound in the head. Those, wliu tumid him
U'lnembered then tluil they had heard it voice
crying faintly nbout tho house for some ono
withiu to open tho iloon which Ebert hail
unwittingly fastened bchlud him with a
spring locJs.

Ebert could not lirno kuowu that hie wife
lay thud within I'olicomeu found her body
lying ou au old lounge cold aud lifclebi with
a bullet hole bcueath the temple.

Ebert wns taken In tho City Hospital dying.
The doctors bind that he could not live and
ho, while consciousness remained, fought to
conbrm their belief, tearing thn bandages
from his head aud refusing all mediciu, or
nourishment.

For many days he llugored betwoen life

and death. Finnlly medical science wtved
him for thu vungcanco of tho law, and ho
csctped one dentil to incut nuothor nioro ter-ltbl-

revolting mid ilmgiat'ofiil. Fur while
ho loshed about 111 delirium at the hotpital,
detect ves had gu hered tlio cMilcurn which
fronted to piotu hiui guilt' m liuWng lirod
both of the fntul bullots tu that memorable
No ember Mitidav.

At first it M'euifil that no ono could hold
another human lilu as the responsibility for
the erlnio. But when it wns found that Ebort
bought his nistol an hour boforo going to
New York, that tho rour-i- or thn bullet in
his wife's head nnd thu position of her body
proved tho impoHsiliility of her stticido, hut
guilt was established, aud his cnuWctioit of
murdir iu tho first degrcn becamo but a nat
ural and anticipated cousequoucn of his
short trial of three days, Mav 8. 0 and 10.
Judgo Knnpp fixed v nn tlio date of his
death, and no legal power has interfered, as
is almost inv rinbly tho caso in such n mat-to- r.

Tho unusually snd connections ot Ebort's
desperate crimo hnvo attached to it un st

which might othorwiso not havo been
found. Tho unfortunate man had beon en-
during tbo anguish ot it broken homo and a
crnzed wifo for years, 'nffd found nothing bnt
sorrow and misery in his life.

The tragedy of Novomher was undoubtedly
the outcome or his brooding and tho action
carofully planned and preinedilutod. But
his intention was to end his own life with
that of his wife, and not to live for the en.
durance of so much suffering. Ho dung up
to tho time of his dentil to the statement Dint
ho remembers nothing of tho tragedy, aud
that all of tho fatal night is a blank to tiim.

Much a condition of mind may haobecn
one of tbo resti ts of his moro than human
share of buffering, but his htorv is believed
br few and is rntud as tha ingenious creation
of a mind tather cunning thnn olherwi o.
Whatever may havo been tho real nature of
the crimo for which Ebert mot tho gallows
his lifn hss cortainly been one of tne most
dark and pitiablo coucoivablo.

KEAUNLT PAYS TIIE PENALTY.

The Murderer ot .lire. I'nrcrll Executed nt
I'rrchnld.

Richard Kearnoy, tho colored man who
murdcrod Mrs. Margaret Purcell at Long
Branch last February, was hanged in the
Monmouth County Jail, at Freehold, at 11.05

o'clock
Kearnoy had proclaimed himself rcpontant,

and had prayed earnestly with his spiritual
advtber, Rov. J. G. Morrow, for lorgiveness
for his terrible crime.

Tbo oxecution was conducted by tho tather
of thn young hangmuu. Vim Hise, who off-
iciated ut Ebert's hanging in Jersey City

Tho drop fell at 11.05 o'clock, but'it was
thirty minutes later before tho negro was
dead. Hn finally died of strangulation, as
tho knot had slipped aud hib neck was nut
broken by tlio fid I.

Only Sheriff Fiolds, his sou, tho jailkecper
aud thu special deputy sheriff's appointed tor
the purpoho witnebboi the execution.

Tho doomed Jiau becamo somewhat nerv-on- s
as tho tuna approached whou ho was to

go to the callows, but Rev. Mr. Morrow, tho
African Methodist Episcopal pastor who bad
attended him in jail, wasablo to strengthen
him wuh a few words.

The crowd of people cougregated outside,
tho jail shook hands with onch othor after
the execution iu coiigrntulu'inu over thn
fact that tho community hud bcou rid of u
dangerous mnn.

After Kearney's remains wero cut down
thov woro turned over to his wife-- , who waited
for them.
