It was raining hard yesterday when " Tn

The two Keenan children, of No. 6 Batavia
stroet, were first revisited, and were found
somewhat improved, duo largoly to tho
change ot food.

At the last visit the Doctor found the chil-
dren living on milk of very bad quality, and
so prescribed Mellin's Infant Food, a consid-
erable quantity of which had been donated
by tho manufacturers for this undertaking.

Another mother in the samo house aiked
tho reporter if the doctor would please sea
her child. Tho reqnost was granted with,
pleaiuro. This was a littlo girl four yearn
old, who had had a cough for a long time.
The fatlior, who is an engineer, had been out
of employment for a long timo, and was con.
Boquontlv too poor to pay for medical ser-
vices. But he has within two weeks ob.
tained a position, and with this temporary
help will doubtless bo able, to " got on his
feet again." Everything about tho apartment
gave evidence, of better times in the past.

The physician while at 130 Cherry street
was requested to seo a child on trio top floor,
but this baby was found to bo under tho
skilful treatment of a physician whom tho
parents by rigid self-deni- woro able to

of the prescriptions of The Evzirraa
World physician are filled at and by ths
kindness of tho Eastern Dispensary.

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A STUBBORN MORNIMQ FIRE.

Flnmea In Dalle'a Furniture Factory Strike)
Terror ThronlrCrovrded Tenemeou.

A fire which lit up tho west side for several
hours and called out all the fire engines below
Forty-secon- d street broke out in Dolle's big;
furniture factory, 166 West Fifty-seven- th

stroet, at 12.80 this morning.
The flames were seen breaking out of a

window In the fifth story by Policeman Man-
ning, of the Thirtieth street squad, but be-

fore the first hose was in position the three
upper Btories wore blazing fiercely. Ths
floors were filled witn furniture in various
stages of manufacture and a large stock of
resin, gluo and varnish fed the flames.

The fire was a very stubborn one, and It
was not until 2.80 that It was under control.
Thd damage to stock and building was front
$20,000 to $25,000. The gas-fixtu- factory
of Schnoider, Campbell & Co. was damaged
by falling debris nnd water, and tho Shiloh
Presbyterian Churoh, immediately in ths
rear of Dolle's factory, was also slightly in-

jured.
The burning building was surrounded by,

crowded tenements, mostly occupied by ool
ored people. They hurried from their beds
and remainod in a high state of alarm all ths
time. Sixteen horses in a fable near by be.
came frenzied by tbe heat and were,witn
difficulty rescued by the firemen.
