Blartling developments are promised in the
Brooklyn Navy-Yard conspiracy cnse, which
was mnde public by the arrest in Brooklyn'
Wednesday night of Daniel Laird, of New
Lots, who was Buperintendent of Mills and
Heceiver of Provisious up to ten days ago.

For some thue it bas been known to the
Navy Departmont that there was an arrange-
ment botween cortain officials and contrac.
tors for mupplies, by which the Government
was compelled to pay more than the market
price.

The systom was almost perfect, and the
conspirators succesd in covering their tracks
well. Tt was not until a firm of unsnocessfal
bidders to furnish 5,000 pounds of tea—
Francis H. Leggett & Co., of this city--inves.
tigated and found that their fnilure to get
the contract lay in the fact that they were
thown n higher grade sample than the tea
notually furnistied, thet the department se-
cured tangible ovidenos,

Laird was the officinl who furnished the
samoles, and John G. Mars, of 627 Jersey
