Startling development! two promised in tho
Brooklyn Nnvy-Yar- d conspiracy enso, which
was made public by tho arrest In Brooklyn
Wednesday night of Daniel Laird, of Now
Lots, who was Superintendent of Mills and
Heceiver of Provisions up to ton days ago.

For somo time it hoi been known o tho
Navy Department thut thnVo wan an arrange-
ment between certain officials and contrac-
tors for supplies, by which tho Government
was compelled to pay more than tho market
price.

The system was almost perfect, and tho
conspirators suoceod in covering their track!
woll. It was not until n firm of unsuccoBsful
bidders to furnish 5,000 pounds of tea
Srancis H.Loggott A, Co., of this city

and found that their falluro to get
tho contract lay in tho fact that they wore
shown a higher grade sample than the tea
actually fumishod, that tho department se-
cured tangible evidenoe.

Laird was the official who furnished tho
Bamnlos, and John Q. Mars, of 627 Jersey

" Laird could tell a great deal if he wanted
to. but I think that be will conclude it is his
poller to keep his mouth closed.

" He made great throats Of implicating his
superiors wheh he was arrested, but he's
been more silent on this subject alnce ho has
boon in jail.

" I don't know Why Lnird doesn't get ball.
HO bah sufficient property ln'Hew Lot to in-
dorse his own bond. In fact, ho is quite
wcnlthy."

Tho fact of his wealth is a suspicious dr.
cuuistanco in Laird's caso, for he is snid to
hard noquired all bis property since his em-
ployment by the Government, and to have
purchased it improved.

Mr. Wilbkir said tbe Government's loss in
this particular transaction hi tea amounts to
very little, but tho department, which
has been working oh the case
throUth Paymaster Robert W. Allen
and Special Agont J. Monroe Heiskell,
has obtained evidence of other similar trans-
actions by which the ring of conBplrihp of.
ficials and contractors has defrauded the
Government.

senting his firm, as at first reported,

" Mors has not been employed hero for six-
teen yeart, " he said. "Ho worked here for
a year seventeen years ago, and since he left
he has been one of our regular customers. I
have always considered liim honest and do
not now believe that he is guilty of thO

with which he is charged.
" In December last Mars came to me and

said he was going to put in a bid for tho sup.
ply of tea nt tho Brooklyn Navy-Yar- d. He
said he wanted bur lowest figures, and wo
gave them to him.

He put in his bid, it was accepted and he
delivered 3,000 pounds bf Oolong toa to tho
Navy-Yar- d, which ho bought of me. Ho
charged 21 cents a pound for it.

" Lost month ho came again nnd said
ho must have n little lower price from us and
I mode it to him. Ho put in his bid at 23
cents a pound tot 6,000 pounds. Tho tea wai
delivered to the Navy-Yar- d by one of our
trucks, I believe, and Mars has never been
paid for it.

" The toa is what wo call medium family
tea. It is Oolong. The best grade is worth
about 75 cents and the poorest 17 or 18 cents.
I kndw that tho tea is tho eamo kind as wai
furnished in December, and that Mark was
not shown a sample of the kind tho Navy-Yar- d

wonted the lost time.
" I went on his bond for tho performance

of tho contract, because I aeemed him hon.
est. It there b any conspiracy regarding
this tea deal, it lies between Mars and
Lnird."

Mr, Bronson learned last "weok that there
was a suspioion of something, wrong regard-
ing tho tea contract, and lie immediately
went to Washington and explained his posi-
tion and that of Mars to Paymaster.Oeneral
Fulton.

When Mars learned that ho was suspected
of being implicated in a .conspiracy to) de-
fraud the Government he had. Laird swear
before a notary publto to an affidavit Btatlug
that he (Laird) did not show Mara any sam-
ples of toa for the last contract, but said tho
tcavVantedwasJuatllkotho kind first sold
him by Mars.
